Poster’s Weather Bulletin.

Washington. D. C., July 13, 1900.

Last bulletin gave forecasts of disturbance
to cross continent 15 to 19, warm wave 14 to

18, cool wave 17 to 21. Next disturbance
will reach Pacific coast about 19, cross west

of Rockies country by close of 20, great cen-
tral valleys 21 to 23, eastern stales 24. Warm
wave will cross west of Rockies country about
19, great central valleys 21, eastern slates 23.
Cool wave will cross west of Rockies about
22, great central valleys 24. e.ideni states 2b.

This disturbance willbring the most seven-
weather of the month and it willnot be a good
time for excursions on the water. About 24
while the disturbance is west ot meridian 90,

all weather causes will begin to increase in
force and all weather features in intensity.

Watch the reports for the location of the
storm center about 23 and 24 and if it is in
your vicinityabout that time, you would better
look out for squalls. I expect the storm

center at that lime to be not far from meridian
90, and that dangerous storms may be ex-
pected in some parts of the Ohio valley or on

the great lakes.
This disturbance will bring the hottest

weather of July; not in all sections, but east

and southeast of the storm center’s path. I
expect the summer’s heal to reach its apex
while this disturbance is crossing the couti
nent. My calculations indicate that the beat
will be greater in northern than in southern
stales; higher in Chicago than in Cincinnati;
cooler in Texas than in the Dakotas.

About and following 14 the cool period will
give way, temperatures will rise and less rain
will fall. From 14 to 22 drouth sections will
suffer most and following *22 showers will be-
come more general. Following 14 the weath-
er features will lose force and severe weather
is not expected again before 20.

Cold Storage.

From New York Tribune.

Dr. Wiley’s investigation of the system of
cold storage of poultry and other article* of
food is a timely undertaking, in line with lh*-
inspection of meals at the packing houses and
with the Tribune’s recent suggestion that poul
try might be as proper an object of inspection
as beef or pork, in two major respects the
inquiry will be of pecucliar interest and will
strongly appeal to multitudes of people in

whom some features of the food storage busi
ness have long seemed doubtful.

It willbe of interest, for example, toknow,
so far as science can ascertain and tell, ore
ciscly what is the effect upon articles of food ,
of long storage in the cold. It is well known
that cold prevents decomposition of the onii
nary kind. Indeed, it has been known to I
preserve flesh in an Apparently fresh condition |
for a very long lime. But it has been an open l
question in the minds ot many whether some \
other changes may not occur in frozen flesh
and other objects which render them undesir-
able, ifnot directly noxious. Men who would
accept without hesitation as perfectly fresh a

fowl which had been in cold storage for many
days would look decidedly askant at one
which bad been thus kept for &s many years.
It would be interesting and useful to know
whether or not frozen f >od does deteriorate,
and, if it does, at about what time.

condemn that other to death and to execute

the sentence. What private wrong will war-
rant the adopting of such a custom into the
jurisprudence of the community 1

What the law may do with Thaw's body is
important chiefly because of its lienring on the
question of selling up iu every citizen of the
land an extra judicial tribunal with plenary
powers to try and condemn such ofbis fellow-
men as he believes have injured him. each nc
cuser being the sole judge as to whether or
not the particular offense charged has been
proved and whether or not it merits death.
