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Negro Sergeant Mixed.

Washington, February 6.—The Sen-

ate Committee on Military Affairs began
its third day of the Brownsville hearing
today. Jacob D. Frazer, former first

sergeant of Company D, Twenty-fifth In-
fantry, was the first witness. Senator
Foraker conducted the examination, and
he had not proceeded far when his methods
were challenged by Senator Pettus, who

declared that the Ohio Senator was “lead-
ing” the witness.

Frazer testified that each man was al-
lowed 20 rounds of ammunition, 10 of
which were carried in a belt and 10 in a

cartridge box. The cartridge boxes were
not carried during the inspection, but were
left at quarters. About two days after the
trouble all ammunition was ordered turned
in and all was properly accounted for.
Asked if he had anything to do with the

trouble, Frazer answered no, and said he

did not know of any other member of his

company being engaged in it; nor did he

believe that any members of his company

were in the affray. He declared there
was no “conspiracy ofsilence.”

Frazer is a physical giant and he created
much amusement in relating an account ot

his capture in the Philippines of a bandit

who had terrorized the constabulary.
Senator Warner cross-examined the wit

ness. Frazer got considerably mixed up.

He had believed, he said, that some of

the soldiers had “shot up” the town,

but the opinion was based on the fact that
his company commander had so told him;
he had never heard any of the soldiers ad-

mit it.
He said he believed the citizens of

Brownsville had themselves “shot up the

town to drive the soldiers away.
Senator Overman asked: “Do you

think citizens would kill one of their own
number—commit murder —to get you
away ?’ ’

Frazer replied; “1 don’tknow whether
anyone was killed; they wanted us away.
Colored men would spend very little money

in the saloons on qpcount of their treat-
ment, and the citizens of Brownsville
wanted white soldiers, who spend the

money. ’’
In describing the cleaning of a gun for

inspection Frazer stated that it took from
half an hour to 40 minutes. Sergeant
Harris had previously testified that it took
about 10 minutes.

Senator Overman questioned the wit-
ness regarding the whereabouts of men
who were not at roll call and were unac-
counted for, hut Frazer could give no di

rect testimony on that point.
Charles Dade, former cook of Company

D, testified that he had been in the service
for 22 years. He staled that the McKee-
ver belts and boxes were carried by the
men at the inspection on the morning after
the shooting. Frazer had previously stated
that these boxes were not worn at that in-

spection.
Witness Beeves when asked about the

gun inspection stated that the cook’s gun
was the only one that was not thoroughly
clean, but that cobwebs were found in it.

Beeves said that Major Penrose had or-
dered every non-commissioned officer to

find out who did the shooting.
The examination of Beeves was not con-

cluded when the committee adjourned un-
til tomorrow.

TCllla His Father, then Hides Body.

Delaware, Ohio, Feb. 9.—A prisoner
at the jailhere—Mont Bunyons, of Wil-
liamsburg, W. Va., awaiting trial on a

forgery charge—broke down with the
weight of a guilty conscience and confessed
to Chief of Police Matthews that a few
weeks ago he shot and killed his father
during a quarrel and concealed his body.

West Virginia officials were notified of
Eunyon’s confession. Bunyons declares
his willingness to go to West Virginia and
conduct the officials to where his father’s
body lies.

Runyons came to Delaware a short time
ago, and in payment for some dental work
performed by Dr. Mills gave Mills a forged
check and received some cash in change.
He was arrested before he could get out of
town, and has refused to talk much until
he was put in the sweatbox by Chief of
Police Matthews, who demanded that the
prisoner tell all about himself.

Runyons finally broke down and between
sobs told the Chief that his wife, with two

little children, had deserted him a few
weeks ago, and that he started to leave
for Florida, intending to take the train at
Moorefield, W. Va. While on his way to

Moorefield he met his father, who accom-
panied him a short distance to the station.

The two quarrelled over ill treatment of
Runyons’ wife, and Runyons said that he
became angry at his father because the lat-
ter reprimanded him for drinking so hard.
At that time they were two miles within a
etrip of timber land, and he says he shot
his father, leaving the body obscured from
the sight of any human eye.

Puts out Fire with 13 Bottles of Beer.

Shoshoni, Wyo., Feb. 9.—The in-
habitants of the town are rejoicing over the
settlement’s escape from destruction and the
manner in which the misfortune was avoid •

ed.
During a high wind Frank Gensley, a

clerk, discovered that the floor of the
Dusterhoff Brothers’ store was burning.
The flames were rapidly gaining headway,
and no water was available. In the store
was a barrel of bottled beer, and this, with
great presence ofmind, Gensley utilized for
fire fighting purposes. He threw bottle
after bottle ofbeer into the flames until the
fire was extinguished. Had the fire pro-
gressed and the store been burned, it is
more than likely that the flames would
been communicated to adjoining buildings,
and the entire town might have been de-
stroyed.

