Seventeen years ago, when the Fifty-first
Congress was denounced for appropriating
a billion dollars in its two sessions—that is,
$500,000,000 in each session—the Speak-
er of the House, the late Thomas B. Reed,
attempted to justify the expenditure by
remarking that ¢‘this is a billion-dollar
country.’”” The people did not accept
that apology as sufficient and after the next
election the Republican party almost dis-
appeared from the House of Representa-
tives. While it is true that the Demo-
crats made much of the charge of extrav-
agance in the canipaign, the principal cause
of the Republican reverse and the big
Democratic majority in the Fifty-second
Congress was the attempt by the Fifty-
first Congress to enact the Force bill.

It seems that since 1890 the country
has dpubled financially, for it is now, ac-
cording to Mr. Reed’s method of estima-
ting, a two-billion dollar country. In Mr.
Cleveland's first administration, because
of the economy that was practiced, the
revenues of the Government greatly ex-
ceeded the expenditures, and at the end
of the term a large surplus had accumu-
lated. Mr. Cleveland made this fact the
basis of his ringing appeal for the reduc-
tion of taxation. The heavy taxation, he
said, was unnecessary, and unnecessary
taxation was unjust taxation. But the
appeal for the time fell upon deaf ears.
Mr. Cleveland was defeated for re-election
and the succeeding Congress took effective
measures for disposing of the surplus and
providing against the recurrence of any
such argument for lower tariff taxes. Un-
fortunately, the selfish interest of powerful
trusts is linked with high taxes. All ap-
peals by the New England factories for
free raw material, all clamoring of lower
taxation upon the necessaries of life, are
met with the statement that the Govern-
ment needs the revenues. And Congress,
by its lavish appropriations, is careful that
it shall continue to need them. Not many
years ago a river and harbor bill that car-
ried $40,000,000 created a sensation.
This Congress passes a $90,000,000 bill
without batting an eye or causing commwent.
The pension appropriation has been aug-
mented by many millions—how many no
man can tell. Everything is increased,
except the salaries of those who deserve an
increase; 50 per cent. was added to the
pay of Congressmen; $115,500,000 is ap-
propriated to the navy; néarly $100,000,-
000 to the army and $206,000,000 to the
Postoffice—a sum far in excess of any
previous appropriation for this purpose.

If the country has grown from one bil-
lion dollars to two billion dollars in 17
years, is there any limit in the future ?

Man’s Heart Bound With Silver
Wires.

PuiLapeLpHiA, February 16.—One
of those operations so delicate that even
surgeons consider them with grave misgiv-
ing was performed at the Medico-Chirur-
gical Hospital, when Professors Mann and
Ashton fed fifty feet of fine silver thread
or wire, into an aneurism of the heart of
Frederick Williams.

An aneurism is formed by a blood vessel
of the heart dilating. It grows until the
tissues stretch and touch the walls of the
chest, causing instant death.

About a month ago, physicians who ex-
amined Williams, told him he should stop
work or the aneurism would burst. He
was removed to the hospital and has since
remained in bed scarcely daring to move.
As a last resort surgeons decided on an
operation to save the patient’s life.

The aneurism was pricked and as the
silver wire was fed into the opening
through a needle it was coiled around in-
side so as to form a framework on which
the blood could coagulate. It is hoped
that the clot thus formed will grow into a
new tissue and form a wall so that when
the aneurism does burst the aorta will re-
main intact.

Negro a Postal Supervisor.

NEw York, Feb. 18.—Alexander C.
King, a negro, who has been in the postal
service for the last 14 years, has been ap-
pointed as street superintendent cf the
Wall street branch postoffice, and this
morning began his duties.

While none of the clerks would talk on
the subject today, there was evident a feel-
ing of resentment that their work should be
supervised by a negro. The appointment
was made by Postmaster Wilcox solely on
the record made by King in the service.

King’s position is an important oue, the
station being the largest in the city outside
of the general postoffice. ~More than $1,-
260,000 of business was transacted last
year, and this is increasing all the tiwe.
King has an excellent record.  He entered
the service in 1892.

King was born in the South, but has
been in this city from boyhood. He is a
graduate of a public school.  His salary as
assistant superintendent is $1,200 a year.

20 Killed and 50 Injured.

NEw York, Feb. 16.—Sixteen passen-
gers were killed outright, four others had
died of their injuries at midnight and at
least 50 more were more or less seriously
injured following the wreck of the White
Plains and Brewster Express on the Har-
lem division of the New York Central and
Hudson River Railroad, near Woodlawn
road, in the Bronx, a borough of Greater
New York, tonight.

The train, filled with matinee crowds and
commuters, was made up of two electric
motors, a combination baggage and smok-
ing car and four passenger coaches. It left
the Grand Central at 6.13 o'clock, with
the first scheduled stop at White Plains.

It was running at a high speed when it
reached Woodlawn road, where there is a
sharp curve. The motors and the forward
car took the curve safely, but the following
coaches were derailed and, tumbling on
their sides, were dragged 100 yards be-
fore the couplings gave way and the four
cars piled together in ruins at the foot of
a low embankment.

Bridegroom Forgot He Was To Be

ford (Middlesex) church because the
bridegroom had forgotten that it was his
wedding day.

Mrs. Annie Bradley Indicted.

| WasuiNeron, Feb. 15.—The grand
| jury today returned an indictment against
Annie M. Bradley, charging her with mur-
der in the first degree. The indictment
charges that on December 8, 1906, Mrs.
Bradley iuflicted upon Arthur M. Brown
two mortal wounds with a pistol from the
effects of’ which he died on December 13
following; that these wounds were inflicted

in his room at the Raleich Hotel. There
were no witnesses to the shooting, but
whenManager Talty appeared in the room
Brown said that Mrs. Bradley had shot
him without cause. Mrs. Bradley had
arrived that morning from Salt Lake City,
where both she and Brown resided, and
also had a room in the hotel.

After the shooting Mrs. Bradley was
taken to the First Precinet Police Station
House. When searched only $1.25 was
found on her and she said this was all the
money she had in the world. ~ She claimed
that Brown was the father of her two boys,
Arthur, aged seven, and Montgomery,
aged three.

Messrs. Wells and Hoover, her at-
torneys, will ask that she be arraigned at
an early date, and she may be arraigned
next Thursday and a date set for the be-
ginning of the trial.
