[ bad just passed my majority, and
with a small capital, the result of a studied

| economy during my apprenticeship, hid
adieu to the old shop and its varied asso-
ciations. and stepped out into the world

1 my own master, and to be the architect of

my own fortune.
I had applied myself to my chosen pro

When Joseph Khameapska was arraigned

j in the Yorkville Police Court, New York,
recently Policeman File told Magistrate

The technical charge against Khamean-
ska was that of being a disorderly person,
made by a woman who wanted to get back
81,800 she says she gave him when she

married him. The warrant for him was
obtained on September 5, 1906. The

I complainant was Mary Urick, of 106 St.
Marks Place, who married him on October
16, 1904. She said today that so far as

she knew she was wife No. 1. She added
that she a had certain admiration for a man
that could acquire four wives in less than
three years, but she considered that he

had deceived her and she wanted to see
him punished.

It was quite by accident that a knowl-
edge of the other women came to the
court’s attention. At the time that Mrs.
Khameanska applied for a warrant for her
husband she said he had left her and she
did not know where to find him. There
came to the court another woman who
wanted a warrant for her husband on the

i charge of abandonment.
Both warrants were turned over to Court

Policeman File, who noticed a similarity
in the names. He brought both women
together and the compared notes. Each
produced a photograph of herself and hus-
band taken on the day of their marriage.

“Why, that’s my husband,” said No.
2, as she looked at the other woman’s pho-

tograph.
No. 2 said she was Apolina Undine, of

622 East Seventeenth street, before she

married the man in the spring of 1905.
He told her that he had plenty of money
and after the wedding she need never again
work as a tailoress, but she could entrust
him with the $570 she had saved. She
gave him her savings. Two months
later he disappeared.

The two women and the policeman be-
gan a search for him after their conference
in court.

They located Khameanska and another
wife in Jersey City, put before he could be
arrestedthe couple disappeared. The police-
man had a similar experience with wife
No. 4in Brooklyn. Finally the man was

caught inr Front street, this city, today
living with still another wife and was ar-
rested. While waiting to be arraigned in
court the prisoner was asked how he came
to have so many wives.

“Idon’t know,” he replied. “They
say I married them, but I guess they mar-
ried me, for I was intoxicated and couldn’t
know what was going on. The women
run after a good-looking man, and it’s not
my fault if they all like me. ’ ’

Wife No. 1 was in court to press her

complaint. No. 2 was sick in Passaic and
could not be in court. It was decided
to put off the examination until a later
date, so as to get together as many women
chas oose to prosecute the man.

Magistrate Crane held him in SI,OOO
bail.

A Jury Votes That Thaw Be Ac-
quitted.

Atlantic City, N. J., March I.—A
leak from the juryroom at Mays Landing,
where a panel of 12 men were out all
night on the case ofWilliam Lee without
reaching a decision, told of a straw vote
acquittal of Harry Thaw by the men who
whiled away the night hours by discussion
of the New York tragedy. Gossip con-
cerning the action of the jury has reached
the court, and some of the jurors are
worried over a possible raking over by
Judge Higbee.

First-class dressmakers insist that plaits around the hips must
be fitted with exceeding nicety, which is an argument against ready-
made skirts. Some prominent modistes are using the center plaits at
back and front, which improves “the hang’’ and gives additional sweep
to the lower edge. The incoming of skirt braid is quite probable with

Simple tucks are seen on the larger proportion of new voiles, with
perhaps a narrow fancy braid on the upper one, or an embroidered
band in self-colors. Silk ruffles, so scant that they seem to be folds,
are effective in pale hued wools, the silk exactly matching the stripe in
color. A belt and sleeve facings in unison are a matter of course.
Braiding (not flat) appears on any and all garments, and a special ad-
vantage of this garniture is, that it can be done at home. Alternate
bands of braiding on the dress material, and any heavy lace, preferably
Irish point or its imitation, is an elegant trimming for a voile suit jacket.

Fatal Quarrel Over the Phone.

London, March 2. —A quarrel by tele-
phone between two lovers at Gloucester,
and the breaking of their engagement, led
to the young man’s suicide. A note in
pencil found on his dressing table contained
the following brief message :

“Dearie, I cannot live without you.
Love, darling, goodby. ”

The young man, upon whom an inquest
was held on Saturday, was Sidney Delves,
a shop assistant, who was found dead in
his bedroom with a revolver wound in his
forehead. He came from Hawkhurst,
Kent, and had been at Gloucester for six

and a half years.
Some letters were found in his possession,

in which his sweetheart addressed him in
loving terms, and signed herself “Girlie”
and ‘ ‘Wifie.’ ’ They contained affectionate
remarks, such as “AllGirlie’s love to my
boy.”

Itwas evident from a letter the coroner
read, however, that the lovers quarreled.
In this letter the young woman said she
was very sorry he had upset himself about
her. She was not worth it, and she was
really ashamed at the way she had treated
him.

' Deferring to a Christmas party, she said
that, though he might not believe her, she
behaved “just the same as if you had been
there.” The letter continued :

“Idaresay you feel you cannot speak
tome again. It is only what I deserve,
and it will serve me right ifGod punishes
me by never letting me have another boy.
Ifyou like to wait a few months Iwill then
give you my answer.

“Yousaid this morning on the telephone
I had wasted your life. I can only beg
forgiveness. Please try not to think too
unkindly of me, and should you not care
to wait a little while for me, ail I can say
I do most sincerely hope you will find a girl
who will be a true and good wife to such
a husband as you will make, and be able
to make up to you for the great unhappiness
I have caused you lately.”

A verdict of ‘ ‘Suicide while temporarily
insane’ ’ was returned.

Quarrel Ends In Tragedy.

New Castle, Pa., March 2.— George
Cachrick shot Nicholas Majon through the

heart here today and then, turning the
weapon on himself, fired a bullet through
bis abdomen. Cachrick is now at the hos-
pital and probably will die.

The shooting occurred in a South Coch-
ran street boarding house, where both men
lived. They quarreled and fought yester-
day, but were separated. This morning
Majon was descending the stairs for break-
fast, when Cachrick, who seems to have
awaited his appearance, drew a revolver
and began firing.

When Majon dropped lifeless Cachrick
rushed from the house and shot himself on
being pursued.

Majon was about 40 years old and was
married.

Just Scared To Death.

Meriden, Conn., Feb. 28. —That
Matthew Wareck, 30 years old, an oper-
ative in a local mill, was frightened to
death yesterday is the belief of his fellow-
employes. Many of the mill hands have
beeff injured by machinery lately, and yes-
terday morning Wareck said he had re-
ceived warning in his sleep ofimpending dis-
aster for him in the factory. His agitation
was aggravated when a fellow-workman’s
hand was severed from the arm by a ma-
chine. In the afternoon a pile of cotton
beside Wareck became ignited, and when
he saw the flames he shrieked and fell to
the floor. The fire was soon put out and
Wareck was found to be dead. His burns
were slight.

Oar Crashes Into Store.
Pittsburg, Feb. 28.— Two persons

were seriously injured, several slightly hurt
and a two-story frame building and a street
car demolished, causing a monetary loss
of $7,000, tonight when an empty street
car on the Wylie and Bedford avenue
branch of the Pittsburg Railways Com-
pany got beyond control on the steep grade
at Webster avenue and Thirty-third street.

The car after running wild for two
squares, left the rails and crashed into
Reinecker 1 s confectionery store in the Her-
ron Hill district of this city.

All of the injured,
except the motorman of the car, were in
the store.
