To General Fruit Growers.

Dear Editor :—Much depends upon the
activity of the general fruit grower at this time
of the year as to the life of his trees in ihe
future and guality of his fruit this season. The
San Jose scale is generally disseminated
throughout the State.  Even if you are sure
your trees have not this pest among them, it
would be money well spent to spray them as a
preventative as well as to add vigor to the
trees.

Trees infested with the above scale must be
treated at least once a year and shouid be
sprayed while the trees are dormant. We find
that, with our experiments, the late applica
tion in the spring just before the buds open,
seems to be the most satisfactory time.

We, therefore, urge every orchardist or
person who bas a few trees to give them at-
tention and spray them this spring with the
lime-sulphur wash, which we find to be the
best insecticide tor the control of this pest.

The department stands ready to aid all per-
sons in the State as to giving further instruc-
tions in making and applying the spray mix
ture, both by personal as well as public dem
onstrations. It also stands ready to enforce
the law in direfully neglected cases and we
will give our prompt attestion to complaiuts
in any vicinity where such cases exist.  Get
your materials and apparatus ready to com-
mence work at a favorable time. The most
couvenient method of making the lime-sulphur
wash and a discussion of the other insecticides
on the market in this State are given in bulle-
tin 112, published by the Maryland Experi-
ment Station, a copy of which ean be had for
the gsking. Any further information will be
gladly given.

Favor A Two-Cent Fare.

HarrisBurG, Pa., March 13.—The Senate
railroad committee today reported favorably
the Two Cent Railroad Fare bill, which passed
the House two weeks ago. Despite the vig-
orous opposition of the railroads, the bill is
expected to pass the Senate next week.

Governor Stuart in his campaign speeches
last fall pledged himself in favor of a two-cent
railroad fare law.

The Senate committee struck out the clause
imposing one year's imprisonment for rail-
road officers for violation of the act. The
clause providing a $1,000 fine remains in the
bill.
