The New Road at Spring Mills to Be
Built.

The County Commissioners on Monday last
ordered that the part of road petitioned for by
David E. Stem and 160 others be accepted
by the County Commissioners, that was order-
ed passed on August 19, 1906, and that the
road be put in condition for travel and be
opened, as all of the damages assessed by
the examiners have been paig.

The improvement is to be made on the road
leading from this city to 8Spring Mills.

An Int sting Case.

The Springfield Hospital i1s having arailway
eonstructed from the B. & O. to its buildings
and hus given the work out by contract.
Owing to the numerous hills at Sykesville it
is necessary for deep cuts to be made and
much blasiing has in consequence been going
on. Mr. James R. Weer of Sykesville whose
handsome property is within one hundied
yards of one of these cuts has been continually
disturbed by rocks and stones falling on his
property, breaking the roof of his house and
as he alleges endangering the lives of his
family. This action of the construction com-
pany resulted in Mr. Weer applying to the
Circuit Court for an injunction on the 26th
day of November, which the Court at once
issued eujoining the Construction Company
from s0 blasting as to throw stones nnd rocks
upon his property.  The injunction however
did not stop them, and on being reported by
Mr. Weer to the Court, notice was served
upon Charles Carroll and Thomas O’ Brien
parties in direct charge of the work to show
cause why they should not be attached and
punished.” The matter of the violation of the
injunction was beard on Tuesday.

From the evidence produced before Chief
Judge Thomas it appeared that on two oc-
casions since the injunction was laid, large
pieces of stone and rock were hurled upon
the property of Mr. Weer breaking his shutter
and roof and endangering the lives of those
on the premises, some of the pieces of stone
weighing from ten to twenty pounds. Carroll
and O’ Brien attempted to excuse themseclves
by saying that they did not intend to violate
the order of Court, bad no idea the stounes
were falling on Mr. Weer’s property. and
since the injunction was served they had been
using smaller charges and **veiling”’ the blast.
The Court however adjudged them guilty of
contempt and in his remarks, warned them
that no matter how hard an order of Court
was, it bad to be obeyed until reversed, and it
was their duty to find some means to blast
without disobeying it. In view, however, of
the fact that there was no intentional violation
of the injunction in this case the Court would
not be severe upon them, and imposed simply
a fine and costs committing them to the cus-
tody of the sheriff until this was done. The
fine and costs were immediately paid and they
were released.
