You have

asked us to come back and find in-
~ ihd in the old home what we went

o'* io seek. There never was any

reason for bitterness, and you are

’uite right in saying that there is no
linger reason for controversy over

alters that resulted in our sepa-

mion. The wise thing to do is to
recognize that God overruled the sep-

aration for the exaltation of another
type of Methodism for which he had

a mission. It was as natural that
two principles in government should
arise, and contend for supremacy in
Methodism as in the national govern-

ment which was taking shape at the

same time. Francis Asbury and Nich-
olas Snethen were companions in lab-

or and dear friends in council, but
they represented two principles of

government radically different. As-
bury was a pragmatist; Snethen an
idealist; Asbury believed in absolut-

ism tempered by religion. Snethen
that they might be developed to rule
tla-in selves; Ashury’s ideal of govern-

ment was that of a compact, mobile
mass, where the individual should be

sacrificed for the glory or effective-
ness of the mass; Snethen reduced

government to a. mere opportunity for
the developement of the individual.
Neither concerned himself much about

doctrines or ceremonies. Asbury’s

snare me effort and triumph was to

Ci•ate a government by administra-
tion. by the infusion of his sheer per-
sonality. and to persuade multitudes
to accept it joyfully as good for their
seals. Snethen’s triumph was not so
impressive as a material exhibition,

but he laid the ax to the root of ec-
• l-sh'stical absolutism by the simple
expedient of giving unofficial Meth-
odists the right to vote. Asbury’s
work and triumph justly entitle him
•o be revered as the father of Amer-
ican Methodism, and one of the most
impressive personalities of all time:

but he has left no heir, and the gov-

ernment of modern Methodism is the
d- ¦;vlopment of Snethen’s ideal. In
tit- eighty years that have interven-
ed since the sad separation of the
daughter from the family home, we
have never ceased to honor and love
the family name; we have never
ceased to labor in the great mission
of Methodism, viz., To spread Scrip-
tural holiness over these lands; and
we have never ceased to believe and
to pray that some time, his own good
time. God will bring again the scat-
tered tribes of Methodism together,
Ttid Ephraim shall not envy Judah,
and Judah shall not vex Ephraim.’

Now you have sent to Benjamin a
message of peace and good will. You
have chosen distinguished represen-
tatives to bear that message to us and
to enforce and amplify it with words
of felicitous cordiality. You have
pointed out to us that the contention
of our fathers has been justified in
Te forum of events; you have by
formal resolution vindicated their
memory from all doctrinal and moral
aspersion, and you have asked us to
renew organic fellowship with you.

Joseph Lawrence McKinstry, who
; died at McKinstry Mills. Carroll coun-

! ty, Md., on Sunday morning, June 14,

J was buried at Mountain View ceme-
tery, Union Bridge, on Wednesday

[ morning, the 17th inst. Rev. B. F.
Clarkson had charge of the funeral
services, and was assisted by Rev. J.

; E. Snyder. A large number of rela-
tives and friends attended the ser-
vices, both at the residence of the de-

; ceased’s parents and at the cemetery.

The casket was carried to the grave
by Wm. J., Edward and Horace Rick-
ert, of Philadelphia, Pa.; Frank and
Seward Englar, and John H. Messier,
of Carroll county, Md.

The deceased was the oldest son of
Evan B. and Elizabeth McKinstry .and
at the time of his death was 29 years
and six months old. He tvas one of
the most highly esteemed young men
in Carroll county. He was noble— i

; intellectually and morally noble—a
great lover of nativi-e and

’

nature’s
God. He had an eye for the beautiful
in forest and field, in birds and flow-
ers, in drifting clouds and star-lit
skies. He had refined tastes and high
ideals. He was too rare a plant for

' the cold atmosphere of this world,
and is only at home amid the gentle

breezes and brighter sunshine of the
better land.

j In his youth he attended the pub-
lic school at Priescland aud Union
Bridge. On the 17th of June, 1899,
he graduated from the Western Mary-
land College, and subsequently took
a post-graduate course at the Johns
Hopkins University. Passing the re-

(quired examinations, he entered the

civil service of the national govern-
ment. and served in the treasury de-
partment at Key West and at Wash-
ington, D. C. About two years ago
his health began to fail and he re-
turned to the home of his childhood,
where, until the time of his death, he
made a brave fight against the insid-
ious ravages of the white* plague.

When a youth he consecrated his
life to God. and became a member
of the Methodist Episcopal Church,
in whose communion he lived and
died. His life was beautiful. His

death was sublime. All happy, all
peaceful, all calm and serene, he

i passed away with a triumph indes-

i cribable in its sublimity and beauty.

Don’t Forget the Horse.
It is doubtful if there is any time of

bearable for the animals. Comfort-
able stalls and sleeping quarters can
be provided at the cost of a very little

trouble. It Is to be hoped that while
man is doing all for his own protec-
tion from the heat he will not forget
his horse.

We Eat Too Much Meat.
The truck farmers are doing well

this season. The earth has yielded
bountifully to muscular inducement.
Early vegetables are in great supply,
of good quality, and may be obtained
at fair prices. It is providential that
there should be such profusion of edi-
ble plants in the season of meat fam-
ine. Under the circumstances it is
possible to get along quite comfort-
ably without chops or porterhouse
steaks. We eat too much meat, any-
way. The annual per capita consump-
tion in the United States is 185 pounds,
as compared with 121 in reat Britain,
79 in France, 70 in Belgium, 62 in
Sweden and 46 in Italy. These sta-
tistics go to show that it is quite pos-
sible to make a 50 per cent, reduction
in meat consumption without risk of
harmful result.
