THE DEMOCRATIC POSITION ON
THE TARIFF.

A very wide difference exists between

the Democratic and Republican parties
upon the subject of the tariff, and it

is one of the distinctive issues in the

present campaign. It is necessary to

raise money for the support of the

government and our country adopted,

from the beginning the method of rais-
ing it by tariff taxation. Early in the

history the country the idea was con-

ceived of so arranging the tariff sched-

ule as to give some protection to what

were known as the •'infant industries”
of the country.

The great champion of the system

of protective tariff was Henry Clay,

of Kentucky, a prominent member of

the Whig party of that day. The Dem-

ocratic party never agreed to the doc-

trine. claiming that the true idea of

the tariff was for &ucfi revenue only

as would support the government econ-
omically administered, giving such in-

cidental protection to our young in-

dustries as this would afford.
In 1846, during the Democratic ad-

ministration of President Polk, the
Democratic idea of the tariff was put
into full force, and its workings were
most satisfactory. The “Walker Tar-
iff” of 1846 was the lowest tariff the
country has ever known, and under

its operation the country had an era of

great prosperity. So satisfactory, in-
deed, was this tariff that the subject

was eliminated from politics and was
not referred to, as we remember, in
the platforms of either of the political
parties iu 1852 or 1856.

There is nothing in which there has
been greater abuse and misconception
than in the matter of the tariff, and
the Republican party is responsible

for these conditions.
We shall hereafter refer to this sub-

ject as affecting more particularly the
present campaign.

MARYLAND IS ALL RIGHT.
The Democrats in this State are

pushing the fight all along the line.
Clubs have been formed in every coun-
ty, and weekly meetings are being
held, at which voters are enthused
with cheering reports of the progress
of the campaign. There is no indica-
tion of trouble in our ranks any where
in the State outside of Baltimore,where
a handful of alleged Democrats, who
never voted for Bryan, have expressed
a determination to cast their ballots
for Taft. There has been a lot of
cackling over these bad eggs, and the
old hen at the corner of Baltimore
and Charles streets has tried hard to
breed from them, but they won’t hatch.

In the Congressional districts the
outlook is brighter than it has been
for years. Covington is proving a good
campaigner in the First district. His
prospect of election is much enhanced
by the fact that the corrupt practices
act practically stops up the bung hole
of Unde BUI Jackson’s barrel, and as
this has been and is his sole qualifi-
cation for office, his defeat is reason-
ably certain. Besides, this is the home
of Untied States Senator Smith, Cov-
ington was his choice for the nomina-
tion, and it is unthinkable that the
Senator will allow his district to be
carried by the Republicans.

In our own district, the Second, con-
ditions were never mofe favorable.
Talbbt will get a larger majority In
Carroll than ever before, Harford will
probably split even, the two wards
cf Baltimore will not give Garrett the
majorities they did two years ago. and
while in bis own county Mr. Talbott
has the same opposition that has
fought him for years, it is thought his
majority there will be little less than
in former elections. His majority in
the district will be greater than two

years ago. Mr. Garrett’s money will
not cut as much of a figure nrtv ?- it

did then, and his personality is no
more attractive.

In the Third district Harry Wolf has

been renominated, and with the Stone

and Wachter people fighting each

other, and the negro Allen running

as an independent Republican for

Congress, Mr, Wolf should be re-elect-

ed by an increased majority.
General John Gill, in the Fourth, is

certain to be returned. His majority

• of supporting the Democratic ticket
this year. It is proposed to make of

, this meeting one of the biggest events
of the Maryland campaign, labor un-
ions from every part of the city and
from every county of the State being
represented.

Edward Hirsch, president of the Bal-
timore Federation, under whose leader-
ship this program has been arranged,
said to-day that a careful count among
the local union shows that 80 per cent,

of the members are now for Bryan.
He is confident the percentage will
be even larger before election day.
Rbbert E. Lee, formerly a paperhang-
er, but now a lawyer and attorney for
the Federation, says this estimate is
about correct.

“There will be no delivering of the
labor vote,” said he today, “by Mr.
Gompers or anybody else. The work-
ing people got a better deal from the
Democrats than they did from the Re-
publicans, and that is why we propose
to vote in a body; as nearly as we can,
for Bryan and Kern.”

The Federation also is working its
best for Captain Smith, the Democratic
candidate for Congress, against Sydney
E. Mudd, two of the city wards being
in that district.

The Republicans in this city always
have relied upon the labor vote at na-
tional elections. “Protection” was the
artful catchword on which they de-
pended for union support. But this
year It is different and the managers
are up a tree as to what can be done
to offset this defection. The heretofore
stalwart array of “Independent Demo-
crats” is In such a bad way that it of-
fers but little more than a forlorn
hope.

Today Joseph McGregor, secretary |
of the Federation of Labor, who had !
accepted the nomination for Congress J
in the Third district from the Inde-
pendent League, announced his with- (
drawal from the race. In his letter ,
of withdrawal McGregor says that in-
asmuch as “the Democracy has un-
qualifiedly pledged itself if placed in
power to secure the relief to which i
the toilers of our country are justly 1
entitled,” he feels bound in conscience
to advocate the election of Bryan.
This is one of the straws which indi- i
cate how the wind is blowing here- .
abouts.

A negro candidate has appeared,
much to the dismay of the Republi-
cans. Today it developed that the ne-
gro voters of the Fourth district, in
which there are 8000 colored names
registered, are circulating a paper for
the signatures necessary to bring out
a Congressional candidate of their
own race. These incidents go far to
prove the charge that a formidable
element of ’the colored vote in this city
is in revolt against the Republican
managers, whom they have servilely
followed for forty oftd years.

A WHIRLWIND FINISH.

Democratic Plans for Concluding
Weeks of Campaign.

New York, October 7.—Bryan is
planning a wrirlwind finish to his cam-
paign for the presidency which will
give the last say in most of the big
Eastern and Middle Western states
just on the eve of the national election.
Starting from New York where, on
October 20 a big meeting will be held
in Carnegie Hall, he will campaign
New York state for a week. Finally
Mr. Bryan will make a dash into Ohio ,
for at least one day, thence into In-
diana for a day or two and finallyintev
Illinois, where he may speak the last
three days of October. In all proba-
bility Mr. Bryan will then start to
Nebraska, making speeches through-
out lowa as he goes along.

Republican Indifference.
The early registration is about what

jwas expected—that is, light. New
York’s figures for tne first day show
a falling off similav to that already

seen in Cincinnati, Cleveland, Chicago,
and elsewhere.

names on the polling-list which was
witnessed in 1896. This year, the
country is taking the election “most
unusual calm.” Even the infusion of
Presidential “ginger” had only a mo-
mentary irritating effect.

There
is not a State in the Union where Taft
Is not on the defensive and backing
toward the brush. Judge Parker is
right when he says the fight is raging
around the White House.

The Dallas (Tex.) News (Ind. Dem.)

Bryan may be able to read the episties
they have recently exchanged without
blushing. It is almost a patriotic duty
