What the Commissioners Have Bone '

the Past Year.
Prom five localities In the county

requests, and in some cases urgent I
demands, have come to the school
board (or new school bouses, or for j
an addition to the present house. The
Board has no money with which to j
undertake this work, and (or that
reason at a meeting held May 3, In- |
slant, the school commissioners pass-
ed a resolution that they would not
build any house, nor add a room to
any scboolhouse the present summer.

During their incumbency the board
has built twelve new schoolhouses,
and has added rooms to (our more.
These buildings have cost $25,340.
Also in Interest and principal we have
paid out $13,470, on the school debt
o( the county. This board has placed
hot-water heaters In the schoolhouses
o( Hampstead, Manchester, Union
Bridge and Taneytown. A globe and
a map o( Maryland have been placed
in every school room in the coun-
ty, and other supplies and equipments
have been provided (or the schools
so (ar as our money would admit.

. • There are about 140 school build-,
"ings. To keep this property (rom go-
ing to wreck, several bouses have to
be painted, floored or roofed, with
other repairs every year. Not only is
this part of our duty a constant
trouble and care, but the repair bill
Is quite considerable.

In the year 1900, the teachers' pay
roll in the county amounted to $39,- 1
1102.95: the present year the teach-
ers will receive at least $53,353.08.
This shows that we are paying the
teachers at present $13,461.75 more:
than they received at the beginning
of the present administration. 1( it
is the will of the tax-payers that the
efficiency in teaching service be kept
up or increased, and that increased :
accommodations be provided, in meet-
ing these wishes of the people, the
hoard will go Just as far as the money '
furnished by the county will permit.
In all cases the commissioners spend
tbe money Just as economically and
honestly as they know how to ifiend
It consistently with efficient service.;
In their adherence to a fixed policy, j
the board has not contracted a single
dollar of debt, and we could not have
accomplished what we have in the way 1
of nets buildings if the county com-
missioners had not on more than one
occasion helped us out.

Iraproting Heed (’em.

Mr. Brown, a corn expert of* the
•tilled States Agricultural Depart
ment. was In Westminster this week
superintending the planting of two
acres with corn mi the Miller farm,
ngar town, owned by the B. F Shiiver
00. The seed conp used for planting
wqre (wo varieties known as the
‘Country Gentleman" and ’Stowell’a
Evergreen,” with which the govern-
ment experts have been experiment-
ing for some years. The planting
was not different from Chat of ordinary
corn, with the usual amount of ferti-
liser. Kach ear of corn waa number-
ed, and the ground planted with the
grains from the ear waa given a cor-
responding number, so that their
growth may be accurately followed.
Mr. Brown will make frequent rlalts
to Westminster In order that he may
watch the experiment at every stage
of Its progress.

Csw Pens Good for Bogs.
Fencing Is becoming more expen-

sive every year and we can hardly af-
ford to fence a farm Into four or six
fields, as was the custom of our boy-
hood days, so we try to partially solve
the problem by fencing the whole
farm against cattle only, with perma-
nent hog lots. The Idea of a series
of hog lota, all of them to be broken
up at least once a year and planted
to some forage crop, seems to gain
favor as It la bettor understood. All
of the lots may be sown to rye In the
fall for winter or spring pastures;
in one outs and peas to succeed the
rye, retie to follow the oats and peas,
while the other Is planted In sorghum.
Whenever a man has grown cow peas
as n crop for grazing hogs he Is never
willing to go through a season without
a patch of them.
