The total anoual loss of life by
Hghtning is not known, for complete
statistics on the subject have never
been kept. A few years ago the
United States Weather Bureau at-
tempted something of the kind in a
tentative way. Tts experts figpred out
the average number of persons kill-
ed by lightning yearly in the United
States as 312, But this was not com-
plete. From several states in the
Unlon the weather bureau received
no reports
| The reports recelved did show that
of all that lightning killed only a few
were struck In the open fleld. Most
of the killed and Injured, it was
found, had sought shelter from thun-
derstorms, under trees, In doorways
of barns or near chimneys

While no record of the kinds of
trees most often struck by lightuing
has sver been kept In the United
States, the Lightning Rod Conference
held In England in 1881 reported that
in the United Kingdom the trees most
often struck were the elm, oak, ash
and poplar. 1t also sald that the
beech, birch and maple were seldom
tonched by lightning

For a period of eleven years in the
Principality of Lippe-Detmold exhaus-
tive records were kept of all trees
struck by lightning. These showed
that trees standing near water seem-
{ed 10 be the most likely to be hit and
{gave this table of comparative dan-
{ ger; Oaks, 100; elms, 77; pines, 33;
{firs, 10; fir trees In general, 27;
