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CAMP CROTHERS
HOW THE COUNTRY’S DEFENDERS ARE

INSTRUCTED IN THE ART OF WAR.

The Tented Field and Surrounding
Hills Make a Beautiful Picture.

Maneuvres Witnessed by Thousands of Residents
and Visitors.

Entire Brigade Will Parade Through the Streets of Westminster
Tomorrow. Saturday, at Noon.

i'JiU has been the maddest, merriest
week ever experienced by residents of
Westminster and Carroll county.
Since the first of the troops arrived
at noon Saturday, there has been
somethin*; doing all the time. Most
of the soldiers came by train, and the
arrival of these and their march up
Mulp street to the camp grounds kept
our people on the alert Saturday af-
ternoon and a greater part of Sunday.
The sidewalks were lined with In-
terested spectators, and the fronts of
ail the bouses on the line of march
were filled with persons anxious to
see the soldier boys. Many of the
business places and resiliences were
decorated with flags and bunting.
After the soldiers came dozens of
wagons loaded with military trap-
pings and provender for men and
horses. When these had all passed
there was a rush for the camp grounds
to see the soldiers erect their tents
and make other preparations for
Iheir week's stay.

Arrival of Troops.
The ilrst arrival at Camp Crothers

was Troop A. Fifteenth U. 8.- Cavalry,
7(> men, under command of lieutenant
liroadhurst. The cavalry loft Fort
Myer Thursday and reached here
about V o’clock Saturday morning.

At 11.15 llrigade Commander Ijvw-

rasou A. Higgs came up on the
Western Maryland, accompanied
by members of his staff. The same
train also brought the First Sepa-
rate Company, under command of
Captain Wm. Spence.

The Fifth Regiment, commanded by
Colonel G. Maker Clotworthy, arriv-
ed in Westminster at .1110 Saturday
afternoon. They were liberally cheer-
ed as they marched up Main street,
preceded by their field band, which
played most of the way, to the grati-
fication of all within hearing.

The First Regiment, under com-
mand of Colonel Charles T. little,
came up on Hie Western Maryland
Sunday morning, reaching here at 10
o'clock, and the Fourth Regiment,
command by Colonel Charles F. Meck-
lln, arrived shortly after noon. The
First Regiment Hand played a num-
ber of pieces of sacred music, on the
march to camp, which were much ap-
preciated.

Troop A did not reach here until
Sunday afternoon, having marched
from the armory at i'ikesvllln.

Tke Camp Mile.
Camp Crothers Is on the almshouse

farm, about one mile from town, and
Is the best equipped in the history of
the state guard. It is perfectly laid
•ut and embraces a complete tele-
phone system and an abundant supply
of good water, with a hydrant at the
end of each row of tents, in front of
each cook lent, in the bath homes,
and at the watering trough for the
horses. All the staff officers are of
the opinion that it is the best camp
site the local guardsmen have ever
bad. Beginning at an orchard under
the shade of which the hospital corps
and the quartermaster's department
have pitched their tents, the camp
grounds slope gently upward to a
knoll upon which Is General l,awra-
son Riggs' headquarters.

Back of headquarters is the signal
corps, and beyond a little gully In a
small wood is Troop A of the regi-
ment cavalry. A quarter of a mile
away and on a small plateau rests the
First Regiment camp. Directly in
front of general headquarters and half
a mile away is the Fourth Regiment.
Still topping them, overlooking the
entire camp, is Governor's Hill, where
the Governor ami his staff were lo-
cated. Immediately hack of them Is
the Fifth Regiment. In addition to
these there are three parade grounds,
one of which is large enough for a
brigade drill.

