Hurd’s Interesting Story
of Escape

Enjoy* Officers Mitten and Je-

rome’s Conversation from a
Lime Bucket While on

Their Search

Charles Hurd, colored, who es-
caped from Jail with two other pris-
oners on October 3rd last, was cap-
tured on the night of the 14th of De-
cember and brought to Westmlntser
by W. W. Hitter and William Forth-
man the following day.

When the prisoners escaped Sheriff
Townshend telephoned at once to Mr.
Ritter, whose Sherlock Holmes abil-
ities are well known, to look out for
Hurd who was expected to visit Sy-
kesvllie, as he bad lived In that
neighborhood and proved rather at-
tractive to the feminine part of the
colored population. Search bus since
frequently been made in the neigh-
borhood, especially at the house of
Alice Brooks, and on one occasion
Hurd stated that when sleuths John
Mitten and Chauncey Jerome, of West-
minster. searched this bouse, he sat
on a lime bucket os the outside and
enjoyed their conversation.

It was on Tuesday evening, that Mr.
Ritter received Information from one
of his decoys, that the darkey had
been seen at Gaithers, which Is about
a mile from Sykesvllle. Immediately
this celebrated detective, getting the
assistance of Mr. Forthman, flagged
a freight train, and seated upon the
pilot proceeded up the rood. When
he arrived at Gaithers, filled with the
Joy of the quest, he was so anxious
to get to his quarry that be did not
wait for the train to stop, but Jump-
ed oft, landing on his head in a pile
of cinders. He narrowly escaped
death, and bore next day evidence of
the violence with which he hit the
earth. He was not daunted, how-
ever. and proceeded bravely on.

Entering the store of William R.
McCardell, he walked fearlessly up to
Hurd, who was trying to hide be-
hind a red hot stove, but at the stern
front of Mr. Ritter, backed up by Mr.
Forthman, a revolver and a pair of
handcuffs, he subsided, and with the
bracelets on his wrists, tremblingly
accompanied Mr. Ritter to his home
at Sykesvllle, where ho was watched
by his unrelenting captor until the
next day, when they started to West-
minster.

The story related by Hurd, is rath-
er Interesting and if told at large
would do for a dime novel. He states
how the Sheriff conversed with Hood,
with whom he sympathized. How
they obtained spikes, with which to
mount the wall, and when asked by
Mr. Ritter how he got them, replied
"dar was no blacksmith shop in the
Jail yard.” He says that on the fatal
Sabbath evening of October 3, hav-
ing been previously informed by Mr.
Townshend, that he would he in lard
sick, and hearing Mrs. Townshend tell
Hood, when he wanted tobacco, that
Mr. Townshend was sick In bed with
lumbago, they Immediately began on
their preparation for departure. Hood
desired, however, to make sure of
Mr. Townshend's disability, and was
taken Into his room, and on his return
said that "tha coast was clear for to-
night." They then tore a strip from
each of their blankets, putting them
together and driving the spikes into
the wail, easily mounting to the top.
Their first apprehension arose when
they struck the tin on the top of the
Jail wall, which he said "cracked like
a pistol.” They sat there for awhile
viewing the scenery and bearing the
town clock strike seven, dropped to
the other side and proceeded on their
way. About three miles from West-
minster Hood, became tired and they
separated, and he kept on his way to
Sykeavlile, arriving there between
two and three o’clock In the morning.

During his absence he has been
quite a traveler, paying visits to
burg, Harrisburg, Philadelphia and

other adjacent towns. He also
made frequent trips to Baltimore, re-
turning from time to lime to his
friends at Sykesvllle, making It a
point to attend all the colored balls,
and especially those at Woodstock.

Mr, Bitter in leaving was not as
cheerful as upon his arrival, having
been Informed before he began Ids
detective work that a reward would lie
paid, and being told when he arrived
at Westminster that tills was nil a
mistake. We presume, however, 'hat
he will- be duly compensated by the
proper authorities for the expense
and trouble to which he has been sub-
jected in performing their duties.

Potato Vrast,

Four medium-sized raw potatoes,
psred; one quart of rapidly boiling:
water: one-fourth cupful of sugar; 1
one tablespoonful of salt; one cake of
dry yeaet. While the water holU i
rapidly, grate the potatoes Into the j
water, boll until clear like laundry
starch. Stir sugar and salt In while
It. Is hot, cool down to lukewarm, then j
add the yeast cake, which has been
soaked In a little warm water. Allow
to ferment In a stone crock twenty-
four hours, place In a two-quart Mason
jar and sat In a cool, dark place. This
will keep about two weeks, and the
last cupful of this may be used In place i
of a dry yeast cake In making a new
supply.

GIVE THAT CALF MORE ROPE.

Bellows Her. Ambrose While Cele-
brating July 4, Is Arrested.

, tried before a Jury of the Circuit
Court for this county last week upon
an indictment charging him with hav-
ing disturbed the peace of the village
of Patapsco on the night of July 5 last

of not guilty.

and disclosed great bitterness between
the regular members of the Methodistr Episcopal Church at Patapsco, of
which Mr. Ambrose is pastor, and a
body of seceders, about 25 In number,
who have organized another congre-
gation and erected another church.

Tunnel Pierces Andes.
Santiago, Chile, Nov. 27.—The tun-

nels of the trans-Andlne Railway was
pierced today, and the event was made
the occasion of a great celebration.

The trans-Andlne Railway project
was approved by the Chilean Congress
In 1903, and the first section of the
railway was opened In 1906. The
section reaches from Arica to the foot
of the Andes, where the tunnel begins.
The Chilean section of the tunnel was
opened March 15, 1908, and the work
of piercing the Andes mountains has
progressed rapidly, American meth-
ods and machinery being used. The
tunnel Is five miles long and the high-
est In the world.

The line now reaches to the summit
to the Cordillera, and will Join a rail-
road of the same gauge from Men-
doza. The trans-Andlna line will con-
tinue on to La Pat, Bolivia. The com-
pleted line from Arica to La Paz will
be about 300 miles long and will coat
In the neighborhood of 116,000,000.
