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BILL INTRODUCED BY R. SMITH
SNADER.

To Regulate the KilUng of Raccoons,
Opossums, Minks, Skunks and Musk-
rats.
Following is the bill Introduced into

the Maryland Legislature last week by
j R. Smith Snader to regulate the killing

( of raccoons, opossums, minks, skunks
i and muskrats in Carroll county.

AN ACT for the regulation of killing
raccoons, opossums, minks, skunks
and muskrats, and for the better pro-
tection of said animals in Carroll
county.

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly of Maryland, That it
shall not be lawful tor any person,
corporation or company to shoot or in
any manner catch, kill or expose for
sale, transport or to have in possess-
ion in Carroll County any raccoon or
opossum between the fifteenth day of
March and the first day of September,
in each any every year, nor shall it be
lawful for any person, corporation or
company to shoot or in any manner
catch, kill or expose for sale or trans-
port or have in possession in Carroll
County any mink, skunk or muskrat
between the fifteenth day of March and
the fifteenth day of November in each
and every year.

Sec. 2. An be it further enacted,
That the possession by any person,
corporation or company within said
County of any raccoon, opossum, mink,
skunk or muskrat during the time
mentioned in this Act, so shot, caught
or killed or in the possession of the
hide of any raccoon, opossum, mink,
skunk or muskrat, shall be prima facie
evidence of the commission of such
offense as aforesaid.

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted,
That it shall be the duty of the sheriff,
constables and bailiffs of the several
election districts of the County of the
wards of the several cities to arrest
all persons, corporations or companies
whom they see violating any of the
sections of this Act, and take them be-
fore the nearest Justice of the Peace
in said County to be dealt with as this
Act directs.

Cec. 4. And be it further enacted,
i That any person, corporation or com-

j pany violating any of the provisions

j of this Act shall be deemed guilty of a
I misdemeanor, and upon the conviction
( thereof before any Justice of the

j Peace of Carroll County or before the
| Circuit Court of said County, shall be
; fined not less than five collars and not
more than thirty dollars for each of-

; fense, and in default of payment of
1 said fine and costs imposed under this i

i Act shall be committed to the County
, Jail for not less than ten nor more
than thirty days, or until released by
due process of law, one-half of said
line to go to the informer oj >uf jrmers |
upon whose evidence the conviction is i
obtained, and the remainder to the
County Commissioners of said County,
to be placed to the credit of the school
fund of said county.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted,
That the provisions of this Act shall
not apply to any person who shall

I shoot, catch or kill any of the above-
named animals while it is in the act
of killing his or her property on his
or her own premises.

Sec. 6. And be it further enacted.
That this Act shall take effect on the
date of this passage.

It will be the
seventh annual midwinter banquet of
the alumni association, but will have
particular interest because of the guest

of honor.
Rev. Dr. Thomas H. Lewis, presi-

dent of the college, will act as toast- j
master. The leading address will be !
made by Judge George Gray, of Dela-
ware, a classmate and lifelong friend
of Dr. Reese. Ex-Judge James A. C.
Bond will speak for the people of Car-
roll county. Dr. Joshua W. Hering,
Comptroller of the State, will speak
for the college board of trustees of
which he has been president for many ;

years. Dr. Woodrow Wilson, presi- j
dent of Princeton, from which Dr. I
Reese graduated, was to have repre- i
sented that university, but he leaves |
the country this month, and another;
will be designated for the occasion.
The other speakers will include col- |
lege representatives and prominent j
Marylanders. There will be special !
music, and the banquet hall will be i
elaborately decorated.

Dr. Reese was born in Westminster i
October 3, 1838. He was prepared for j
college at St. Timothy’s Hall, Catons-
ville, and by private tutors. He enter-
ed Princeton in 1855 and was gradu-
ated in 1859 in a class that contained
men who have become famous. He
entered the General Theological Semi-
nary in New York in 1860 and was
graduated in 1863. He was ordained
and was put in charge of Ascension
Church. Westminster, but his voice
failed, and he accepted the professor-
ship of ancient languages in Western
Maryland College.

Dr. Reese had tempting offers from
other larger institutions, but for 40
years he has been one of the factors
of Western Maryland’s success. He (
is a man of the most lovable qualities

as well as a teacher of great charm ]
and enthusiasm and his old pupils have ,
great affection for him. (

Princeton honored Dr. Reese with ,
two degrees. He has visited Europe
twice and has devoted much attention ¦
to archaeological research. Although
in his seventy-second year, his activi- ,
ty is marked, and there is no dimlnu- '
tion of his mental vitality or his work '{
as a teacher.

Powell seeing that the people in the
| house were asleep, and forgetting all
; about schedules and the big comfort-

able bed that was awaiting him in
, Baltimore as soon as he arrived with

his train, yelled out his message. With
Hayes he started toward the burning
house. Behind him came conductor
Milton Weber, Flagman A. P. Sanders
and Brakemen W, Heitzel, A. F. Dixon
and H. J. Palmer.

Pounding vigorously on the front
door they soon awakened Cecil Snyder,
who, with his wife and five children,

¦ had been sleeping in ignorance of the
fire. Pushing by Snyder, who was
soon awake when he was told his
house was afire, the railroad men,
leaving their train, rushed into the
sleeping rooms of the family.

Heavy wraiths of smoke were all
through the house, and when Powell
and the men behind him reached the
rooms the children were sleeping so
heavily that it looked as if they had
been overcome by smoke. Powell,
Hayes and Weber were not clad in
the helmets of firemen, nor did they
wear the blue police uniform, but in
their greasy caps and overalls they
rescued the family and then turned to
fight the fire.

Mr. Snyder’s house was beyond
help, though, and the firefighters warn-
ed Mr. Frank E. Hoffman, whose house,
next door was beginning to catch fire
from the blazing embers. Mr. Hoff-
man escaped with his family and suc-
ceeded in saving some of his house-
hold furniture.

The volunteer fire companies at
Hampstead and Boring, about three
miles away, were telephoned for, but
when they arrived both dwellings were
burned to the ground.

The fire, which started in Mr.
Snyder’s house, was due to a defective
flue. The damage in that house
amounted to about $3,000, with SSOO
insurance, while the damage to Mr.
Hoffman’s house was about $6,000.

Engineer Powell lived at Union
Bridge for a number of years with his
family.
