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Chairman Terry of A. A. A. Legislative

Boar Advocates Uniform State Ve-
hicle Laws.

Charles Tliaddeus Terry’s plea for

uniformity in automobile legislation

before the convention of the National

Civic Federation in Washington, last

week, struck a popular chord. As

Chairman of the Legislative Board of

the American Automobile Association
yr Terry has devoted, perhaps, more

study to the question of uniform au-

tomobile legislation than any other

investigator in the country. He drew

up the uniform State vehicle law, the

salient provisions of which have been

adopted by several State Legislatures,

and he also drafted the bill for a Na-

tional registration law. which is to be

reintroduced into Congress at the

present session.
Mr. Terry, in view of his familiarity

with automobile legislation in the

United States, was invited by the offi-

cers of the National Civic Federation

to explain the necessity for uniformity

in this respect. The importance of the

subject was clearly realized by the

clear-cut statement that thirty-six

States of the Union have general stat-

utes regulating motor vehicles and

two of them are alike. Mr. Terry’s

speech virtually outlined the funda-

mental objects of the coming National

legislative convention to be held under

the auspices of the American Automo-

bile Association in Washington just

one month later, on Feb. 15,16 and 17,
to which the Governors of all the
States have been invited to send as

delegates their accredited representa-

tives in charge of the enforcement of

their respective automobile laws. He

• There are thirty-three States which

have separate, distinct, and in many

respects very different motor vehicle
regulations. When you consider this
and the further fact that even within
the borders of a single State in not a

few instances the separate counties,

towns, villages and cities have passed
motor vehicle ordinances peculiar to

such localities and differing one from

another and all differing in some re-

spects from the motor vehicle law ap-

plicable to the State in general, you

get as a net result confusion worse
confounded.

•There are two ways in whicn this

particular evil may be cured—one is

by the enactment by Congress of a

Federal Registration Automobile bill,
providing only, in substance, that upon

registration at a bureau of the Nation-
al capital, after registration has been

had in the State of the residence of the

owner of the motor vehicle, his license
to operate and use the vehicle shall be

recognized by every State in the Union,

and thus freedom in the use of the ve-
hicle secured, without further license
and without payment of further fees;
the other, by the enactment of all the

States of a uniform motor vehicle law
exempting non-residents from its reg-
istration provisions, as does, for ex-
ample, the law of the State of New

York.
“No one will dissent from the prop-

osition that uniformity in motor vehi-
cle registration is not only expedient
but in the highest degree desirable. It
is conceded that more barm and injus-
tice are sometime brought about by
lack of uniformity of the laws of the

various States than by imperfect or
even bad laws in special instances.
Nowhere is this better illustrated than
in the case of travel upon the high-
ways.

“To make a concrete example, sup-
pose that one were to start in his mo-
tor vehicle at New York to make a
trip to his National Capitol at Wash-
ington, to transact business with his
Government. He will have no sooner
left the ferryboat on the Jersey shore
before be will be stopped and notified
that he can proceed no further. He
will find that what he had always as-
sumed to he his natural right to use
the highways of the country so long
£te he scrupulously regarded the rights
of others upon the highway has been
erected into a privilege to be purchas-
ed only by the payment of money and
the expenditure of time and trouble
in seeking out one of the Government
officers and paying fees for a so-
called “license.” He must find the
proper officer of that place where
these fees are received fill out and
sign an application blank, pay his
money, and receive four tags, each one
of which is good for two days’ enjoy-
ment of this privilege of using the
highways; and after he has done all
these things he will find that the State
is not yet satisfied. He must, before
he may proceed, fill out and execute a
regular power of attorney making the
Secretary of State his agent to re-
ceive process in any proceeding which
may be brought against him while he
is enjoying this so-called inestimable
privilege.

“When he reaches the borders of
the State of Maryland he will be again
held up and obliged before he will be
allowed to continue his journey, to go
through very much the same process
a s he did when he attempted to cross
the borders of New Jersey. He will
he put to pretty much the same an-
noyance, inconvenience and expense
when he attempts to cross the line into
the District of Columbia, and it will be
very likely that when he reaches the
seat of his National Government he
will be so incensed as to have entire-
ly forgotten the business upon which
he came and be possessed only with
the idea that there should be some
power in the National Government to
remedy the evil of which he has been
a victim, and that if there is such pow-
er it should be speedily and effective-
ly applied.

“There seems to be no reason why
regulations applicable in one section
of the country should not be equally
applicable to every other section of
the country; why the pi'ovisions of
law adequate for every other State.

HUXGER OF REPETTI.

Whole Hara and Barrel of Kale part
of Menu.

MENU.
1 ham, weighing 9 pounds 2 ounces.
1 barrel kale, weigtiing 40 pounds.
1 loaf of bread.
1 quart of olive oil.
1 bottle of vinegar.
1 bottle of catsup.
1 gallon of water.
2 gallons of beer.
The above was not served to several

hundred people, it was “enjoyed” by
one man, J. “Boots” Repetti by name.

Repetti, who is said to have the
largest appetite of any individual
within several miles of the District of
Columbia, sat down to a table in a
Southeast Washington saloon at a
table yesterday afternoon at exactly 5
o’clock, and for two and a half hours
the eyes of several hundred spectators
were eagerly cast upon him.

Though the feat is a marvelous one,
Repetti experienced little difficulty in
clearing the table. A gallon of water
and two gallons of beer was used by
him as a wash-down. During the
course of the meal, “Boots” took sev-
eral intermissions of a few minutes
each, in order to give his wind a
chance to recuperate.

Repetti, who is a carpenter and
builder by trade, said last evening that
besides possessing one of the largest
appetites In the vicinity of Washing-
ton, he can go fourteen days without
eating. This met, he declared, he had
performed.

