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TO EXPLOIT THE ADVANTAGES OF
CARROLL COUNTY.

In a few weeks the Advocate expects
to publish an illustrated historical
sketch of Carroll county in magazine

form as a supplement to the regular

paper. To our knowledge there never
has been a historical sketch of the
style contemplated. It will be a con-
cise history of the organization, re-

sources and industrial development,

population and interesting historical
facts with which all should be ac-
quainted, and at present there is no
such work for perusal or reference.
The only history we _ave was written

a few years after the Civil War.

The growth and development of in-
dustries since that time antiquates
this history, and the need of a work

of this kind is severely felt by those

who are taking the greatest pride in

our prosperity. This will make each
square mile of our four hundred and
twenty-six a neighbor to each of the

other four hundred and twenty-five.
The advantages of the county seat

and the towns throughout the county

will constitute a part of the work.

The individual history of the insti-
tutions and firms and the biographi-
cal sketches of professional and busi-

ness men will form an attractive fea-

ture as the true history of the people

is the history of its individuals. Here

will be given an opportunity for the

men of this generation to record their

achievements which will stimulate the

next generation to greater efforts.

MARYLAND DAY.
Some years ago the State Board of

Education put into operation the idea

of fixing one day in each scholastic
year in the public schools to be known

as ‘ Maryland Day,” the idea being to

select for each of these days a topic

of Maryland history, arrange a suita-

ble program and have some speaker
make an address upon a topic for that
particular day.

This is a most commendable pro-
cedure. It emphasizes the prominent
features of our State history and im-
parts to the young and susceptible

mind that which every Maryland boy

and girl ought to know.
There is no State in the Union more

full of interesting history than Mary-
land, both in its Colonial period and

since the Revolution. Among the
most conspicuous figures of American
history are the men of Maryland,

and some of the most important
events in the history of our country

are events in which Maryland people
have taken a prominent part.

U is in every respect, therefore,
fitting that our school authorities
should set apart a day in each
year to bring some of these
important subjects to the at-

tention of our children who are in a
little while to be in charge of the af-
fairs of our State.

The 25th of March in each year is
the day fixed by the Board of Educa-
tion for these exercises. But as the
25th of this year comes on Good Fri-
day, which is a legal holiday, the 24th
has been decided upon for the present
year and an interesting program has
been arranged to be used in each of
our schools.

' TIME TABLES.
Tne value of this essential to the

traveling public is little appreciated
in our large cities where they can al-
ways be easily obtained, if pre-
paring for a journey, and the time of
£ rrivr I and departure of trains is
generally known. In the country,

however, where the railroads are not
daily used the information required
should be at hand when wanted, for
the farmer cannot be expected to
drive to town the day before he goes
away to find out the hour his train
leaves.

Years ago the railroads recognized
this requirement of the rural popula-
tion, which patronized their roads, and
published their time tables in the
local papers. It was a great benefit
and help to everyone, and saved farm-
ers and business men many' hours.
Of recent years they stopped this prac-
tice, and the consequence has been
annoyance and lost time to the people
living In the country who only oc-
casionally use the trains. Why they
should have stopped doing a thing
of such benefit and accommodation to
the public we cannot perceive or un-
derstand. We heard that it is be-

cause they previously paid for the ad-
vertisement by passes. But this sure-
ly cannot be the cause, for what dif-
ference can it be to a railroad, wheth-
er it pays in free rides, or takes the
money from pay-passengers and em-
ploy', it in paying its bills ?

These remarks are induced by the
bill introduced last week in the House
by Mr. Ausherman of Frederick coun-
ty requiring railroads to publish their
time .tables. It should go through
without trouble and will, unless the
railroad lobby at Annapolis defeats it.
The people have no lobbyists, but
every man who has felt the want of
the time table in his paper must be-
come one and see that his representa-
tive does not fail In helping pass this
¥iß. Do not think that it does not
Hqnire watching. If not looked after,
•It will die'ln committee. Let every
local paper, every county delegate and
Senator, watch this bill, and do
more than watch, push it!
