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ADULTERATION OF MILK.
A Missouri reader of these notes

writes Inquiring if there Is any sim-
ple and correct way of ascertaining
whether sweet milk has been adulter-
ated. In several states the pure food
laws require that milk shall contain
not less than 3 per cent of butter fat

nor less than 12 Vi per cent of milk sol-
ids. The butter fat content is readily

determined by the Babcock test, which
is simply made by adding to a gradu-
ated test tube of the milk three or
four drops of concentrated sulphuric
acid, which causes the fatty content
to separate as yellow butter oil and

rise to the top of the tube, when the

proportion it bears to the whole can
be easily determined. If the butter
fat content is less than 3 per cent
there Is good reason for believing that
the milk has been adulterated or is

from a mighty poor cow. The milk

solids are readily determined by the

Quevenue lactometer, and we are in-

debted to Professor Mortensen, direct-
or of the department of dairying at

the State college at Ames, la., for the
following directions for using It:

“Take a glass or tin cylinder one
and a half Inches In diameter and one

Inch high and fill about three-fourths
full of the milk to be tested. The
milk should be thoroughly mixed be-
fore the sample is taken and be at a
temperature of GO degrees F., though
the reading may be taken from 50 to
70 degrees. The lactometer is placed

In the milk and the reading taken
after it has floated in the milk for a
minute. At the same time there should
be a reading of the temperature on
the thermometer with which the lac-
tometer is equipped. The total solids
are ascertained by adding one and
two-tenth times the per cent of fat to
one-fourth of the lactometer reading.
For example, if the lactometer reading

Is 32 and the fat according to the Bab-
cock test is 4 per cent the total solids
would he equal to 4 X 1.2 plus 32 4- 4,
or 4.8 plus S, or 12.5. If the tempera-
ture of the milk is above GO degrees
F. one-tenth should be added to the
lactometer reading for each degree
above, and if the temperature is below
GO degrees one-tenth should be sub-
tracted from the lactometer reading
for each thermometer degree below.
For example, if the lactometer reading
at G 5 degrees F. is 32 the corrected
reading would be 32 plus five-tenths,
or 32.5. and If the reading of the lac-
tometer is 55 degrees five-tenths should
be subtracted from 32. which would
make the correct reading 31.5.

HOW TUBERCULIN IS MADE.
There seems to be an idea in the

minds of some that the injection of
tuberculin into the system of a cow
which does not have tuberculosis may
In some mysterious way develop the
disease in her. This Is a wrong idea,
as wifi be understood from a descrip-

tion of the method of preparing the
serum given below, taken from a bul-
letin recently published by Dr. 0. EL
Stange of the lowa Agricultural col-
lege at Ames;

“A bouillon is prepared with beef or
veal infusion containing from 4 to G
per cent of glycerin. This is placed
in flasks and sterilized (heated to a
temperature sufficient to kill all living
organisms). It is then inoculated with
a pure culture of the tubercle bacillus
and kept in an incubator at 98 de-
grees F. In the course of a few
weeks the tubercle bacilli will have
formed a coarse granular scum on the
surface. The contents of the flask
are now poured into a porcelain dish
and heated until evaporation reduces
It to one-tenth of its volume, it is
then filtered through a porcelain filter.
The liquid passing through the filter
is tuberculin. The heat required to
concentrate the fluid before filtration
Is sufficient to kill all bacilli, while
the filter removes all the dead bacilli.
Tuberculin Is therefore the bouillon in
which the tubercle bacillus has been
grown and contains the toxic material
produced by its growth, but the heat

to which the preparation is subjected
effectively destroys all germ life."

diseases which they hope to prove are

superinduced by eating moldy corn.
Whether the connection between the

diseases can be established or not, an
Interesting field for Investigation has
certainly been opened.

Mile, sweet cr sour, is a most valu-

able adjunct iu the ration for the flock
of hens and should be provided for
them whenever possible. It furnishes
them food elements in a form which

they relish and which is at the same
time easily digested and assimilated.

