SCHOOL ~ LEGISLATION.

TAX RATES FOR SCHOOL FIXED AT
16 1-8 CENTS

Golored Pupils to Be Trained in Me-
chanical and Agriculture Art.

The State tax rate for schools has
‘been fixed at 16 1-8 cents on each $100
of assessed property. It is conserva-
tively estimated that this, with the tax
on incorporated institutions and Balti-
more City stock, will produce $1,500.-
000, with a normal increase in taxable
basis. Out of this is to be paid the
usual appropriation for text-books;
the cost of maintaining the Normal
schools; the expenses of the State De-
partment; $25,000for retired teachers;
$34,069.36 to the Free School Fund;
and the State Aid to “Approved High
Schools,” The last three items
named have not previously been paid
outof the State school tax, but since the
tax will produce about $150,000 more
than the schools received last year,
the quarterly distributions should re-
main about the same this year as last.
With a re-assessment throughout the
State, there will be a very substantial
increase next year.

Each County School Board may, in
its discretion, appoint a grade super-
visor. If the number of teachers in a
county exceeds one hundred and fifty,
an additional supervisor may be ap-
pointed; and one additional super-
visor for every additional one hun-
dred teachers. These supervisors
must have had at least five years’ ex-
perience as teachers of the elementary
grades, and such other qualifications
as the State Board of Education may
prescribe.

The Board of School Commissioners
of any county may establish high
schools subject to the approval of the
State Board of Education. High
schools receiving State aid shall be
divided into two groups to be known
as First Group and Second Group
Schools—the group to be determined
by the number of pupils enrolled,
teachers employed, and years of in-
struction given.

High schools of the First Group
shall fulfill the following minimum
requirements : (a) an enrollment of
not less than eighty pupils; (b) em-
ploy not less than four teachers for
the regular high school work, ex-
clusive of instructors of special sub-
jects named under (e); (c) four years’
course of instruction of not less than
thirty-six weeks in each year, same to
conform to the standard required by
the State Board of Education; (d) the
annual salary of the principal to be
not less than $1,200, and the salary of
each assistant teacher regularly em-
ploved to be not less than $500 per
annum; (e) provision to be made for
Manual Training and Domestic
Science courses, and also a Commer-
cial or an Agricultural course, as may
be determined by the Board of County
School Commissioners.

High schools of the Second Group
shall fulfill the following minimum re-
quirements : (a) an enrollment of not
less than thirty-five pupils; (b) em-
ploy not less than two teachers for the
regular high-school work, exclusively
of instructors of special subjects
named under (&); (c) a three years’
course of instruction of not less than
thirty-six weeks in each year, same to
conform to the standard required by
the State Board of Education; (d) the
annual salary of the principal to be
not less than $1,000, and that of each
assistant to be not less than $500; (e)
provision to be made for a Manu
Training, or an Agricultural, or a
Commercial course, as may be deter-
| mined by the Board of County School
' Commissioners. 'The course of in-
i struction in schools of the Second
! Group may be extended to four years

by the Board of County School Com-
missioners, by the employment of such
additional teacher -or teachers as may
be required by the State Board of Edu-
| cation, provided that the salary of
such additional teacher or :teachers
"shall be paid wholly by the said Board
of County School oners; and
| in those schools of the Second Group,

al | egates Benson and Diges,

where the course of instruction has
been soextended to a four-year course,
the graduates shall receive the same
recognition as graduates of schools of
the First Group. No promotions of
high-school pupils from one grade to
another, or graduation, shall be made
without the approval of the principal
and the County Superintendent.

State aid is based on the cost of in-
struction and for First Group schools
is as follows: The sum of $600 on
account of the principal, and the sum
of $300 on acount of each of the first
three assistants employed for regular
high-school work; the sum of $400 on
aclfounl'l:a(l){ each gt tm apeclali;::hers,
who_s spen = two
fifths ortﬁéfge time ‘school re-
ceiving said amounts; and the sum of
$100 on account of each additional
regular grade teacher, provided the
total amount does not exceed the sum
of $2,500,

