Proceedings of (he Hchool Hoard.
A regular meeting of the Board of

School Commissioner* for Carroll
County wm held on Monday, Septem-
ber sth, Instant.

The Board gave special attention
to the proper adjustment of rooms and
classes In meeting the problem of pub-,
lie education In Westminster. Form-1
erly we have had four grades In four:
rooms at the Bast End.and four grade*
In 2 rooms at the West End; thedlvld- j
in two roans at the West End; dlvld-j
ing line was about a Mock, or block
and a half west of the Railroad, the
children west of that line up to the
fourth grade going to the West End,
and the children east of that line go-1
Ing to the Bast JSnd. The first 1 four
grades at the East End were too

crowded, there; being from sixty to
seventy-five pnnlls on the roll In these

1 rooms, and the West End needed
better school facilities. To adjust
these conditions and give proper re-

[ Hef. the School Board Is adding two
rooms at the Wert End. Commission-
er Englar and other members have
given careful attention to this prob-
lem, and the Board passed an order
making the railroad the line In Weil-

I minster, children in the first, second,
third and fourth grades living west
of the ralroad will go to the West End
school, those living east of the rail-
road will attend the East End school.
This will take many children out of
the first four grades at the East End,
thus relieving the crowded condi-
tion. and will make four inatead of
two rooms at the West End. Under
this arrangement we will have for the
first four grades, four rooms st the
West End. a room for each grade. Just
as we have four rooms, or a room for
each grade at the East End. a teacher,
in each room at the East and West
End both. Formerly the West End
teachers bad two grades in one room;
next year there will be one grade to
the room. This with single seat* for
each pupil will give the West End
children, not onv equal advantages
but in some respects more advantages
than those at the East End. Thus the
first four grades In Westminster will
occupy eight room* next year; last
year these pupils occupied six rooms.

The Commissioner* audited the ac-
count* of the school vesr ending July
31st, 1910.

, Attempted Suicide Once Before Vttb
Rat Poison.

i Calvin O. Hoffman, 23 years old,
I was found shot through Iho heart,

Johnsvllle, Thursday afternoon.

i William Btan.berg, a young man

employed by Hoffman, discovered the

i Coroner Hltselberger said the body

of Hoffman was found lying on the
' porch of his home. At his left side

was a breech-loading, single barrel

shot gun and at hi* right aide was a
1 yard stick. Coronr Hltselberger said

' It was very evident that Hoffman laid
down on the porch and dropped his

1 head on the door sill, corked the gun
• and then held ll with his left hand

while with the right hand he took the
yard stick and pushed the trigger.
