50 Cent Tax Rate for This City.

The Common Couneil has fixed and
Mayor Sponseller has approved the
rate of taxation for this city for the
current year at 50 cents on $100. An
ordinance will be passed dividing the °
levy as follows: For water and lights,
16 cents;: for ‘interest'on 4 per cent.:
bonded indebtedness, and to provide
a sinking fund for its redemption at
maturity, 5 cents; for general pur-
poses and ‘current expemses, 29-cents.
The bonded indebtedmess is $25,000
and the taxable basis’ $2,669,369. The
income from direct taxation will,there-
fore, allowing a generous abatement
for insolventies, be not less tlnn i
$13,000.
Hmﬁoforo the highest rate of tax-:
ation in this city was 40 cents. Even
with the 10-cent increase, however, -
the rate of taxation is still'among the
lowest of the incorporated towns of:
- this State. The additional income
is being used for street improvements,
wheh are now .in progress and will be
continued until the entire town shall
have public thoroughfares of desirable .
quality. Many citizens, too, have
caught the spirit of improvement, and
concrete sidewalks, of the wuniform
width of 12 feet, are being laid in
every direction.
