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OUR CITIZENSHIP.

In many countries of the world, the
individual counts for so little in the
government, that lie is a mere cipher,

and does not possess any of the quali-

ties of our citizenship. He is rather
a subject than a citizen.

The ruling Monarch does his think-
ing, enacts the laws under which he

lives, and it is for him, simply to obey.

How different are the privileges

of an American citizen. Our form of

government makes the individual the
source of power, and the very founda-
tion upon which the governmental
structure is reared. He enacts his
own laws, chooses his own officials,
and changes them at his will. If the
laws are not wholesome, he repeals

tuem and enacts others in their stead,

and if the men who are chosen to

conduct the government, are not effi-
cient and satisfactory, he has the op-
portunity, under the laws of his own
makng, to put them out and put others

in their places. So that the whole
machinery of government, as to its

laws and their administration, is in

tbe hands of the people, and the peo-

ple are simply an aggregation of in-

dividuals.

How little does the average citizen
appreciate the great distinction and

the privileges of American citizen-
ship. He has always enjoyed them,

and like the natural blessings of the
sunshine and the air. he thinks they

are peculiarly his. by right.
He forgets that it required centur-

ies of hardship and toil, to develops
a race capable of self government,and

that the pathway over which our fath-
rs trod, to attain for us the bless-
ings of our civilization, was marked
all over, by privation and sacrifice and
blood.

We need to study American history,

and to have our boys and girls study
it also, so that we and they may un-

derstand something of the cost, to
our fathers, of the government which

tney have handed down to us, and

which it is our duty to perpetuate

and protect.
Tbe highest expression of our cit-

izenship, and the Only expression of
its power, is in the quiet, but effec-

tive ballot. And is it not a shame up-
on our civilization, that there are men

wuo have to be restrained by rigorous
laws, from bartering away this pre-

cious privilege. Shame upon the man

who would so lightly regard his citi-
zenship.

We are coming up. very soon, to

some important elections, both in the

state and in the country at large, and
it becomes us to think upon our priv-
ileges and responsibilities as Ameri-
can citizens
