School Commissioners.

Under provisions of an act of the
General Assembly of Maryland in
1872, act 130, a body corporate in New
Windsor, the New Windsor Town Hall
Company, entered into an agreement
with the Board of School Commis-
sioners to build a second story above
the two rooms of the New Windsor
Schoolhouse, and to own, control and
pay for repairs for same, as a town
hall. Later a hall having been built
in another part of New Windsor, and
the said Town Hall Company there-
after having but listle use for the
second story of the school house as a
town hall entered into negotiations
with the present School Board for the
sale of this second story and furni-
ture to the county for the use of the
public school.

As the county owned the lot and
two school rooms below, it was the
cpinion of the School Board that the
county should own the upper story,
or hall. The Schocl Board waited
upon the County Commissioners and
laid the matter before them, and they
approved of the purchase.

The building is of brick, the hall
above is about 30 feet by 60 feet, with
an ante-room and stairway not con-
nected with either room below. The
stock was owned by Mr. Nathan H.
Baile and Gustavus Barnpes, whom the
School _Board paid $460.00 for the
hall and furniture. The County Com-
missioners made a special appropri-
ation of $450.00 with which to buy the
hall, and through Attorney for the
School Board, F. Neal Parke, Esq., the
transaction was concluded on March
14th instant.

Mr. Fink Relates Inckient Apropos Of |
Police Trial

Mr. Charles E. Fink, of the Welt.-i
minster bar, relates the following
incident apropos of the Governor tak- |
ing the stand as a witness in the case
against the Police Commissioners :

“It was a case I tried many years
ago before an aged justice of the peace
in Westminster. The Justice offered
to testify in the case which was being
tried before him as judge, and his tes-
timony contradicted my client’s evi-
dence. I objected tc .his being wit-
ness—first, because he could not ad-
minister the oath of himself, and the
law did not authorize anyone else to
swear him. He overcame my objec-
tion by sending for the Clerk of the
Circuit Court to swear him. The late
B. F. Crouse, who was then the Clerk
of the Court, came promptly, but re-
fused to swear him, as he had no au-
thority in law to do so. Then the
Julx;tice administered the oath to him-
self.

“In the d place I objected be-
cause as judge he would have to
pass upon the credibility of himself
as a witness, and as his evidence and
that of my ‘client were in conflict, he
would be placed in the embarrassing
position of deciding whether as judge
he would believe my client and dis-
credit himself, or whether he would
believe his own testimony and dis-
