STATE TAXABLE"BASIS GROWS
$100,000,000.

Reassessment In Counties Give Indi-
cation Of This Increase.

The progress ot reassessments in
the counties of Maryland indicates
that the taxable basis of the State
will be Increased about $100,000,000.
With this Increase Baltimore instead
of paying about 69 per cent, of the
State tax will pay a little more than
half.

Senator E. E. Goslin, secretary of
the State Roads Commlssion.has been
collecting the figures from the var-
ious counties and thus far has heard
from 10 which have completed their
new assessment These counties
show an aggregate Increase of $59,-
166,709 over the old assessment. The
counties and their Increases are as
follows;

The counties yet to be heard from
are Garrett, Washington, Anne Arun-
del, St. Mary’s, Calvert, Harford, Ce-
eil, Kent, Queen Anne’s, Talbot, Dor-
chester, Somerset and Worchester.They should bring the increase closeup around the one hundred million
mark, as all these counties are ex-
pected to show heavy increases, es-
pecially Dorchester, Anne Arundel
and Harford.

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RAILROAD DEAL.
HARRISBURG CONCERN BUYS BACHMAN

VALLEY LINE AS A FEEDER.

Road May bu Extended Through to
Westminster in Time—Purchase
Becomes Important Because of
Revival in Use of Certain Ores.

The Central Iron ana Steel Com-
pany, of Harrisburg, Pa., has pur-
chased the Bdchman Valley Railroad
which runs from Intersection, on the
Baltimore and Harrisburg division of
the Western Maryland Railway, com-
monly called the Gettysburg line, to
Ebbvale, in Maryland, says the Bal-
timore Evening Sun.

While the Bachman Valley line is
but seven miles long, it used to be
an important feeder of the Western
Maryland beacuse of the large iron
ore tonnage which was transported
over it from mines near Ebbvale.

With the discontinuance of the use
of brown hematite, which is practi-
cally the only kind of iron ore pro-
duced in this section, through the in-
troduction of the Bessemer process
in blast furnaces, the demand for
this class of ore almost ceased, but
has been revived of late through the
adoption among furnace men of the
open hearth and other processes,
which require a considerable amount
of brown hematite in the mixtures of
ore at present used.

It is the purpose of the new own-
ers of the line to extend it further
into Maryland, with the ultimate in-
tention of making Westminster the
Southern terminal, where it will con-
nect with the main line of the West-
ern Maryland. In connection with
the extending of the road, the old
hematite mines will be reopened and
enlarged and many new shafts sunk.

Besides being the means of furn-
ishing a considerable additional ton-
nage to’the Western Maryland Rail-
way, which is the only railroad with
which the Bachman Valley connects',
the purchase of the latter road by
new interests means a great Impetus
to the mining of iron ore in that sec-
ion of the State. Formerly millions
of tons of brown hematite were min-
ed in the vicinity of Ebbvale, and
shipped principally to Harrisburg,
which amount will be greatly increas-
ed under the new deal.

The deposits in the vicinity to be
developed are considered among the
richest and largest in the country.

The Bachman Vallej Railroad cros-
ses the State line "bdlMeen Maryland
and Pennsylvnia. .It is among the
possibilities that a blast furnace will
be erected somewhere along the line
of the road, though this is a matter
for further consideration.

State Commissioner Bigelow in an
interview at Gettysburg stated that
one of the projects for which he is
now working is the construction of a
macadam road from Gettjteburg to
Washington, to be built by Pennsyl-
vania, Maryland and the District ot
Columbia, each of which is to build
the portion within tnelr own terri-
tory.

Mr. Bigelow is confident of secur-
ing the cooperation of Maryland and
the District, while the Sproul bill
provides several roads from Gettys-
burg to the Maryland state line. The
route has not yet been determined
upon, hut this will be taken up lat-
er.
