The returns
of foreign commerce, lately made pub-
lic. for the fiscal year 1910-1911, end-
ing June 30, 1911, show that the Im-
ports totaled $205,835,784.48, against
$194,865,781,37 In the fiscal year 1909-
1910, an Increase* of $10,970,003.11, or
6.63 per cent., and that the exports
were valued at $293,752,150.45, as com-

- pared with $260,046,269.78 in the fiscal
year 1909-1910, showing an increase
of $33,705,880.67, or 12.96 per cent.

This is an unexpectedly favorable
and satisfactory showing, indicating
a stability in the industrial develop-
ment of the country that augurs well
for future growth and prosperity.
With peace re-established we may con-
fidently look forward to a resumption
of railway building and mining op-
eration so needed to develop the vast
natural resources of the country. To
the heavy export of gold, silver and
copper from Mexico will be hereafter
added an Increasingly large export of

, oil, which promises to be a great fac-
tor in the future trade of the coun-
try and in supplying cheap fuel for

' purposes of manufacturing and trans-
portation.

Amendments.

Whereas, At the January Session of the
General Assembly of Maryland, held In
the year of our Lord, Nineteen Hundred
and Ten. three Acta were passed, one

j proposing an Amendment to Article 1 of
the Constitution, by adding thereto a Sec-

' tlon to be known as Section 8; one pro-
’ posing an Amendment to Section 2 of Ar-
.' ucle 3 of said Constitution, and one pro-

posing an Amendment to Section A of
Articles 3 of said Constitution, said Acts¦ being respectively Chapters 253. 303 and¦ 318 of the Acts of the General Assembly
of Maryland of 1910. and which are in
the words following, to wit:

sj CHAPTER 253.

i An Act to propose an Amendment to
' Article 1 of the Constitution of this State

; by adding thereto a new Section, to be
I known as Section 8, to follow Section 7
and to provide for the submission of said
Amendment to the qualified voters of this

' State for adoption or rejection.?
Section l. Be It enacted by the Gener-

,al Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of
I all members of each of the two houses
[concurring), that the following section be
and the same Is hereby proposed as an
amendment to Article 1 of the Constitu-
tion of this State, which said section. If

, adopted by the qualified voters of this
i State, shall stand as an additional sec-
! tlon to said Article 1. to be known as

, Section 8. to follow Section 7, of said
, ; Article.

Section 8. All State and municipal elec-¦ tions shall be conducted by the system
commonly known as the Australian Ballot

' System, and it shall be the dnty of the¦ General Assembly to provide by law for
1 a form of ballot, uniform throughout the

, State, for use at all State elections In
this State, and provide that on said bal-

, I lot after the name of each candidate
thereon who may have been duly nominat-

t ed as the candidate of any political party
or organization, there shall be printed the

ilegal name of said party or organization;
; equal representation of the minority party

1 among the Judges and clerks of election
I registers or other officers performing slm-

. liar function shall not be abolished by the
General Assembly nnless by a vote of
fonr-flftbs of all the members of each
house.

1 The right to be registered as a quall-
! fled voter and the right to vote at any

State or municipal election In this State
shall be limited to the following persons:

1 First: Every male white citizen not
, disqualified by the Second or Third Sec-

tions of this Article, possessing the quali-

. I Second: Every other male citizen not

l disqualified by the Second or Third Sec-
tions of this Article possessing the quall-
