While President Taft Is talking
Peace on the Pacific slope, his Secre-
tary of the Navy la preparing to make
the greatest show of naval force that
this country has ever seen. One hun-
dred and two war vessels and
auxiliaries will assemble In New
York harbor October 30, by order of
the Secretary. The total tonnage of
these warships is 577,559. This is
the Atlantic fleet only. November 2
the Pacific fleet of twenty-four ves-
sels is to assemble near Los Angeles.
That fleet has a tonnage of 116,245.

This is probably the last time that
the American fleets can be assembled
and rank as those of the world’s sec-
ond naval power. Germany is in-
creasing her navy faster than we are,
and in a few months will advance to
second rank, while the United States
will drop to third.
