MORE PLAIN TRUTHS.

To some of our friends,who are talk-
ing about what the Republican party

positively refused to ride in the cars
with other negroes, as required by law
in the Lone Star State, but keeping
himself exclusive and away from his
colored constituents and fellow race
people he chartered a whole Pullman
car to ride the short distance from
‘Austin to Temple, in that State.

We do not like to bring the negro
into toomuch prominence,butit would
be well to consider, before deciding to
vote the Republican ticket, what the
future of the negro will be if raised
in the social scale under a Republi-
can administration. The city of Phla-
delphia furnishes a most striking il-
lustration of what the negro is or be-|
comes with social equality. Surely
anything but a productive or progres-
sive citizen. Since the time of the
Emancipation Proclamation by Presi-
dent Lincoln,the negroes in Philadel-
phia have had absolute social equality, |
intermingling in every way with white |
people. Their children attend the
same schcols, they eat at the same
tables in hotels and other places of
public entertainment, they sit beside
each other in churches, theatres and in
public assemblies, and to ail outside
appearances arehomogeneous with the
white race in every particular. In
that city there are 80,000 negroes, and,
notwithstanding all the advantages
they have had, as named before, a re-
cent canvass of these negroes shows
that only 450 of them had ever taken
an education to fit them for the duties
of an uplifting life or had ever
learned a trade or a profession, and
that of these (450) only 106 were ac-
tually filling occupations other than
that of menials or helpers to me-
chanics and other trades people, show-
ing conclusively that giving the negro
social equality, elther in part or in
whole,in no way betters his general
condition, and that in spite of all that
has been donme for him, he stil] de-
sires to be the “hewer of wood and the
drawer of water,” or rather he prefers
to be shiftless and live from hand to
mouth, which practically means that
he lives off the white people.

You should keep in mind approxi-
mately of the voters of this State—55,-
000 are negroes, 34,000 white Republi-
cans and 105,000 are Democrats. The |
negroes, combining with the white Re- |
publicans, gives the Republcans 89,-
000 voters, and it is needless to say
that if that party is successful the tail
is not going to wag the dog, but the
negroes will be in a*position to de-
mand everything they want.—Selected.

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CORNSTALK DISEASE.

Look Out for Your Cattle If You Let
Them Run In Fields.

When cattle are allowed to rum in
stalk fields it frequently happens that
a large per cent. die from various
causes. All these troubles are class-
ed under the one term—cornstalk
disease. In some western fields
where there is a second growth of
cane stalk late in the fall an early
frost will at times develop in the
stalk a deadly poison, hydrocyanic
acid, which kills the animal in a
very few minutes after eating it, says
the Kansas Agrcultural college.

In the lagt year or two some of
our state experiment stations have
been investigating several molds
which seem to affect not only cattle,
but horses as well. These molds
grow quite abundantly upon corn-
stalks, alfalfa and othen forage crops.
The death of a great number of ani-
mals has been traced directly to the
feeding of such affected fodded, hay
or corn. These molds, however,must
have a certain amount of molisture
for their growth, and it has been
shown that when the feeds have been
properly harvested and sheltered no
trouble has resulted. Only in ma-
terials exposed to the weather, al-
lowing the development of these
lower forms of plant life, has serious
trouble been found.

In the treatment of these troubles |-

nothing reliable can be given, as dis-
ease usually comes on without any
warning,and the animal dies suddenly.
