URGE LINGOLN HIGHWAY

MARYLAND CONGRESSMEN ADVOCATE
IT BEFORE HOUSE COMMITTEE.

The House Committee on the Li-
brary gave 2 hearing on last Tuesday
on the Borland bill to empower the
Lincoln Memorial Commission to se-
cure plans and designs for a highway
in honor of Abraham Lincoln from
Washington to the battle field of
Gettysburg.  Representatives Talbott
and Lewis, of Maryland, and Lafean,
of Pennsylvania, were among the
speakers, all advocating the proposi-
tion. Former Governor Warfield
was on hand to givé his support, but
the committee did not reach him be-
| fore the noon hour, and he had to
| return to Baltimore to keep an en-
gagement without speaking. Other

Black, of the Grand Army, of the
Republic, also advocated the bill
strongly. General Black told the

committee that it was the dream of
the Grand Army of the Republic .to
see a highway from Washington to
Gettysburg. He declared it would be
only a question of time when the
highway, if built, would be extend-
ed to Richmond.

George C. Diehl, chairman, of the
good roads board of the American
Automobile Association, said:

“lI have carefully gone into the
subject of the cost of construction,
and I estimate the cost of a 40-foot
road, with a 24-foot strip of macad-
am, treated with a bituminous binder,
at $20,000 a mile. This would make
the cost of the 72-mile stretch about
$1,500,000, and the cost of mainten-
ance would be $750 a mile, including
the renewal of the surface of the
road every 10 years.”

Mr. Lafean, who represents the
Gettysburg district in Congress, de-
clared that his people favored the
highway.

“The Government has spent about
$11,000,000 to beautify Gettysburg and
we have no quick way to get there
from the national capital. All tour-
ists to our country have two places
on their program, Washington and
Gettysburg, and it requires two days
to make the round trip between the
two points. I believe that the peo-
ple along the way world give-a right
of way to the Govermment.

Logan Waller Page, chief of the
Bureau of Good Roads, said that it
should uot cost more than $20,000 a
mile to make a good road.

RULES GOVERNING FIELD CORN
CONTEST OF BOYS’ CLUB.

1. Boys joining club and enter-
ing contests must be between 10 and
18 years of age. i

2. No boy shall contest for prize
unless he becomes a member of club.

3. The members of the club must
agree to study the circulars furnish-
ed them by lectures and circulars of
instruction and information Iin’' re-
gard to seed selection, fertilization,
cultivation, etc.

4. Each boy must plan his own
crop and do his own work. A small
boy may hire help for heavy plow-
ing in preparing the soil.

5. Exhibits of the twelve best
ears, must be delivered to committee
by the last week of November.

6. The land and corn must be care-
fully measured in the presence of at

least two disinterested witnesses,
who shall attest to certificate of the
boy.

7. Gathér the corn and weigh it.
Weigh two 100 pound lots from differ-
ent parts of the total. Shuck and
shell each lot and then weigh the
ghelled corn in each instance in or-
der to find the average percentage of
shelled corn. Multiply the total
weight by this per cent and divide by
56 to get the number of bushels.
