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Bill Now Pending in Congress.

There is a bill now pending in Con-
gress which, it is probable, not many
Marylanders know much about, but in
which they, in common with the peo-
ple of the rest of the country, have a
very real interest. It is the one yro-
viding for a national ocean-to-ocean
highway, by which the old roads and
trails which helped to make the coun-
try’s history are to be widened and
improved to form a great artery of
travel from Washingron to the Pacific.

This road would traverse Maryland
from the National Capital to Garrett
county, passing nearly through the
center of this county. This great
highway ig planned as a memorial to
the ‘men and women 'who carried civ-
ilization from the Atlantic to the Pa-
cific.

The bill was introduced in the
House of Representatives in January
by Congressman William P. Borland,
of Kansas City, and referred to the
Committee on Agriculture, of which
Congressman Lamb, of Virginia, is
chairman.

It provides that the road shall ex-
tend through Maryland, West Virgin-
ia, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Illin-
ois, Missouri, Kansas, Colorado, New
Mexico, Arizona, California, Nebras-
ka, Wyoming, Idaho, Nevada, Oregon
and Washington, being made up of
Iinks that are now known as Brad-
dock’s Road, National Pike, the Santa
Fe Trail, Kearney’s Road and the Or-
egon Trail. The road is to be not
less than 20 feet of the best available
macadam.

The sections of the road lying in
any one State are to be built by that
State or by any of the subdivisious of
the State, and when the part lying
within any State has been completed,
half the cost of construction is to be
refunded by the National Government.
The Dill provides that the highway
must always be kept in good repair by
the States through which it passes.

An Efiort for Railroad Connections.

The situation of Taneytown,with ref-
erence to railroad connections to and
from Westminster and Baltimore, has
been placed before the Public Service
Commission throughsomewhat lengthy

* correspondence, which. has called
forth replies from both the N. C. R,
and the W. M. R. R. For twenty-five
years, these two roads have managed
to evade connections at Keymar, with
Baltimore, to and from this end of the
N. C. R., and the outlook is that if
left to work out their own prefer-
ences, will continue to do so.

At present, a connection from Bal-
timore to Taneytown is missed at
Keymar in the morning, by 11 min-
utes. This is but a single instance
which might be repeated numerously
by going over the experience of years.
There is not a single connection, even
by waiting an hour, either morning
or evening,from Baltimore and West-
minster toward Taneytown; and
only one daily connection toward Bal-
timore, and that in the evening by
waiting at Keymar 45 minutes.

This long-standing situation is not
accidental, but apparently one of de-
liberate planning and choice, on the
part of one or both of the roads. No
gsane person believes that two roads, if
operated 'harmoniously, would fail for
26 years to give at least one connec-
tion each way, every ‘day, at Keymar,
recognizing in some slight degree the
relations that ought to exist between
a public carrier and the public itself.

It is up to the Public Service Com-
mission to require the two roads to
give the public a fair service, if tke
Commission is anything like true to
its name, and has any real powers
over the corporations purporting to
give a reasonably satisfactory public
gervice in return for their rights oi
way. The roads, if left to them-
selves, will not do it in this case, if
past service is any criterion.—Car-
roll Record.
