STAMPS FOR PARCELS POST.

Unique Designs Being Made For
Forwarding Mail Packages.

; Washington, Sept. 29.—Arrange-
! ments have been made by Postmaster-
; General Hitchcock for the engraving

The second series will show at

. work in their several environments
the four great classes of postal em-
ployes— postoffice clerks, railway
mail clerks, city letter carriers and
rural delivery carriers. The third
series will represent four industrial
scenes showing the principal sources
of the products that probably will be
transported extensively by parcels
post.

The stamps will be ready for dis-
tribution December 1, in order that
the 60,000 postoffices may be supplied
with them before the law becomes ef-
fctive—January 1.

The Great Frederick iFair.
The great Frederick Fair, which

has come to be recognized as the
leading fair in Maryland, will this
year be; held on October 22, 23, 24 and
25. No fair in Maryland provides as
many comforts for its patrons, nor
affords, such a variety of interesting
and attractive features, as does this
popular fair. Each year the manage-
ment strives to present a program
entirely different from former years,
and succeeds admirably, and those
who attend the Frederick Fair this
year will not have a dull moment
while on the fair grounds. In addi-
tion to a midway crowded with ev-
erything that will amuse, there will
be motorcycle races, a baby show that
will award prizes of gold coin, first-
class vaudeville performances, bal-
loon ascensions, mule races, a gang
plowing demonstration, the like of
which has never before been witness-
ed in this part of the country, and
plenty of harness and running races.
An additional building for poultry
has been provided. It is equipped
with new wire coops, a cement floor
and plenty of light. The fair man-
agers propose making the poultry ex.
Mbit a fanciers’ show, where birds
of rarest plumage will be seen. All
railroads entering Frederick will run
special trains and sell tickets at re-
duced rates.

What Constitutes a Subscriber.
A court decision has lately been

rendered in Massachusetts on what
constitutes a subscriber. The Judge
firmly believed that the man who re-
ceives the paper, although he never
subscribed for it, is entitled to pay,
says the American Press.

James Thompson moved, and Will-
iam Robinson took immediate pos-
session, and received and accepted a
weekly paper that was delivered to
him through the mails every week.
The good natured editor sent ac-
counts frequently, but no attention
was paid to them by Mr. Robinson.

Robinson had received the paper
for some time, he informed the col-
lector, but he said that he never sub-
scribed and declined to pay for it.
The judge personally questioned the
defendant, who said that he had read
and made use of it and was receiving
the accounts, which Were frequently
enclosed in the paper.

Judgment was rendered in favor of
the newspaper. The judge was se-
vere in his criticism of people who
are receiving papers and do not
think It worth while to pay for what
they receive and make use of. It is
an act of dishonesty, he said. One
should acquaint the publisher and
pay for whatever numbers he re-
ceives.
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
