An unofficial list of members-elect
¢ the House of Representatives of the
hird Congress, which has been
compiled by House Clerk South Trim-
ble, gives the Democrats a majority of
155, against 60 in the present House.
The Democrats, according to Mr.
Trimble’s information, have elected
295 members and the Republicans and
Progressives have elected 140.

The Democrats will control the dele-
gations of 29 States, while the Repub-
licans and Progressives combined
pave a majority of Representatives
from 18 States. Nebraska, as it is in
the present Congress, stands a tie—
three Democrats and three Republican
Progressives.

The biggest solid Democratic dele-
gation is returned by Texas. The Lone
Grar State elected 18 Democrats and
not a Republican. Illinoits and New
York have elected more Democrats,
put their delegations are not solid.
