
ANOTHER WJL WRECK
PITTSBURGH FLYER IS IN HEAD-ON

COLLISION.

As a result of the head-on collision
between. Western Maryland Railroad
passenger train No. 8 and a westbound
freight train at Bldwell, Pa., 67 miles
west of Cumberland, Saturday night
at 11.13 o'clock, two railroad men are
dead, two seriously injured and one
passenger Injured. The dead are:

James R, Shepherd, of Cumberland,
engineer of the passenger train, who
died Sunday evening at the Connells-

vllle Hospital, the result of being
badly scalded by the escaping steam
from his engine.

J. J. Hochklss, of Rldgeley, W. Va„ I
fireman of passenger engine, scalded; |
died Sunday morning at Connellaville
Hospital.

The Injured:
Engneer M. Mower, Cumberland; |

sprained ankle, bruised about the i
shoulder and cut about the face.

Fireman E. C. Campbell, Cumber-
land; picked up unconscious. He
quickly recovered and assisted at the
wreck; went home with Mower on
train S 8 Sunday morning and both
walked to their homes.

H. Wilson, of Frostburg, a passen- 1
ger, cut about the head and should-}
era and bruised.

The passenger train, was running:
on time and had the right of way. j
The westbound freight train, pulled ¦
by engine 732, had reached the siding
In plenty of time to pul! In, but a
coupling broke, causing the train to
part, leaving a portion on the main
track. It was necessary for the en-
gine to cut from the train and go |
after the portion on the main track,;
and this put It close to No. B’s lime at j
that point. A flagman went j
back to stop the passenger train and j
asserts that he flagged the train In S
the usual way with torpedoes and I
lantern, but does not know If he was
seen.

Fireman Campbell stales he re- j
members nothing about the wreck 1
until returning consciousness brought!
him to a realization of what had hap-
pened, except that he heard his
engineer yell to jump,

Both engines were derailed and
piled onto each other. The damage |
to the engines Is estimated at $3,000.
The track was not badly torn, neither
were the cars Injured, owing to the
fact that they were all steel under-
frame equipment. The wrecked pas-
senger train was pulled back and
taken on to Cumberland, arriving
there at 3.40 o'clock Sunday morning,
eight hours late.
