PROCLAMATION
Proposed Amendments to the

Constitution of Maryland.

WHEREAS, at tbe January Session ofthe General Assembly of Maryland, heldIn the year of our Lord one thousand nine
hundred and twelve, Arts were passed
proposing amendments to Section 3 of
Article li .Section 27 of Article 3; Sectionof Article 5; Section 3 of Article 5;
Section 21 of Article 4; and adding a pro-
posed new Section to Article Si of the
Conatllutlon of this State, which said Acts¦re In tbe following words, to wit;

CHAPTER 402.
AN At T to propose an smendmeut to

Article 3 of the Constitution of this State
by adding s new Section, to be known as
WA ; and to provide for the submission of
said amendment to the qualified voters ofthis State for adoption or rejection,

SECTION I. Be It enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly of Maryland. (three fifths
of all the members of each of the two 1
Houses concurring). That tbe following
new section be and the same Is hereby
proposed as an amendment to Article I,
title legislative Department,” of the
Constitution of this State, the name to be
Inserted after Section 40 and to be uum. I
bered 40A, and if adopted hy the legally
qualified voters thereof, as herein provid-
ed, said section shall become a part of
Article 3 of tbe LMostllutton of Mary-
land.

40A. The General Assembly shall enact
no law authorising private pru|wrty to be
taken for public use without just compen-
sation. to be agreed upon between tbe par-
ties or awarded by s jury, being Brat paid
or tendered to tbe parly entitled to such
compensation, but where such property Is
situated In Baltimore City and la desired
by this Stale or by the Mayor and City
Council of Baltimore, the General Assent- !
