The grand jurors of the State of
Maryland, for the body of Carroll
county, for the November term, in the
year nineteen hundred and thirteen,
respectfully report to your Honorable
Court:

That they have during the time they
have been in session, four days, In-
vestigated 21 cases brought to
their attention, found 18 presentments
and true bills in 18 cases and deter-
mined to find no presentments and
true bills in three cases examined.

We have examined the license rec-
ords in the Clerk’s office and found
quite a number of persons doing busi-
ness without a trader’s license, and
a number of persons dealing in real
estate without real estate license.

We suggest and advise the State’s
Attorney to notify such persons en-
gaged in business, either merchaudise
or real estate, requiring a license, and
upon their failure to comply with the
law, to institute criminal proceedings
before a Justice of the Peace against
them.

As required by law this body visited
the Jail of the county and found the
building well kept by the present
sheriff,

The grand jurors also visitea the
Almshouse of the county and are
pleased to say that this institution, as
now conducted, is one of the best in
the State, and that the Commissioners
as well as the steward, Mr. Humpoert,
and his wife, are also to be highly
commended for the splendid condition,
care and management of the institu-
tion.

The grand jurors were entertained
at the jail and at the Almshouse by
Mr. Davis, sheriff, and Mr. Humbert,
steward, with delightful refreshments.

There being nothing further tu en-
gage the attention of the grand jurors
they respectfully ask to be discharged,
subject to the further call of your
Honorable Court.

CAN TAX FOREIGN FIRMS.

Supreme Court Upholds Constitution-
ality of Massachusetts Corporation
Law.

After years of vain endeavor by
State authorities to tax foreign cor-
porations doing business within their
borders, Massachusetts has solved the
problem. The Supreme Court on Mon-
day sustained as constitutional the
Massachusetts Foreign Corporation
Tax law of 1909, Chief Justice White
and Justices Van Devanter and Pitney
dissenting.

The decision was regarded by many
who heard Justice Day deliver it as
marking an epoch in State taxation.

The Massachusetts law provides
that every foreign corporation shall
pay annually an excise tax of one
fiftieth of 1 per cent. of its authorized
stock. Justices Day, Holmes, McKen-
na, Lurton, Hughes and Lamar inter-
preted this to mean almost the same as
the Federal Corporation Tax Ilaw,
which avoided previous errors by
careful phraseology. They held that
this meant a tax on the privilegeof do-
ing business within the State an dnota
tax on the property of the corporation
outside the State,

An income of $250,000 a year is sav-
ed to the State by the Supreme Court’s
decigion upholding the Massachusetts
Foreign Corporation Tax law.

The Supreme Court has already de-
clared unconstitutional somewhat
similar laws adopted by Kansas, Ark-
ansas and Colorado, on the ground
that the tax was a burden on inter-
State commerce. Argument in favor
of the Massachusetts statute was made
by Attorney-General Swift on the
ground that it was not an attempt to
regulate inter-State commerce and
that it was not a tax on property out-
side the State.

The law provides that every foreign
corporation doing business in Massa-
chusetts shall pay annually to the
Commonwealth a tax of one-fiftieth of
1 per cent. on the par value of its
authorized capital stock, such tax not
to exceed $2,00L
