| Creek township, December 19, had
paid S3O for his own murder, i the

conclusion announced by officers who

have been working for weeks on the
case.

j Lechtenfeld furnished the revolver,
that he borrowed from another. He
bought the cartridges that were to
penetrate his own body. He then
hired the assassin to commit the deed
and stood in the bushes while the fel-
low aimed and fired, is the theory of
the police.

To prove this the state constabulary

officers have much evidence. The mo-
jtive of the crime was lacking from the
first. There was every indication of:
suicide, with the impossibility of It.
jHe had threatened suicide by poison-
ing and shooting, but feared to do so.
In a saloon he offered money to a man
to kill him, and it has been establish- ,
ed that he left the saloon with a
strange foreigner, although nothing ,
was thought of it at the time.

The fact that he paid for his own

murder Is indicated by the fact that
he had money above the amount he .

h'ew Disease of Sweet Potato Dis-

covered In Virginia.
A new disease, the foot rot of the

sweet potato, has recently been dis-
covered by the pathologists of the U.
S. Department of Agriculture, which
threatens to materially restrict the
production of the crop in certain lo-
calities.

The disease is known as foot rot
:and attacks primarily the lower part
of the stem from the soil line to four
or five inches above it. The fungus
kills the plants by the destruction of
the epidermis or bark of the stem.
Sometimes the organism may attack
the vine several feet from the hill,
usually where the leaf is attached and
from there spreads In both directions.
Small black bodies about the size of
a pin point and just visible to ths
naked eye are formed on the diseased
spots.

The disease may be distributed in
several ways. It has been found in
the hot'beds on the slips and is prob-
ably carried on them to the field. It
has been shown also that the organ-
ism will grow from the affected po-
tato onto the slips growing there-
from. Furthermore, the fungus will
grow from diseased plants onto ths
potatoes produced from them. The
organism causing the disease lives
over the winter on the dead vines in

: the field and may infect healthy plants

when set out in the spring.
The sale and exchange of potatoes

; or slips is another method of dla-
I tributing the disease from one farm to
another, or from one locality to an-

I other. The disease, like many eth-
ers of a similar kind, may be dis-
tributed on farm implements, on the
| feet of cattle or horses which roam
! from one field to another. The
spores may even be carried with the
dust during strong winds.

In view of these facts, it is appar-
ent that sanitary methods should he
employed in controlling the disease.
These should consist In the careful
selection of only sound, healthy po-
tatoes for seed. The soil for the hot
bed should be obtained two or three
feet from below the surface after
throwing off the top layer, or from
woods where there is no possibility

that it might be Infected. Healthy
slips produced by these methods,
should be planted on ground where
sweet potatoes have never been
grown, or at least where the disease
has never occurred. Healthy slips
planted or diseased soil will become
diseased. Neither seed sweet pota-
toes nor plants should be purchased
from localities where this disease is
prevalent. The disease will likely in-
crease each year if sweet potatoes are
planted continually on the same
ground.—From U. S. Department of
Agriculture.

OVER 100,000 DIVORCES.

Startling Statistics Given By San
Francisco Speaker.

[From a San Francisco Dispatch.]
Two million divorces have neen

granted in the United States in the
last 53 years, according to Dr. Francis
Miner Moody, executive secretary of
the International Congress on Mar-
riage and Divorce, which is to meet
here in convention in 1915, who spoke
today before the California Cowilb-
sion on Marriage and Divorce.

“There are only 18,000,000 married
women In this country who could be
divorced,” said Dr. Moody. "Yet 110,-
000 divorces have been granted this
year, a greater number than ever be-

fore.”
