Fanned by a stiff breeze from the
southwest, a fire w|lch started in the

rear of the boiler-room of the Farm- j
ers’ Milling and Grain 'Company at

Mt. Airy, shortly before noon on Wed-

nesday and from some unknown
cause, wiped out one whole side of
the business district of the town and

for a time threatened to spread to

the residential section. The damage

is estimated at SB6/100 partly covered
by insurance.

The buildings destroyed were: ;
Farmers’ Millingand Grain Company:

Storage warehouse: B. M. Moles worth,

lumber and coal yard; Watkins &

Banks general merchandise; Robert
L. Runkles, hardware and cuttlery;

C. L. Skagg, green grocery; Home of
William W. Baker, manager of the
milling concdm; First National Bank
of Mt. Airy; Runkles & Wagner, ice
plant; Several outbuildings on the '
place of C. Arnold Fleming, quarter

of a mile away.
The buildings partly destroyed 1

were: The Baltimore and Ohio Rail-

road station, side facing mill charred; ;
Mount Airy Lumber and Grain Com-
pany, office burned; E. M. Molesworth
& Sons, furniture dealers, front and

cornice damaged: Office of the Pied- 1
mont-Mount Airy Company, roof and
side burned.

The offices of Or. W. D. Hopkins,
dentist; E. M. Molesworth and the
home of William O. Banks were in
the buildings destroyed. Persons liv-\
ing within two city blocks from the j
blaze, fearing that the flames would |
spread, moved the majority of their [
household furnltufe out of their
homes. In fighting the flames at the
Mount Airy-Piedmont Company Nor-
man Woods, a salesman, was slightly
burned about the fice and right hand. J

It was a few minutes before noon

when Robert Runkles, proprietor of
a hardware store but a few houses
away from the mill, walked out of
his store and, glancing toward the
milling concern, noticed flames lick-
ing their way through the roof direct-
ly over the boiler-room.

None of the men employed in the
place had as yet discovered the fire.
Hurrying to the plant, Mr. Runkles
notified George Davis, engineer and ,
fireman, of the blaze.

Davis sounded the alarm and In a
few minutes the half dozen or more

men employed in the mill had form-
ed a bucket brigade and began to
fight the flames, hut their efforts to

[check it were unavailing. In less
than ten minutes after the fire was

| discovered the entire mill, which Is
of frame construction, was a seething

I furnace. ,
i Carried by the stiff breeze, the fire
jumped across a two-foot opening be-
tween the mill proper and the storage
plant and in a short time this build-
ing was also ablaze. Mount Airy has
no water lines for fire fighting and¦ the only water available was that
carried from a nearby pond in buck-
ets. It was a tedious job, but the
men employed at the mill and citi-

I zens of the town worked like Trojans.
In the storehouse was thousands

of bushels of wheat and corn and
these helped to feed the flames and
make the fire burn more briskly. It
was hut a few minutes after the'

1 flames started before they had shot
up to the telephone and telegraph I
wires which run along the side of the i
milling company and these fell to

the ground, endangering the lives of
i the firefighters.

Milton G. Urner, president of the
i First National Bank, ordered the
money there put into a trunk. Forty ,
thousand dollars’ worth of green-

backs and coins was dumped in and
Mr. Hall In an automobile, witn an
armed guard on each side, carried
the money to Frederick.

The whole street was alive with
shouting men. almost frantic at their 1
inability to cope with the fire. Ex- :

For months the question of “water
works or no water works” has oeen
a political issue in Mount Airy. The
Board of Trade, with A. W. Hail,
vice-president of the First National
Bank, at its bead, organized the fight
for water works, aided by the Wo-
men’s Civic League, of which Mis. C.
P. Gowan is president. Members of
the Town Council are said to have
opposed the plan. The advocates
had an engineer make a report and
estimate the cost last December. A
bill was introduced into the Legis-
lature and its backers and opponents
were in Annapolis on Wednesday to
argue the matter out.

This is the third disastrous fire In
the history of the town. Twenty
years ago SIOO,OOO worth of property
on the site of Wednesday’s fire was
destroyed. Ten years ago a block on

the south side of the railroad was de-
stroyed, with a loss almost as great.

Some difficulty may arise in deter-
mining who will stand the loss on
the Molesworth lumber yard. E. M.
Molesworth sold this a week ago to
the People’s Lumber and Supply Com-
pany. He said Wednesday that the
papers had been signed, but that the
money had not been paid over.

It is thought that the burned build-
ings will be rebuilt as soon as pos-
sible.

DEATHS.
Konser.

Colonel John R. Rouser, known
throughout Frederick county as the
“Grand Old Man,” at one time register
of wills and four times a member of
the Maryland Legislature and promi-
nent in State politics, died at his
home at Thurmont at 6 o’clock Wed-
nesday morning. His death was
quite sudden.

While his health had been falling
for several years, only one week ago
Colonel Rouser was able to appear

in Frederick at the head of a dele-
gation of 80 men to ask that Thur-
mont be given a new school building.

Colonel Rouser was born near
Thurmont on May 7, 1839. He was
educated at Thurmont In the Old
Mechanicstown Academy. At the age

of 18 he began business for himself,
engaging in the harness-making busi-
ness.. At the outbreak of the Civil
War he espoused the cause of the
Union and enlisted In Company D.
Sixth Maryland Infantry. His rise
was rapid, and before the close of
the war he was hrevetted lieutenant
colonel. He was wounded during the
Battle of the Wilderness*

At the close of the war he return-

ed to Thurmont and again took up
his business. In 1869 he was appoint-
ed postmaster at Thurmont. In 1873
he was elected register of wills for
Frederick county, in 1867 he was.

elected to the Legislature, and again
in 1894, 1896 and 1898.

He was for years an officer of the
Lutheran Sunday school of Thurmont

and a member of the Lutheran Church
and of the G. A. R. He had been

! president of the Thurmont National
Bank, resigning last January. He

I was twice married,
