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A LETTER FROM OKLAHOMA

By George Bussell Blxler, Formerly

of This City.

Following is an interesting letter
from George Russell Bixler, of Okla-
homa City, Oklahoma, to his parents,
Mr. and Mrs. George A Bixler,
Pennsylvania avenue, which was
written on July 20, 1914, of a camping
trip 100 miles from home:

Oklahoma City, Okla., July 20, 1914.

Dear Mother:
I “We arrived home safe Saturday
evening, and surely had a fine trip. We
left Coyle iu Wednesday, July Bth, and
drove all the way to Fairfax, up in
the Osage country, nearly a hundred
mile drive. We had one of the regu-
lar old prairie schooners (covered
wagons), and drove a good deal along

the Indian trails. We camped along
the prairie and cooked our meals over
a camp fire. I sent you a card from
Pawnee, which is about half way.
Pawnee is a typical western town,
lots of cowboys and Indians. They
were having a round-up there when
we arrived, but we did not get to see
any of it, as we wanted to get to the
liver as soon as we could. We reached
the river Friday evening, put up our
tent and started fishing right away.
We had four trout lines, and caught
26 fish by Saturday noon. We tried
to keep them in a sack along the
banks, but the turtles got the best of

them. We losl about thirty fish in all
by the turtles. They would knaw a
hole in the sack and eat the fish. But
we had all we could eat, and brought
about ten back with us to Coyle. We
also had lots of squirrel and frogs to
eat

We pulled stakes on Tuesday night
and left for home. We only drove
about ten miles that night, as the
roads were very rough and rocky, but
got a good start Wednesday morning.
We reached Coyle Thursday night.

We had a hard drive home, as we had
to face the wind all the way, and it
was just like facing a red hot oven.
The corn crop is a failure on account
of the hot winds. It fust wilted before
our eyes.

Just on this side of Pawnee we met
a cowboy along the road. He had a
six-shooter out and was shooting at
nearly everything he could see. He
told us that he had just shot a chicken
up the road and for us to get it. We
drove on and got the chicken and had
it for supper that evening.

We had lots of experience on the
trip, but I don’t think I would want
to live like it always. It is healthy
enough, but is more work than fun.”
