Destroying Cut Worms.
My garden is greatly troubled with

cut worms in the early spring.
Would you advise salt to kill them?’’

If a garden is kept cleanly culti-
vated ail the year and not allowed to
grow up in weeds in the fall, there
will be few cutworms. When I bought
the garden I now cultivate it had

Ibeen lying out in weeds for years,
and the first spring I had cut worms
by the thousand and had the fight of
my life. Since then my garden has

(been ran as an all-the-year garden
and is constantly kept in crops and
ikept clean, and now there is rarely
a cut worm, for the eggs are laid
among weeds in the fall. To destroy
them in spring mix some wheat bran,
barley moistened with water sweet-
ened with molasses, and add one part
of Pari# green to 50 parts of the bran
and mix it well so that some of the
green sticks to every particle. Then
scattered a little around any plants j
that are liable to be attacked and the
cut worms wll Ibe killed. Then keep
the garden perfectly clean of grass
and weeds all the year round, and do
not merely plant a spring garden and
then have a weed patch in the fall.—
W. F. Massey, in The Progressive 1
Farmer. •

Furious fighting has been resumed
in Russian Poland, according to a
dispatch from Petrograd.
