FORMER SENATOR FROM CARROLL
COUNTY BEING URGED BY HIS
FRIENDS TO BECOME A CANDI-
DATE FOR THE DEMOCRATIC NOMI-
NATION FOR CHIEF EXECUTIVE OF
THE STATE—WOULD PROBABLY
BE BACKED BY CONGRESSMAN
TALBOTT.

Johnzie E. Beasman, for 12 years
a member of the Senate from Car-
roll county, is contemplating an an-
nouncement at an early date that he
will be a candidate for the Demo-
cratic nomination for Governor. He
is being urged by his Democratic
friends in Western Maryland and in
the central counties to enter the field
at once in order that those anxious
to support him may not commit
themselves to the other candidates al-
ready in the field and who are losing
no time in attaching support to their
respective standards.

Mr. Beasman is assured that he
will be the champion of Democrats
in the Western and Central counties
if he will make the fight. His friends
point out that the Eastern Shore has
a candidate in Comptroller Emerson
C. Harrington, that Baltimore is rep-
resented in the list of candidates by
Congressman J. Charles Linthicum

and that Senator Lee’s friends
throughout the State have induced
him to be a candidate. Messrs.

Harrington and Linthicum are mak-
ing their fight within the regular
party organization, while Mr. Lee is
forming his own organization. Hence
organization Democrats in the Cen-
tral and Western counties have no
candidate around whom they can
rally. Thence they say the psycholog-
ical hour has arrived for Mr. Beas-
man to enter the race.

It is even further pointed out that
Congressman J. Fred C. Talbott may
give his support to Mr. Beasman.
The veteran Baltimore county leader,
it is urged cannot consistently give
Mr. Lee his support this year despite
the fact that he was his mainstay in
the campaign four years ago for the
Democratic nomination for Governor.
