s PROCLAMATION
Proposed Amendments to the

Constitution of Maryland.

Whereas, at the January Session of the

General Assembly of Maryland held In the
year nineteen hundred and fourteen.
Acts were passed, to wit: Chanter 380,
proposing an amendment to Article 15, of
the Declaration of Bights of the Consti-
tution of Maryland; Chapter 416, pro-
posing a new Article to said Constitu-
tion to be known as Article XI-A;
Chapter 433, proposing an additional sec-
tion to Article ill of said Constitution
and Chapter 673, proposing an additional
Article to said Constitution to be known
as Article XIV: which said Acts of the
General Assembly are in words and fig-
ures following:

CHAPTER 390.
An Act to amend Article XV of the Dec-

laration of Bights of the Constitution of
the State of Maryland, and to provide for
the submission of such amendment to the
qualified voters of this State for their ad-
option or rejection.

Section 1. Be It enacted by the General
Assembly of Maryland (three-fifths of all .
the Members of each of the two Houses i
concurring). That the following Article'

9 be and the same is hereby proposed in
’ the place and stead of Article XV of the
? Declaration of Bights of the Constitu-
-9 tion of the State of Maryland, as at
• present existing, and if adopted by the

legal qualified voters thereof, as herein
provided, it shall supercede and stand in

. place and stead of such Article.
Article XV. That the levying of tares¦ by the poll is grievous and oppressive¦ and out to be prohibited; that paupers

: ought not to be assessed for the support
of the government; that the General As-
sembly shall, by uniform rules, provide

„ for separate assessment of land and clas-
! siflcatlon and sub-classifications of Im-

, provements on land and personal prop-
t erty. as It may deem proper; and all
3 tares thereafter provided to be levied by

the State for the support of the general¦ State Government, and by the counties
and by the City of Baltimore for their

1 respective purposes, shall be uniform as¦ to land within the class or sub-class of
improvements on land and personal
property which the respective taxing

5 powers may have directed to be suhject-
ri ed to the tax levy: yet fines, duties or
'• taxes imposed, or laid with a political
- view for the good government and bene-
- fit of the community.

, serably held in this State, submitted to

of the directions contained In Article

9 XIV of the Constitution of this State.
" and that at said general election the vote

- on said proposed amendment to the Con-
-9 stitution shall he by ballot, and upon

5 each official ballot there shall be printed
the words “For the Constitutional Amend-
ment." and “Against the Constitutional
Amendment.” as now prescribed by law.

• and immediately after said election due
returns shall be made to the Governor of
the vote for and against said proposed
amendment as directed by Article XIV of
the Constitution.

Section 1. On demand of the Mayor of

Baltimore and City Council of the City of
Baltimore, or on petition bearing the
signature of not less than 20 per cent of
the registered voters of said city or any
county (provided, however, that In any
case 10,000 signatures shall be sufficient
to complete a petition), the Board of
Election Supervisors of said city or coun-
ty shall provide at the next general
or Congressional election, occurring after
such demand or the filing of such peti-
tion. for the election of a charter board
of eleven registered voters of said city or
five registered voters in any such coun-
ties. Nominations for members of said
charter board may be made not less than
forty days prior to said election by the
Mayor of Baltimore and City Council of
the City of Baltimore or the County Com-
missioners of such county, or not less
than twenty days prior to said election
by petition bearing the signatures writ-
ten In their own handwriting (and not by
their mark) of not less than 5 per cent
of the registered voters of the said City
of Baltimore or said county; provided,
that In any case two thousand signatures
of registered voters shall be sufficient to
complete any such nominating petition,
and it not more than eleven registered
voters of the City of Baltimore or not
more than five registered voters In any
such county are so nominated their
names shall not be printed on the ballot,
but said eleven registered voters in the
City of Baltimore or five In such county
shall constitute said charter board from
and after the date of said election. At

