M To Voter*.

A bill of complaint, questioning the
constitutionality of the act of the Leg-
islature submitting the question of
prohibition to the voters at the Novem-
ber election, was filed Tuesday in the
Circuit Court, at Elllcott City, by Mai
Siegel, proprietor of the Howard
House, and Walter W. Ritter, against

William J. Bauman, Arthur A. Bro-

tenne and W. Sewell Frizzell, the
Board of Paction Supervisors of How-
ard county.

The Mil atks that the election sup-
srvisor* be enjoined from placing this
question upon the ballots, and alleges

that the provisions of the law, especi-

ally as they rpply to Elllcott City, are

too vague and Indefinite in be submit-
ted to the voters, and further that

there Is no way provided In the act
for the holding of an election.

Prior to taking any steps in the mat-

ter, the Hoard of Election Supervisors

nought the advice of Attorney-General
KHchle. who advised that the voters of

Ullicutt City bad the right to pass upon

the question.
Another matter of great importance

is registration for participation In thin

election. The book of the registered

voters of Elllcott City cannot be re-
opetiwl to add new names, and only

those registered at the 1914 registra-

tion of ElllcoU City, Will be given the

opportunity to vote on this question.
