The association employ* a tester who
visits the farm of each member one
day during each month. The tester
arrives at the farm In the after* ton.

While the evening milking Is being
done he weighs and takes a sample
of the milk produced by each cow, and
record* the amount of feed consumed
by each cow In the herd. The neat
morning the weight of each cow’s milk
and the feed consumed is recorded
mm a sample of her milk is taken and,
added to the sample that was saved (
the evening before, thus making a
composite sample that 1* tested for'
butter fat according to the Babcock {
Method.

The total weight of the two milk-1
Ings constitutes a day’s yield. The |
dairyman knows the market price of!
his feeds, and the tester has the ,
amount of each cow In the herd, re-
corded in the stable book: so It is
easy to calculate the cost of T?cd for

clude the amount or milk and fat pro-
duced. the value of the product, the
cost of feed, the profit or less, the re-
turns for *1 expended for feed, the
feed cost of producing 100 lbs. of
milk, and the cost of producing 1
liound of butter fat .
