qualified voters of the State for their
adoptiou or rejection in conformity with
the directions contained in Article XIV ol
the Constitution of this State, and at said
election the vote on said proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution shall be by bal-
lot. and upon each ballot there shall be
placed the following synopsis of said
amendment under the caption of

‘CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT PRO-
VIDING FOR A BUDGET.’

‘This amendment provides that the Gov-
ernor shall present to the Legislature soon
after it is convened a Budget giving a com-
plete plan of proposed expenditures and es-
timated revenues for the two succeeding fis-
cal years showing clearly any surplus or
deficit in State funds. In these estimates
he shall make provision for the interest
and sinking funds of all State debts, for
all salaries as fixed by law, and for the
public schools as fixed tty law. With re-
gard to most other matters he may revise
the estimates presented to him either by
State Officers or State-aided institutions.
The Legislature may not increase the es-
timates presented by the Governor or pass
any additional appropriation act except by
a majority vote and must make provision
by tax for such increase or additional ap-
propriation. The Legislature may not alter
in an appropriation act the provision
made by law for the State debt, or for
the judiciary, but may reduce all other
items in the Governor’s estimates;’ and the
words ’for the Constitutional Amendment*
and ’against the Constitutional Amend-
ment’ as now provided by law. and im-
mediately after said election due returns
shall he made to the Governor of the vote
for and against the proposed amendment,
and further proceedings had in accord-
ance with Article XIV of the Constitution.

the German language, once a week for
three mouths next preceding the General
Election to be held in this State on Novem-
ber 7th, 1916, and at which election the
said proposed amendment to the Constitu-
tion shall he submitted, in form and man-
ner prescribed by the General Assembly,
to the legal and qualified voters of the
State for their adoption or rejection.
