100,000 TREES
AT COST.

STATE FOREST NURSERY FAST DISPOS-
ING OF STGCK; FIFTY THOUSAND
TREES ALREADY GONE.

Baltimore, March 10:—According to
the Board of Forestry, the State of
Maryland had better plan for an early
spring. Not that the Board is par-
ticulayly interested in this fact in it-
self, or is attempting to forecast the
weather. But—and this is important
—the: chief tree planting season of
the year is due to arrive with it, and
in this the Forestry people have a
very. direct concern.

The general tree planting public,
and nowadays nearly every one with
a little plot of ground or a strip of
land along the roadside comes within
this class, has been accustomed to
devoting a month or two in the spring
to work of this character. Autumn
is actually about as. good, but . the
public has a feeling that the time
when nature does its work along this
line is good enough for them, and
plans accordingly. Ordinarily, from
late in the month of March to nearly
the first of May is the tree planting
season, and in this period, short as it
is, there are many miles of highway
which get-a bordering of trees, and
numerous . plots of ground which
blessom out in little forests. Between
the day when the frost leaves the

{ ground -for good, and the early rains

begin to fall—that is the time, and
present indications are that this tiice
is very near.

For several weeks the Board of
Forestry has been answering appli-
cants with grants of trees, giving in-
formation on'-how and what, and
when, to plant, and sending out sev-
eral hundred of the application
blanks which list the trees now
growing in the Forest Nursery, As
these lists state, the trees are sold to
landowners of Maryland at cost. The
rates on all of them are very low, so
that in the past two years, or since
the Nursery was begun, 130,000 of
them have been sold for forest plant-
ing in this State. And the price was
about six-tenths of a cent apiece.
Fifty thousand have gone so far this
season. : ¢

LEWIS ON TARIFF BOARD

Ex-Congressman, Defeated For Sen-
ate, Gets Eight-Year Term.

p‘»:Jiifulﬂlggw:r; “March “14—David ~J°
Lewis, former Congressman from the
Sixth Maryland district, was appoint-
ed a member of the Tariff Commission
by President Wilson today. The name
of Mr. Léwis went to the Senate with
those of Prof. Frank W. Taussig, of
Harvard; Daniel C. Roper, of South
Carolina; William Kent, of California;
William S. Culbertson, of Kansas, and
Edward P. Costigan,.of Colorado.

The names of the six members of
this commission wére received by the
Senate in executive session and im-
mediately referred to the Senate
Finance Committee for a report. The
committee will meet tomorrow morn-
ing and already there are signs of
trouble from Republican headquarters.
Republican members said this after-
noon that the President had not in-
cluded one straight Republican in the
list.

Mr. Lewis will be confirmed with-
out difficulty and probably without
opposition. Senator John Walter
Smith, who had strongly indorsed the
former Congressman for this commis-
sion, will personally handle the mat-
ter of confirmation both in the Fi-
nance Committee and on the Senate
floor.

Members of the Tariff Commission
will receive $7,500 a year. Their pay
probably will be raised to $10,000 a
year after mext July and placed on a
level with the other commissions of
like importance. Mr. Lewis was
named for an eight-year term. The
normal tenure is 12 years, but the first
group of appointees were named for
varying terms from two years to 12,
making the commission virtually a
icontin_uous body.

Wife Wins Suit Against Saloonkeeper
Who Sold Man Liquor—Gets Verdict

For $20,000.

John Barleycorn was dealt a severe
blow at the hand of Justice Guy in
the Bronx County Court, New York,
when he awarded $20,000 damages to
a woman, who sued a hotelkeeper for
selling liquor to her husband.

The Justice conducted an inquest
without a jury into the complaint of
Mrs, Ida Heaton against William R.
Talbot, of Beacon, N. Y. She alleged
that Talbot disregarded her verbal and
written instructions not to sell liquor
to her husband, Reuben Heaton.

The suit was undefended and at the
conclusion of the inquest Justice Guy
awarded Mrs. Heaton a verdict for the
full amount sued for. Talbot did not
defend the action.

