The need of such an organization as
the Parent-Teacher Association has
been felt for a number of years by the
teachers and by a number of the more
progressive parents of school children
in Westminster. The home and the
school are the two great agencies in
the education of the child; titter aims
are identical; neither can work ef-
fectively in ignorance of the other,
it is safe to say that here in Westmin-
ster the majority of the parents of
the school children have never enter-
ed the school rooms in which their
children are taught. Many of them
are doubtless totally ignorant of the
fact that our school buildings are en-
tirely insufficient in size and equip-
ment for the needs of the school c-hil-
dren of the present, to say nothing
of the future. They doubtless also
fail to realize the fact that in every
way our school buildings fall far
short of what should be the require-
ments for such buildings in a progres-
sive community of this size. The
teachers, of course, are aware of what
is needed, but Boards of Education
everywhere are slow to make im-
provements in the absence of an in-
telligent demand for such improve-
ments on the part of the school pa-
trons. There is no doubt, too, that
much better results would be obtained
in our schools if parents and teachers
were better acquainted with each
other; if the home and the school
could effectively co-operate in the
training of the children. The Parent-
Teacher Association is just the sort

,of organization to bring parent and
jteacher together in this way and se-
cure the mutual understanding and
co-operation that is so greatly need-
ed. Let every parent in Westminster,
who has children In attendance in the
Public Schools join this Association
and help in this way toward the im-
provement of our schools and the
better training of our cihldren.

Scut German Submarine and Crew to
Bottom of the Ocean.

Ixmdon, April 25.-—Captain Rice, of
the American steamship Mongolia,

, which has arrived at a British port,
told the Associated Press today that

; the Mongolia had tired the first gun
lot' the war for the United States and
I sunk a German submarine.

The submarine, Captain Rice said,

I was about to attack the great liner in
British waters on April 19. lie de-

| dared there was absolutely no doubt
that the U-boat was hit and that there
was every reason to believe it was de-
stroyed.

The periscope was sighted dead
ahead on the last afternoon of the
voyage. The captain gave the order
(for full speed ahead with the inten-

’ tion of ramming the submarine. The
i periscope disappeared and a few
Imoments later reappeared on the
! ship's broadside. The gunners fired,
hitting the periscope squarely and
throwing up a mountain of water.

; The naval gunners on board made a
{clean hit at 1,000 yards. The peris-
I cope was seen to be shattered.

Even more pertinent a fact as rc-
! gards the ultimate fate of the sub-
marine, was that the shell disappear-
|ed immediately after the hit was

made. The captain stated that a
¦ shell always ricochets in the waters

j and can be seen again unless it finds
I the mark. Oil also was seen on the

[ water after the submarine disappear-
ed.

1 TWO GERMAN SHIPS TORPEDOED

AND SINK.

Ijondon, April 25.—Two British de-
stroyers on patrol duty in the English

| Channel off Dover on the night of
April 20 came upon a flotilla of six
German destroyers and then ensued
an encounter which will live long in
the history of naval engagements,

i German destroyers were torpedoed
and rammed; every gun aboard the
combatants was working, sweeping

the decks and tearing gaps in the
sides of the opposing craft. There
was linking together of a British and
German destroyer, and the men fought
furiously in a hand-to-hand battle.
German seamen of a rammed destroy-

er climbed aboard one of the British
boats and a midshipman fought them
back with an automatic pistol. They

were killed or driven again into the
sea by British Jackies who came to
the midshipman’s aid.