Thirteen bottles of beer were required to
put out the fire.

Pays for Melons He Stole 26 Years
Ago.

Marion, Ohio, Feb. 9. —Twenty-five
yean ago, while J. A. Spicer and Charles
MoKlroy were neighbors near Rich wood,
Spicer stole some watermelons from his
fidend. Spicer, who is now living at Zion
City, HI., has become a religions enthusi-
ast, and a letter from him was received by
MoHroy, in which he confessed the theft,
and sent $1 to pay for the melons.

| One of the most interesting and novel
1 schemes that are resorted to when it comes

¦ to “doctoring” up a horse for sale is

: “peroxiding.” Horses just suitable for
carriage work, save that they do not quite
match in color, are now chemically colored

, to the tint desired in the twinkling of an

‘ eye. A “peroxided” horse shows what

has been done to him soon after his new
owner takes him away, and frequently he
has to be “touched up.” This bleaching
does not injure the horse any more than
it does the average girl, hut the chemically
tinted coat seldom looks well when closely
examined, the dark roots of the hair show-
ing on careful inspection. Yet it deceives

the average buyer, and so answers the
purpose of the unscrupulous horsetrader.

In selecting a bull, choose one whose
mother and both grandmothers have each
yielded above 300 pounds of fat forseveral
years in succession. Then look for vigor
and strength and evidence of function in

the individual and see that among his-rela-
tives there are no weaklings. Be sure that
he has a good skin, soft and of fair thick-
ness. 1 am afraid of a very thin skin;
beware of a hard one. Ifhe got me a lot
of heifers that developed into good cows I
would keep him as long as I could without
inbreeding far enough to interfere with the
strength and size of his get.

Dried beet pulp from beet sugar mills is

becoming popular among dairymen in some
localities. The pulp is soaked in water

about six hours before feeding, and five

pounds of pulp will take up nearly four
gallons of water. It makes a bulky, juicy
feed for winter, especially relished where
there is no silage or root crops in the ra-
tion. It is claimed that the same material
is a good food for sheep, hogs and poultry.

Coal is used for fuel on many farms and
ashes are commonly wasted, as they are of
no particular value as a fertilizer, but it will
be worth while to save them to make farm

walks and roads. They should he spread
, about six inches in depth and each layer

sprinkled with enough water to make them

pack solid. In making roads or walks on
low places there should lie a tillingof about
a foot of small stones below the surface of
coal ashes. Walks with a foundation of

. stones remain dry and firm at all seasons
of the year.

It is a well-known fact that plants grow

largest in rich soil, hut it is not so well un-
derstood that the largest roots may be

found in very poor soil. This has been

made a subject of late experiment by a

French botanist. Lots of colza seeds were

planted, respectively, in washed sand, in

soil exhausted by many crops and in good
soil; and after seven weeks, with like wa-
tering, the roots in the sand had grown 14
to 16 inches; those in the poor soil, 10 to

12 inches, and those in the good soil had
grown only 6 inches.

When selecting peas for an early supply
the dwarf varieties will be found most

suitable, as they do not have to make

heavy growth of vine before coming into
bearing. The more wrinkled the seed the
better the quality of the pea, though some
of the earliest peas are not wrinkled. The
Champion in one of the best in quality,
but is not early and is not as prolific as
some varieties.

No poultryman can afford to he without
charcoal. A little goes a long way and is

worth its weight in gold to raisers of young
chickens. It aids digestion and promotes
the health ofbrooder chicks to a wonderful
extent. The use of charcoal is generally
corrective of numerous poultry ills.

Fowls need a great deal of fodder in win-
ter to neutralize the concentrated food.
One hundred hens will eat five pounds of
clover leaves daily, besides their regular
grain ration, and the clover is a very nutri-
tious food as well as supplying bulk. Of-
ten cut rowen hay will answer fairly well
as a substitute, and if neither clover nor
rowen is at hand, the chaff from the barn
floor will supply a great deal of fodder as

well as serving as a scratching litter. The
Maine station found that for 100 hens 5

pounds of clover leaves took the place of
17 pounds of beets, and the hens were kept
healthy and thrifty. It Ls certainly easier
to provide this small amount of clover fod-
der than to raise the beets required to take
its place.

Slapped Their Necks.

Henry Collins, who married Miss Burd
Thaw, has been expelled from the Pitts-
burg Club, to which the wealthiest and
most fashionable men in the city belong.

joyed himself extremely. He reappeared
on the dancing floor after a prolonged ab-
sence, during which he had been remark-
ing frequently :

He is Claimed by Four Women.