Tents and Contents.
At previous state encampments a

number of men were sent up in ad-
vance to erect the tents, but this time
the boys had to put them up them-
selves. The ground had already been
laid off, and the commanding officer
of each regiment had a plot of the
ground where his troops were to be
located, showing where the tents were
to be pitched,the number In a row and
the number of rows. One of the min-
or officers looked after their erection,
to see that the tents were kept in a
straight line. The tents are about
Bxß, with a four-fool wail at each side,
the roof slopirtg from the wall to the
ridge-pole, which is about 8 feet from
the ground. The modern tent Is
much better equipped for comfort
‘than those of former years. The tent
of today has a double roof or flap of
canvas, extending from the ridge-pole
to the top of the tent-wall, at the lat-
ter point being 6 Inches above the tent
proper, in the event of rain, the up-
per roof catches the water, and the
under canvas is thereby kept dry and
free of dampness, much to the benefit
and enjoyment of the sleeper inside.
This upper roof also makes the tents
cooler In hot weather, as it not only
catches the sun’s rays, but furnishes
an air chamber, through which the
breezes may play at wilt. To put

up a tent is the work of but a few
moments for two men.

After the tent is erected, the two
cots are placed in position along thewail, one upon each side. The blank-
et is unrolled and placed upon the cot.
and the Job la complete, except for
such articles as the soldier may take
from his kit and place within easy
reach for his daily needs—a comb,
toothbrush, shaving apparatus, 4c,

The regulations forbid the men
sleeping in their uniforms, hut the
weather was so cool Sunday and Mon-
day nights that many of the men were
compelled to do this to get any sleep.

How the Soldiers Dress.
For field work the First and Fourth

Regiment have uniforms of light-col-
ored khaki, with soft hats to match,
while the Fifth Regiment has n uni-
form of dark or olive khaki, with cap
of same color. The latter uniform Is
much neater In appearance, although
neither of them la so striking as the
old uniform of blue. The shiny brass
buttons have disappeared, and these
are now made of gun metal of a
darker shade than the cloth, and are
unpolished. Gold lace, too, has gone
s-lth the brass buttons. letters desig-
nating the company and regiment,
scabbards, sword, belts, bayonets, and
all the accontrementa of both the pri-
vate and the officer are today made of
dark, unpolished metal. All the
shiny trappings that formerly caught
and reflected the sun's rays, and thus
furnished a target for the enemy's
sharpshooters, have been done away
with, and the work of soldiering has
been placed upon a purely business
footing The man In the uniform of
today may not be so attractive as
formerly, from the view (mint of sweet
sixteen, but he is better equipped for
the work he may some day be called
upon to perform In protecting him
from the bullets of the enemy, our
military chieftains may accomplish
the double purpose of rendering him
Immune to Cupid’s darts.

What They KsL
The troop* are living on regular

army ration*, which Include fresh
meal, baron, potatoes. tier, baked
beans, flour, tomatoes, union*, coffee,
augur, condensed milk and Jam. ("on-

denned milk and Jam were never Is-
sued to the Maryland National Guard
before. Major Walter V. Shipley,
chief cornmlKKary officer, not them for
the troop* Hotter la not Included In
the ration. The cunipanle* mut pro-
vide It out of their own fund* or go
without It, Butter I* on the bill of
fare at the officer*' me**, which la Ner-
ved by special caterer* employed by
the officer* The Fifth Regiment me**
I* In better condition than that of the
other command*.becauHe Colonel Clot-
worthy bad board table* and men*

abed* erected out of the regiment'* j
private fund No allowance for me**
table* waa made by the Mate, nor wa*
any allowance made for civilian cook*,
hutch company I*. therefore, obliged
to have an enlisted man do the cook- :
lug.

There waa *ome trouble with the
commissary department on Hunday,
and the boy* did not get their ration* i
promptly. A* a result, the eating

tiouHca and provlalon dealers did a
rushing buslne** on that day until
late In the evening supplying the sol-dier* with food. Since then, however,
there baa been plenty of It, and It lx 1
said to be of the beat quality and well j
prepared. A soldier waa overheard '
throwing the hook Info n fellow-sol-
dier whom we will call Johnson be-1cause the latter was criticising the-
rations furnished Said he: "I know I
Johnson well, have taken meals at his !
house in Baltimore, and I know that j
he does not gel as good food at home
nor as much of It mi be gets in camp.l
but to bear him kick you would think j
he boarded at the Belvedere. That's |
the way with most of these knockers." I
Which goes to show that there Isi
nothing the matter with the grub,
end so far as we have heard that Is
the general opinion.