The dining room where Repetti dis-
played his wonderful ability yesterday
afternoon was crowded to its doors,
and many were disappointed because
there was not sufficient room to ac-
commodate the crowd. The best view
that many could get of him was when :
the feat was over, as he strolled up
and down the floor of the saloon, his j
face bearing a look of supreme con- '
tent.

It took Repetti forty-five minutes to
eat the big ham, and after it had been
dispatched he called for several pitch-
ers of beer, which he seemed to relish.
One bottle of vinegar and one bottle
of catsup were used In flavoring the
barrel of kale, which was brought to .
the dining room in four large platters.
Near the close of his meal Repetti
called for the second gallon of beer .
and “plenty” of ice water, and he
seemed to have little or no trouble in
drinking both.

“Boots,” who is forty years old, is a
former employe of the navy yard, but
is now drawing hi weekly earnings
from a building contractor. He weighs ‘
about 160 pounds and is about five |
feet ten inches in height. He wishes !
to state that a challenge is open to
any one to an eating contest, and is !
willing to wager large sums of money
that he will not be defeated.

The following were judges of last
evening’s contest, and all of whom
furnished a portion of the meal; Thos.
A. Cannon, Arthur Coleman, S. L.
Hoover and Michael Long.

To decide a wager, Repetti perform-
ed a similar feat one day last week.
This meal consisted of a turkey |
weighing ten pounds, one-half gallon
of oysters, six stalks of celery, two
quarts of sauerkraut, one quart of .
cranberries, two loaves of bread, one i
bottle of catsup and one bottle of olive 1
oil. As a wash down he got on the i
outside of two gallons of beer and
four glasses of water.

TUMBSTOXES BURX IX CEMETERY 1
FIRE.

Imposing Monuments Found to be of
Wood Treated toLoot Like Marble.
New York, February 12.—“Please,

mister,” said an excited small boy
running up to Policeman McCrossin
near the Holy Trinity Cemetery, Cen-
tral avenue and Pilling street, Brook-
lyn—“please, mister, come quick; the
graveyard is on fire.”

“Lead me to it,” said the policeman.
“I never saw a fire like that in my
life.”

The boy piloted the officer inside
the cemetery wall, and there, sure
enough, was a fire. Flames were
leaping from one tombstone to an-
other. Broken columns and gates
ajar were burning and tumbling to
the ground.

“Are you sure you see it too ?” ask-
ed the cautious officer.

“There goes a big marble monu-
ment,” said the boy.

McCrossin did not stop till he had
reached the firebox. When the fire-
men came they found that flames had
destroyed a whole row of tombstones
and were reaching for another row.
The firemen poured water over sever-
al memorials and put out the fire.
Then they investigated the composi-
tion of the tombstones that had de- i
veloped inflamable qualities. They j
found the “stones” were in reality
frames of wood which had been treat- !
ed with some preparation which look-
ed like marble and granite but in true
inwardness was pine. Four hundred
dollars’ worth of “tombstones” had
been destroyed.

The cemetery is the property of the
Holy Trinity Catholic Church, ifi
Montrose avenue. Members of the
congregation think some vandal fa-
miliar with the construction of the
‘‘tombstones” set fire to one of them,
knowing that the flames would spread
to the others.

156 DROWXED IX WRECK.

Steamer Crashes on Minorca Reefs and
Only One Man Saved.

Palma, Island of Majorca, Feb. 11.—
Driven helplessly from her course, in
one of the wildest storms that has
swept the Mediterranean Sea in 40
years, the French Transatlantic Steam-
ship Company’s steamer Genera!
Chanzy crashed at full speed, in the
dead of night, on the treacherous reefs
near the Island of Minorca, and all but
one of the 157 souls on board perished.

The sole survivor is an Algerian
customs official, Mercel Rodel, who
was rescued by a fisherman, and who
lies tonight in the hospital at Ciuda-
dela, raving as a consequence of the
tortures through which he passed and
unable to give an account of the dis-
aster.

Lost in a Perilous Place.
The Lima is a British vessel, owned

in Liverpool and plying between that
port and the ports of South America.
She was last reported sailing from j
Bahia Blanca, Argentina, January 26,1
and was on her way to Chilean and |

BEAT BABY’S HEAD OX IROX BED.

August Gillis Under Guard to Prevent
Mob Violence.

Morgantown, W. Va., Jan 21.—Pre-
caution is being taken today by the
authorities to safeguard August Gil-
lis, 25 years old, who was lodged in
jail here Sunday. Giiiis was arrest-
ed in Rock Forge. It is alleged that
the man, entering the home of F. H.
Johnson, of this city, seized a 2-year
old infant by the legs and beat its
head against an iron bed when its
cries threatened to awaken the house-
hold. Mrs. Johnson in defending her
child broke Gillis’ skull with a poker.
The child may die.

Feeling against Gillis runs high.

HORSE MEAT FOR FREE LUNCH.

Also Sent to Farming and Mining
Districts, Says Report.

Chicago, Jan. 31.—1 n an official re-
port to the Illinois State Food Com-
mission, made public today. State In-
spector Hoey declares that horses are
being slaughtered by the wholesale in
Chicago and the meat is being sold
and distributed for human consump-
tion.

The meat, he says, is being cut into
roasts, steaks and sausages and sup-
plied to free lunch vendors In Chicago,
as well as to some farming districts
and mining camps where foreigners
are employed.

TO FLY ACROSS ATLANTIC.

Walter Weilman .Said to Contemplate j
Trip.

Paris, Jan. 31.—1 tis understood
here that Walter Wellman, who sailed
from New York for Europe Saturday,
is arranging for a balloon flight
across the Atlantic from New York
to England or France, in his Arctic
airship.