There is surely an African In the

wood pile when the growers of pota-

toes get but 35 cents per bushel for

their tubers f. o. b. iu October and

the consumer has to pay from $1.25 to

$1.40 per bushel for the same article
when they are delivered at bis back

door three months later by the local
groceryman.

For all practical purposes—and this

holds whether the animal be of the
roadster or draft type—a horse Is valu-
able in just the proportion that the

feet and legs on which he stands are
strong and sound. For this reason, in

the judging of the merits of sire and

dam and the worth of their get, this
Important point can be given hardly
too much attention.

The average cost of hauling a ton of

freight a mile by railroad Is 7.8 mills,
while the cost of moving it the same
distance by wagon is 23 cents. In the
difference between these figures lie

the chief argument and motive for bet-

ter roads. The question is a vital one
1 that all who haul produce to market

should be interested in.

Amber, which is merely fossilized
resin, the sappy product of certain

j coniferous trees, is found in but few
places. Among them are a portion of

All too raauy farmers iu the corn
belt have yet to learn the several ad-

vantages coming from adopting a type

of soil tillage which makes possible
the growing of 1,000 bushels of corn
on fifteen acres instead of sprawling

It over forty or fifty acres. Such an
agricultural reform would mean not
only a vastly greater economy In the
use and working of land and care of
the crops, but a corresponding increase
iu satisfaction on the part of the pro-

prietor.

One of the largest irrigation projects
In the world has been under construc-
tion during the past year and a half
on the Murrumbidgee river, in New
South Wales. The dam, which Is lo-
cated at Barren Jack, will cost when
completed $7,500,000 and will store I
water enough to irrigate and make 1
available for settlement 1,358,000 acres
of land. The cost of this dam is al-
most twice that of the celebrated Salt !
river dam, near Phoenix, Ariz., the
largest enterprise of its kind in the
United States.

Considering the difficulty which is 1
often experienced in carrying the can-
na through so long a dormant period
without serious impairment of vital-
ity, it may be well to put the roots
iu soil in small pots or in a box large
enough to accommodate several roots
and place them iu a rather cool, light
room where the bulbs will sprout, but
where their development will be slow.
Later, as the time approaches when
they may be transferred to the open
ground, with the danger of frost past,
they may be given warmer quarters.

A few crystals of potassium per-
manganate placed in the drinking wa-
ter for the poultry make it an excel-
lent disinfectant, which cleanses the |
mouth and throat and will kill germs
of roup that may be present. If the
nasal passages are badly affected re- j
lief will come from forcing into the |
nostrils a few drops of a 5 per cent
solution of carbolic acid and a 5 per
cent solution of copper sulphate mixed
by means of a fine pointed oil can or
atomizer. Besides this treatment, the
sick fowls should he kept by them-
selves in a dry and well 'ventilated I
place.

There is no system or method of 1
selecting public servants that will of j
itself insure the election of clean and
honest men to office unless it is back-
ed by voters who are alert, honest and ,
actively interested iu the problems of !
popular government. The primary
election system, admittedly the best !
method of selecting officers yet tried,
will not insure the election of the right
men to office any more than a reaper
will harvest grain without horses to
pull it. Along this line the farmer, the
tradesman and the professional man
have an equal responsibility in the at-
tainment of good government.

The black color of the surface soils
found iu many sections is due to the j
presence of humus, the decaying and
decayed vegetable matter, the accumu-
lation of many years. White soils are
usually of a sandy character, red soil
of decomposed granite or clay, while
the gray soils often noticed iu western j
states are composed of volcanic ash. !
While black soils are usually fat and
rich In humus, in no sense do they
surpass the red or gray soils when
it comes to other fertilizing elements.
True, they often lack nitrogen, but this
deficiency is made good by the appli-
cation of manures and the growing of
legumes.