For Second Group Schools : The
sum of $600 on account of the princ-
cipal, the sum of $400 on account of
one assistant teacher employed for

regular grade work; and the sum of |

$400 on account of the instructor of
special subjects to be designated by
the County School Board; provided,
that if an instructor in Manual Train-
ing or Agricultural work be required
to divide his or her time among not
more than four schools of this group,
$150 shall be allowed on account of
each of such schools; provided, also,
that the amount to be received by each
of the four high schools of Baltimore
City shall be equal to the maximum
amount received on acount of any
high school in the counties of the
State; provided further, that the Board
of County School Commissioners of
each county shall submit annually to
the County Commissioners of their
respective counties at least thirty days
prior to the date for making the usual
county levy for school purposes a list
of all high schools of the county, in-
cluding those not entitled to State
Aid as well as those classified in this
Article, and an itemized statement of
the estimated cost of maintaining
same, and the said Boards of County
Commissioners shall make a separate
levy for high schools, publishing same
once a week for three successive weeks
prior to the date of making said levy,
in one or more county papers.

When instruction below that of the
high-school grades is given in the
same building, or on the same prem-
ises, such grade work may also be un-
der the direct control of the Board of
County School Commaissioners, and the
principal of the high school shall also
be the principal of the elementary de-
partment.

By an amendment to the bill, high
schools now on the. ‘“Approved List”
and complying with 4l requirements
except that of enrollment, cannot be
excluded from the Second Group with-
in two years.

All special appropriations for(white)
Manual Training Departments and al-
so appropriations to maintain a Com-
mercial Course in'certain high schools
have been repealed, and the high
school appropriation is made in lieu
thereof.

Any high school of either First or
Second Group receiving State Aid
shall forfeit any special State appro-
priations heretofore made for such
schools—except academic appropri-
ations made prior to 1872.

A special appropriation of $5,500 was
made from the funds of the General
Treasury to aid in defraying the extra
expenses recently incurred in building
a new Model School, the installation
of a new heating plant, and general
repairs to the building." A commis-
sion consistingof the Governor, Comp-
troller, Treasurer, State Superintend-
ent of Schools, the Principal of the
Maryland State Normal School, Sena-
tors Linthicum and Biddison, and Del-
was pro-
vided by law to comsider the subject
of a new site, plans for buildings, pro-
visions for dormitories, etc., and re-
port to the General Assembly two
years hence.

While the Legisleture declined to
authorize a bond issue of $400,000 as
provided in the bill submitted by Sen-
ator Linthicum, it seems probable that
public. sentiment will soon crystalize
in favor of the plan and the next
Legislature will provide the necessary
funds to varry out the suggestions
which the make.

‘ Ctasitaingt
Should the Johns Hopkins Unlyor-

sity move to Homewood and establish
a Teachers’ College-as an adjunct of
the University and the new Normal
School be located nearby, there could
be furnished an ideal and adequate
plan for training teachers. Nothing
would invigorate our school system
more than the consummation of these
plans. We should all work toward
such an end,

The appropriation of fifteen hundred
dollars for one colored industrial
school will be divided between the
maintenance of one colored school,

centrally located in the county, where

the industrial arts are to be taught
and demonstrated, and the employ-
ment of a capable supervisor for the
colored’ schools, who shall visit such
schools frequently under the direction
of the County Superintendent and
cause instruction of any industrial
character to be given in all colored
schools. In any county where there
are fewer than ten colored schools,
only one-half of the appropriation is
payable, and that part of the mainten-
ance of one industrial school.

If the County School Board will em-
ploy a graduate of some such well-
known industrial school as Tuskegee
or Hampton, this plan will go far to-
ward solving the problem of negro
education. A capable person can also
be of great assistance to the county
school officials in providing teachers
for the colored schools and training
them for the work they are to do.

The General Assembly sanctioned
the sale made by the State Board of
Education of the Baltimore Colored
Normal Building located at the corner
of Saratoga and Courtland streets,
Baltimore. A tract of land near
Bowie, Prince George’s County, has
been purchased as a site for the new
school plant, and it is the purpose of
the State Board of Education to erect
and complete, before October 1st next,
the necessary buildings for the school.
At a small cost pupils will be trained
along the line of mechanical arts and
agriculture for the work of teaching.

On or before the fist day of October
of each year, the County Superintend-
ent shall submit to the County School
Board a list of all teachers employed,
together with a classification of their
certificates. In determining the class
of certificates, thefollowing points are
to be considered : (a) scholarship;
(b) executive ability; (c) personality;
and (d) teaching power. The County
Superintendent may add such other
requirements as may be approved by
the State Board of Education,

An act fixes the minimum local levy
in Baltimore county at 28 cents for
general expensesand 9 cents for build-
ings.