Provided,
however, that the charters for the various
counties shall provide that the County
Council of the counties shall not sit more
than one month In each year for the
purpose of enacting legislation shall be
enacted during the month so designated
for that purpose in the charter, and all
laws and ordinances so enacted shall be
published once a week for three succes-
sive weeks in at least one newspaper
published in such counties, so that the
taxpayers and citizens may have notice
thereof. This provision shall not apply

|to Baltimore city. All such local laws

Any law so drawn as to
apply to the two or more of tbe geo-
graphical sub-divisions of this State shall
not be deemed a Local Law. within the
meaning of this Act. The term "geo-
graphical sub-division” herein used- snail
be taken to mean tbe City of Baltimore
or any of the counties of this State.

Sec. 6. Amendments to any charter
adopted by the City of Baltimore or by
any county of this State under the pro-
visions of this Article may be proposed
by a resolution of the Mayor of Balti-
more and the City Council of said City of
Baltimore, or the Council of said county,
or by a petition signed by not less than

120 per cent of the registered voters of
said city or county, provided, however,
that in any case 10,000 signatures shall
be sufficient to complete a petition, and
filed with the Mayor of Baltimore or the
President of the County Council, and
when so proposed shall be submitted to
the voters of said city or county at the
next General or Congressional election
occurring after tbe passage of said reso-
lution, or the filing of said petition, and
if at said election tbe majority of the
votes cast for and against said amend-
ment shall be In favor thereof, saidamendment shall be adopted and become
a part of the charter of said city or
county from and after the thirtieth day
after said election. Said amendments
shall be published by said Mayor of

1 Baltimore or President of the County
Council once a week for five successive
weeks prior to said election In at least
one newspaper published in said city or
county.

Sec. 6. The power heretofore conferredupon the General Assembly to prescribe
the number, compensation, powers andduties of the County Commissioners in
each county, and the power to make
changes in Sections 1 to 6, inclusive.
Article XI of this Constitution, when
expressly granted as hereinbefore pro-

' vided, are hereby transferred to the
voters of each county and the voters of
City of Baltimore, respectively, provided
that said powers so transferred shall be
exercised only by the adoption or amend-
ment of a charter as hereinbefore pro-
vided further, that this Article shall not
be construed to authorize the exercise of
any powers In excess of those conferred
by the Legislature upon said counties or
city a? this Article sets forth.

Sec. 7. The word “Petition," as used
In this Article, means one or more
sheets written or printed, or partly writ-
ten and partly printed; “Signature”
means the signature of a registered voter
written by himself in his own bandwrit-ing (and not by his mark), together with
the ward or district and precinct in
which he is registered. The authenticity
of such signatures and the fact that the
persons so signing are registered voters
shall be evidenced by the affidavit of
one or more registered voters of the cityor county in which said voters so signing
are registered, and one affidavit may ap-
ply to cover any number of signatures to
such petition. The false signing of any
name, or the signing of any fictitiousname to said petition shall be forgery,
and the making of any false affidavit in
connection with said petition shall be
perjury.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted by
the authority aforesaid. That the afore-said Article hereby proposed as an
amendment to the Constitution shall be
at the next General Election for Members
of the General Assembly held in this
State, submitted to the legal and quali-
fied voters thereof, for their adoption or
rejection in pursuance of the directions
contained in Article XVI of the Constitu-
tion of this State, and at the said gen-
eral election the vote on said proposed
amendment to the Constitution shall beby ballot, and upon each ballot shall beprinted the words "For the Constitution-al Amendment” and “Against the Con-stitutional Amendment,” as now provid-
ed by law, and Immediately after saidelection due return shall be made to theGovernor of the vote for and against said
proposed amendment as directed by the
said Fourteenth Article of the Constitu-
tion.

Tbe increase iu any such
appropriation for maintaining or aiding
any public institution shall only take
effect as in case of other laws, and such
increase or any part thereof specified In
the petition, may be referred to a vote of
the people upon petition.