It was testified to by Mrs. Heaton
and corroborated by witnesses that
Heaton was a wealthy owner of a
chain of grocery stores in and around
the vicinity of Beacon, N. Y. He was
also the owner of a paper bag manu-
factory. Mrs. Heaton testified she
lived in luxury, had thrée servants, a
home of her own and emjoyed the best
that money could buy until her hus-
band began to patronize Talbot’s place,
which adjoined one of his grocery
stores in Beacon.

On some of Heaton’s ‘sprees he
would return home and beat his wife,
Mrs. Heaton testified, and she served
notice on Talbot that she¢ would hold

As a result of Heaton’s conduct his
wife won a decree of separation. Later
Justice Mills awarded her alimony of
$100 a month and the custody of three
children. It was testified that Heaton
continued on his way to financial and
commercial ruin, his grocery stores
were soon closed and the paper bag
manufactory also failed. Their house
was sold at foreclosure. \

Can We Afford To Feed Hogs Corn At
$1.12 a Bushel?

“Can a man afford to feed hogs
corn at $1.12 a bushel, or $4¢ a ton, at
the present price of hogs?”

The answer largely depends on the
feeder and his facilities for feeding
and marketing the hogs.

It requires from 400 to 600 pounds
of grain to produce 100 pounds of
gain on , Or say:am average of
500 pounds of corn to.:produce 100
pounds o x%u;} then hogs must sell
for $10 a hundred live weight to make
‘the corn bring $1.12 a bushel. As
there is more risk and tpouble in
feeding corm to hogs than in market-
ing it otherwige, uoj ’
bly sell for around $11 a hundred
when corn brings $1.12 a bushel.
are now selling at from $9 to $10 a
hundred. g s

But many men feed corn to hogs in
such a manner as to make it bring
eonsiderably above $1.12 a bushel.
They can only do this when - they
have good thrifty hogs and make a
small part of the ration corn, while
the hogs are grazing such crops as
alfalfa, peanuts, soy beans, cowpeas
or some other legume crop, which the
hogs can harvest. .

In combination with these legume
crops gathereq by the hogs, a one-
third or one-gquarter ration of corn
has often brought $2 or $3 a bushel,
after deducting the cost of making
the legume crop. As a general rule it
will not be found profitable to feed
corn at $1.12 a bushel unless hogs,sell
for $11 or more, per hundred pounds
live weight, but a small amount of
corn may be fed, even at this price, if
the hogs are grazing on a good le-
gume crop, even when the hogs bring
no more than present prices.—The
Progressive Farmer.

Cost of Living Was Higher in Four-
teenth Century Than Today.

Seattle, Wash., March 13.—A car-

penter in the fourteenth century re-
ceived a wage of only twelve cents
a day, against $4.50 today. Yet the
cost of living was, relatively, higher
than it is today.
* The statement is that of Professor
R. M. Garrett, of the University of
Washington, who also recites a list
of Tood costs taken from the accounts
of the expenditures of the Earl of
Derby, later King Henry IV of Eng-
land, as he was about to embark in
1390 on a campaign against the Lith-
uanians.

A carpenter in those days for his
daily wage of 12 cents, could buy
one pound of butter, two pounds of
cheese, a pound of salt, two pounds
of flour, one dozen and a half eggs,
a chicken and a pound of rice. A
carpenter of today would have to pay
$2.60 for this bill of goods, but it
wouldn’t eat up his entire daily wage,
as it would that of the carpenter of
1390. The later carpenter would still
have $1.90 left. So, argue Prof. Gar-
rett, while the worker of today pays
more for necessities, he gets much
more, comparatively, for his labor. So
the times are better.

In 1390 eggs were nine cents a
gross. The Earl of Derby paid thirty
cents for 300 eggs that today would
cost him from $12.50 to $14.00. For
fourteen pounds of butter, that would
now cost him $7, he paid a shilling, or
twenty-five cents. Rice, brought by
way of Venice from the east, cost
ten pounds for a shilling. It costs a
dollar today.

The one shilling exception to the
general rise in prices that has occur-
red since that time is sugar. In 1390
it cost thirty-six cents a pound, and
now it retails at eight cents. Here