When Joseph Khameanska was arraigned
in the Yorkville Police Court, New York,
recently Policeman File told Magistrate
Crane that he had a list of four women

that claimed the man as husband, and

that he had information that led him to

believe he could produce eight women
that were under the impression that they
were the man’s wives.

The technical charge against Khamean-

ska was that of being a disorderly person,
made by a woman who wanted to gel back
SI,BOO she says she gave him when she
married him. The warrant for him was
obtained on September 5,190 G. The

complainant was Mary Urick, of 106 St.
Marks Place, who married him on October
16, 1904. She said today that so far as

she knew she was wife No. 1. She added
that shea had certain admiration for a man
that could acquire four wives in less than
three years, but she considered that he

had deceived her and she wanted to see

him punished.
It was quite by accident that a knowl-

edge of the other women came to the

court"s attention. At the time that Mrs.
Khameanska applied for a warrant for her
husband she said he had left her and she
did not know where to find him. There
came to the court another woman who
wanted a warrant for her husband on the
charge of abandonment.

Both warrants were turned over to Court
Policeman File, who noticed a similarity
in the names. He brought both women
together and the compared notes. Each
produced a photograph of herself and hus-
band taken on the day of their marriage.

‘ Why. that’s my husband,” said No.
2, as she looked at the other woman’s pho-
tograph.

No. 2 said she was Apolina Undine, of
622 East Seventeenth street, before she

married the man in the spring of 1905.
He told her that he had plenty of money
and after the wedding she need never again
work as a tailoress. but she could entrust
him with thess7o she had saved. She

gave him her savings. Two months
later he disappeared.

The two women and the policeman be-
gan a search for him after their conference
in court.

They located Khameanska and another
wife in Jersey City, put before he could he

arrestedthe couple disappeared. The police-
man had a similar experience with wife
No. 4in Brooklyn. Finally the man was
caught in Front street, this city, today
living with still another wife and was ar-
rested. While waiting to he arraigned in

court the prisoner was asked how he came
to have so many wives.

‘‘l don’t know,” he replied. “They
say I married them, hut I guess they mar-

ried me, for I was intoxicated and couldn’t
know what was going on. The women
run after a good looking man, and it’s not

my fault if they all like me.”
Wife No. 1 was in court to press her

complaint. No. 2 was sick in Passaic and
could nut be in court. It was decided
to put off the examination until a later
date, so as to get together as many women
as choose to prosecute the man.

.Magistrate Crane held him in SI,OOO
bail.

Alfalfa For Maryland

Mr. Charles A. Councilman, of Worth-
ington Valley, who has been successful in
growing alfalfa, is testing several varieties
of this great forage plant, with especial
reference to their adaptation to the soils of
Maryland.

He prepared a field of 20 acres last Au-
gust and sowed the first week in Septem-
ber the following varieties of alfalfa, viz ;

Two acres with seed from Argentina.
Two acres with seed from Turkestan.
Two acres with seed from Northern

Montana.

Two acres with seed from France.
Two acres with seed from Germany.
Two acres with seed from Wisconsin.
Four acres with seed from Southern

Montana.
One acre with seed from irrigated soil

in Arabia.
One acre with seed from non-irrigated

soil in Arabia.
The field selected to make the test had

been in alfalfa for eight years. It had

been originally seeded with seed grown
near Phoenix, Arizona, which furnished
the bacteria needed for the inoculation of
the soil for these tests.

The field was plowed in the latter part
ofJuly, after two crops of alfalfa had al-
ready been harvested. It was selected
because, after eight years, the alfalfa had
become coarser and had disappeared in

many places.
The Darwinian theory of the “survival

of the fittest” Is always in evidence in old
alfalfa fields, for, although it would seem
to the casual observer that the plants have
all an equal chance in the race for life and
development, some, either from stronger

seed or root environment, push ahead and
crowd out and kill many weaker plants,
with the result that the vacant space is
quickly occupied by white clover and blue-
grass, the great enemies of alfalfa.

Both the white clover and the bluegrass
are surface feeders and delight to make a
home in a field of leguminous plants. For
this reason Mr. Councilman strongly ad-
vises farmers to clean well alfalfa seed be-
fore seeding it.

After plowing the field was rolled with
a heavy roller, harrowed both ways and
again harrowed after every rain in August
to destroy all weed seeds in the ground.

Three hundred pounds of a 2-8-4 ferti-

lizer was drilled in and the ground again
rolled just prior to seeding. Thirty pounds
of alfalfa seed were used on each acre. It
was covered by a light .moothing harrow.

A good start was made last autumn, the

season being a favorable one for plant
growth, and the plots looked well at the
beginning of winter.

The Department ofAgriculture in Wash-
ington is taking much interest in this test
and had the various plots marked by a neat

signboard, so that persons passing along
the road next to the field can see the re-
sult, which cannot be fully and intelli-
gently determined for two or three years.