What lint'll Soldier Carrie*.
Kaoh regiment takes Its own equip-

ment Into the field, Bach enlistedman carries about s4l worth of equip-
ment on hla hack. The following ar-
ticles were Issued to each man:

Khaki blouse, khaki trousers, klinkt
breeches, service hat, hat cord, leg-
gings, shelter halves, shoos (russet), j
shirts, belts and fasteners, suspend-
its, weh canteen straps, canteens,
mess pans, knlve*. forks, spoons, tin 1
(tips, sight covers, haversacks, oiler*
and thong cases, brushes and thongs.

In addition to the above the men
will carry shovels, picks, wire cutters,
etc.

Daily Routine.
The order of dally duty In camp

gives an Idea of what the troops have
to do. Here It la:

First call for reveille, 5.25 a. m.;
reveille, 5.30; assembly,s.4s; sick call.
6.00; mess call, 6,30; police call. 7.30;
mess call, 12 noon; flrst sergeant's
call, 12.46 p. tn.; flrst call for guard
mount, 6.20;¦ assembly, 5.25; adju-
tant’s call, 6.30: mess call, 8.16; flrst
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for regimental parade. 6.45: assembly,
6,50; adjutant's rail, 7.00; taps, 9.30:
rail to quarters, 9.45; taps. It).

Drilling In ('amp.
The work of the soldiers begins at

6 o’clock and continues from that
hour until noon. It consists princi-
pally of drills in regimental forma-
tion, In which the soldiers are In-
structed in matters with which it is
Impossible to become familiar In drill-
ing in separate companies. This in
reality the vital feature of the en-
campment and the object of its estab-
lishment—to acquaint the men with
the different military maneuvres they
may be called upon to perform In bat-
tle. where Ignorance of these things
might lead to disastrous results. The
drills were always witnessed by hun-
dreds of interested spectators, and
were the most enjoyable feature of
the encampment, as the opportunity
to witness these fascinating events
Is one that seldom comes to the resi-
dents of this community. Most of
the work Is done In the morning and
the troops are free most of the after-
noon. with the exception of a dress
parade at 7 in the evening.

There was an interesting cavalry
drill Tuesday afternoon, when Troop
A. Instructed by Ueutenant Hroad-
hurst and members of the Fifteenth
T. 8. Cavalry, ierformed various evo-
lutions and showed their skill in
horsemanship. Charges up and down
the hill were quite spectacular, the
horses playing their parts to perfec-
tion. displaying spirit and Intelligence
To vary the exorcise two or three of
the animals occasionally did some finebunching stunts.

The Field Hospital.

The field hospital Is one of the fea-
tures of the camp. It Is under the
command of Major Alexius Median
non, chief surgeon of the camp, with
the hospital detachment in charge of
Lieutenant Howard K. Ashbury and
is established in Hie roost attractive
place ou the whole farm The com-
fortable tents are pitched in an ap-
ple orchard, on smooth and level
ground and are clime to the road.

The hospital equipment, besides the
quarters of the detachment, consti-
tutes two wards, which are In sepa-
rate tents containing six beds each,
an operating lent fully provided with
a table, convenient stands for the
handling of anaestbetlca and neces-
sary drugs and an efficient acetylene
gas lighting outfit.

A sterlizing room, with plenty of
heat for heatlhg water and ait the
necessary equipment of such a room
In s big city hospital, a convenient
and fully stocked dispensary and an
administration lent complete the hos-
pital.

GOVtKkOK'N DAY.

Greatest and Host I’leaMag Event In
the lllHtnry ef Westminster.

The *-ene of Wednesday afternoon
wa* enough In luelf to repay the
cltlteun of this community for having
the encampment of the Maryland Na-
tional Guard located In Westminster.
The Baltimore papers estimate that
Ifi.Ooo person* witnessed the review
by the Governor, and there were at
least 1.500 vehicles of different kind*
on the grounds and In the near by
territory. A greater throng of |n>o-
ple never before gathered In thl* sec-
tion.