A query that naturally comes to one
who feels an interest in the soil be- j
neatb bis feet is that having to do
with its origin. Subsequent to the
epoch where the stuff of which the old
earth was made “took form and sub-
stance” the earth masses were ofrocky
formation, but as a result of processes
partly chemical and partly physical, j
extending through millions of years!
and including the,work of heat and
frost, of fain and snow, of flood and j
gHTer. they were disintegrated and
reduced to a fineness which made pos-
sible the nourishment of plant life. Be-
fore this disintegration of rock masses
was far advanced vegetation appear-
ed. helping in the further work of dis-
integration and adding to the rock soil
the other element necessary In giving
ns the soil of the agriculturist—hu-
mus.

In operation, and soil making In a very
true sense goes on under our very
feet

This digging corn out of the snow

in March is a belated and uncongenial

labor, but any fellow who is engaged
in it has the consolation of knowing

that he has a lot of company in his

misery.

Oilmeal is generally recognized as

a most valuable food for the dairy
cow in the furnishing of needed pro-

tein to the ration. A handful given
the horse once a week is a benefit
and tends to keep him in a thrifty
condition.

There are a good many breeders
which seem to be slow in learning
the lesson that they should keep for

breeding purposes and not sell the best

individuals which they produce. It is

hard to refuse a long price for a fine
animal, but here is a case where a
fellow’s farsighted self interest ought
to serve him well.

The quite common hit and go miss

method of testing seed corn, in which
the corn is shelled first and tested aft-

erward. will spell disaster for a good
many the coming season. Under this
system there is no way of eliminating

the dead or weak germed kernels,

which can only incumber the planter
boxes and decrease the stand. Ifall of

the seed corn is planted the coming

spring that has been saved regardless
of Its germinating quality, plates with

holes large enough to accommodate
I the end of a broomstick will have to

j be used in the planter boxes.

The other day we came across the
, case of a breeder of blooded bogs

| and cattle who. it is said, does him-
self a positive Injustice financially be-
cause he does not have his animals in
even fair condition at sale time. We
heartily commend in any breeder the
practice of not pampering or over-
feeding animals that are to be offered
for sale, but there Is a happy and en-
tirely commendable medium that lies
between these two—namely, the giv-

ing of the blooded stock that care
from day to day which will enable

them to make a good showing at sale
time and which will at the same time
give their owner the return to which
he is justly entitled.

At a sale of Foiled Angus cattle of
which we road an account the other
day, where the animals disposed of
were brought across the state line
without proper inspection, about a
dozen of the animals were seized by
the veterinary authorities of the state
in which the sale was held and sub-
jected to the tubercular test. Of this
number ten animals were found more
or less affected with tuberculosis, some
so seriously that no portions of their
carcasses were fit for food. This case
is cited for the purpose of indicating
the risk that the purchaser of full
blooded stock runs and the wisdom
there is in his insisting on a health
certificate from a reliable veterinary
authority before he pays the long price
usually asked for such animals.

The North Dakota experiment sta-
tion has been making a study of do
ver growing and in a report recently
issued states that clover cau be grown
over the greater part of that state
provided the laud is prepared for the
purpose by soil inoculation with clover
bacteria. The laud should be prepared
as it would he for garden purposes, and
on this there should be scattered from
a field where clover bacteria are
known to be present soil at the rate
of from 100 to 200 pounds per acre,
either after sunset or on a cloudy day,
as the direct rays of the sun quickly
kill the bacteria. This inoculated sell
should be harrowed in as soon as
possible and the clover seed sown at
the desired number of quarts per acre.
The station offers to send the In-
oculated soil to residents of the state
free, bey or I the cost of freight and
packing. Where one cannot get the
soil from an established field the ni-
trogen culture, which comes in a small
sealed tube and is diluted in a solution
in which the clover seed is moistened
just before sowing, may be had by
rending to the department of agricul-
ture at Washington. D. C.