In Allegany, the rate for general ex-
penses was fixed at 30 cents and 4
cents for buildings.

In Prince George’s a minimum of 25
cents was fixed for all school pur-
poses.

In Anne Arundel, the rate for gen-
eral school purposes has been 33
cents, but an additional 5 cents for
buildings was authorized.

Several counties, notably Montgom-
ery and Prince George’s, have ar-
ranged for bond issues for the erection
of certain new school buildings.

A NEW PAPER IN BALTIMORE WOULD
HAVE BARE SUCCESS.

Democrats Need Have No Fear of
Their Record in the Past
General Assembly.

Baltimore, April 20, 1910.

Governor Crothers made the most
important of his appointments this
week, when he gave out the names of
Judge James Alfred Pearce, and
Messrs. Walter W. Abell and James M.
Ambleras Public Utilities Commission-
ers, Mr. John E. George as Automobile
Commissioner and Mr. H. Arthur
Stump as Judge of the Supreme Bench
of Baltimore City. All these gentle-
men are eminently qualified for the
places to which they are assigned,
stand high in the esteem of the gen-
ex"al public, and their appointment
gives general satisfaction, except to
the mugwump papers of Baltimore,
who would not be satisfied with any-
one named by a Democratic governor.

wump-Republican ranks, takes away
the last friend the local and State
Democracy had among the daily Eng-
lish newspapers of the city, and leaves
the party helpless-so far as journal-

1istic support is concerned in Balti-

more.

In this connection it is well to recall
the fact that the Sun was responsible
for the defeat of Senator Price’s
Amendment to the Public Utilities bill
which would have permitted the estab-
lishment of a real Democratic paper
in the city. Under the law as it stands
now, every public or quasi public or-
ganization or association is subject to
its provisions, except the Associated
Press and kindred organizations, and
these close corporations are in no
wise under the control of the Commis-
sion or the regulations of that body.
As a resuit, no newly established pa-
per will be able to secure any press
service, and the old monopoly of pub-
lic news will be more firmly entrench-
ed than ever. . Senator Price’s Amend-
ment, which was rejected, would have
placed the Press AssoOciation under the
regulation of the Public Utilities Com-
mision, and wouyld have enabled any
newspaper in the State to have ob-
tained telegraphic service at the same
rates now paid by the other members
of the Press Association. The only
monopoly not subject to regulation by
the Utilities Commission is the monop-
oly of news by wire, and this prevents
the establishment of any paper in
Baltimore with any reasonable pros-
pect of sucess. The Sun wanted ev-
erything regulated by the Commission
except the monopoly in which it was
interested, and in this, as in all other
matters bulldozed the General Assem-
bly into obedience.

The outlook is bright for the elec-
tion of a Democratic Congress this
year, and in this Maryland will prob-
ably contribute a full delegation of
six Democratic members. All the
signs from every section of the State
point to a Democratic landslide, and
the same signs from all sections of
the country indicate that the next
House of Representatives will be Dem-
ocratic by a large majority, and that
Maryland will once more have a solid
Democratic delegation in Congress.

People are just beginning to real-
ize the importance of the laws passed
at Annapolis during the recent session.
Among the important bills of general
moment were the Public Utilities, the
Primary Election Law, the new as-
sessment law, the Automobile law, the
Pure Food Law, the new laws for
the care of the Insane and other in-
digent people—all of which are al-
most revolutionary in their character,
and will be far-reaching in their effect.
Under these laws the whoie system
of the management of public affairs
will be changed and new and radical
methods will prevail. How these
changes will work when carried into
practical effect, cannot be foretold—
but any defects can be remedied at
the next session in 1912. At that time
the ineffective parts can be eliminated
from the laws and the good parts left
in operation. As it is, men who are
good judges assert that Maryland is
now in the vanguard of the States in
all matters pertaining to up-to-date
and modern legislation—especially in
the way of care for the afflicted both
mentally and physically. Notwith-
standing the criticism of the General
Assembly on. the part of the hostile
papers, the Democrats need have no
fear to go before the people on the
record of the last four months for the
good so far predominates that there
can be very little just criticism made
by any reasonable person

Awarded to Carter Construction Com-
pany to Build and Equip.

Contracts for the construction of
the W. M. extension from Cumberland
to Connellsville, have been awarded
to the Carter Construction Company,
of Pittsburg.