The roads leading to camp were
packed with vehicle* of ever)' descrip-
tion, while thousand* of men. women
and children walked out from West-
minster. Just before the review It be-
came necessary for General Hlgga to
send a detachment from. Troop A
out to the lane leading directly Into
camp, so that carriages might be
turned Into the Washington road. An
hour before the review started the
slopes of the hill at the eastern end.
of the field were lined with carriage*
mid automobiles, while men, women
and children sat In the grass. The
review wa held on the level meadow
at tin* base of the hill fronting on
the Washington road, nearly opposite
the residence of Guy W. Steele.

Spectators began to arrive from all
parts of the county early In the morn-
ing, lining the roads and waiting pa-
tiently for the ceremony to start. In
front of the Governor's quarters on
the beautiful knoll overlooking the
camp many cnrrlageH and ai'tomobtles
stood, hut when the time for the re-
view arrived a detachment from
Troop A, the Maryland cavalry outfit,
notified everybody there that the cere-
mony would !><• held at the other
place. A long line of moving ve-
hicles, overhung by a cloud of dust,
instantly got under way, racing for
the most advantageous positions, and
In n short lime the hill wus lined with
row upon row of carriages, making
a scene beautiful to behold.

The troops, with General Higgs In
command, lined up on the field In the
following order, from left to right.
First Infantry, (’ol. Charles T. Little;
Fourth Infantry, Col. Charles F.Mack-
lln; Fifth Infantry, Col. Baker Clot-
worthy; First Separate Company,
('apt. William R. Spencer; a detach-
ment, of the First Coaat Artillery,
Lieut. Howell Thombs; the Hospital
Corps detachment, Ueut. Howard E.
Ashbury; Troop A, Fifteenth United
States Cavalry. Lieutenant Broad-
hurst commanding: T'oop A, Mary-

lonrt National Guard, Lieut. Jack
Cocksy.

After the soldiers had stationed
themselves, there was quite a long
wait before the Governor and( his

staff, accompanied by the brigade of-
ficers,-rode to tbs center of the field,
and the review was on. General
Riggs and staff rode down the lines,
but Governor Crothars and Col. Ewell,
remained at the reviewing post. The
Governor is not an expert horseman,
and he had probably determined to
do no more riding than was absolute-
ly necessary. He appeared at per-
fect eaae, however, and aa the horse
furnished him Is an old campaigner.
It gave him no trouble.

The troops marched past in the
order named above, preceded by the i
bands of their respective regiments.
It was a very pretty sight, and those
who came miles to see It were well
repaid. The Governor wore his us-
ual civilian garb, topped by a straw I
hat. His personal staff wore bine
uniforms, and the brigade . officers
were garbed In the field dress of
khaki.

After the brigade marched off the
field on the way hack to camp and
the throng of spectators started to
leave the vantage points on the
slopes, the Governor and his staff
turned their horses' heffds back to-
ward camp. Bsidlng a alow-moving
line of carrUfles and automobiles
As soon as * Arrived at his quarters
and the regl .cuts had been dismissed
he received all the officers of the
camp, congratulating them on the
splendid tpimarsnce of the troops.

Governor Crothers arrived at the
<-auip shortly after dusk Tuesday
evening In the automobile of Surgeon-
Qenerat Mct'onachle He spent the
night on the grounds In th* quarters
provided for him. Wednesday morn-
ing the Governor held s continuous
reception, while the troops In the
neighboring fields were executing the
drill of pitching and striking shelter
tents and going through the formation
for advance and rear guard Nearly
every) body In Westminster, many
from Baltimore and a big crowd from
all parts of the county visited the
camp early, snd many of these passed
the sentries In front of ths Governor's
tent to shake hands with and welcome
him.

Before leaving the Governor In-
spected (he camp, driving sround in
General McCooar hies machine with
colonel Joyce and Colonel Is*vines*
He visited the camps of all Hie organ-
isations. and was received snd shown
around by the commanding officers,
He later said be was impressed wtlh
the entire arrangement

"The camp Is certainly Impr-vxolva,'*
he said- "Every precaution of sani-
tation and safety has been taker., rend

minster has been a decided bene- i
