5. You shall buy church bells and

church fixtures from us and forward j
the money in advance for this is our
business method, and you shall coll-

ect from the business men in your city

as much money as you can for the ben- 1
efit of the churches, for it is against

our rules to donate any money for

country churches.
6. You shall buy your tools from us

and be your own mechanic in order to

drive the mechanic from your vicinity,

for we wish it so. j
7. You shall induce your neighbor to

buy everything froan us, as ye have

room for more money—the less money

you have in your community the soon-
er we can put your local merchant out

of business and charge you any price
we please. . i

8. You shall look often at the beauti- ;
ful pictures in our catalogue so that |
your wishes will increase and so you

will send in big orders although you)
are not in immediate need of the goods, |
otherwise you might have some money
left to buy some necessary goods from

your local merchant. j
9. You shall have the merchants who

repair the goods you buy from us book f
the bills so you can send the money

for his labor to '3 for new goods, oth-
erwise he will not notice our influence.

10. You shall in case of sickness or
need apply to your local dealer for aid
and credit, as wj do not know you nor
care to.

Dynamite, the Want Farmer.

handling an explosive and then uses
good, sound common sense.

“When I came on the place I found
a plot of about two acres off to the
south from the house and barn.

Mary Baker EJdy Memorial, Mt, A

The beautiful memorial to Mary

Baker Eddy, the Discoverer and

Founder of Christian Science, has been

turned over to The Christian Science

Board of Directors by Elbert 8. Bar-

low of Nyw York City, who held the

Smtract for Its construction.
The memorial, which Is at Mt. Au-

burn cemetery, Cambridge, Mass., has
required over a year and a half to
complete. The fund for its construction,
amounting to over $150,000, was first

announced by the directors In June, 1911,
and was some time ago fullysubscribed.
These contributions have been made as

expressions of sentiment by Christian
Scientists throughout the world.

The site on which the memorial Is

located is not only one of great nat-

ural beauty, but on account of its
grade has rendered possible a more ,
picturesque and Interesting treatment
architecturally than would-be jtossible
on a perfect level lot. The plot, which
is approximately eighty feet square,

slopes gradually from the level of

the roadway to the lake with adroit
of about ten feet. The memorial con-
sists of a circular open colonnade of

eight coin: : ;s. resting upon a stylo-

bate of three steps, surrounded on the

front by a circular platform slightly

above the natural gx-ade, from which
platform a double flight of steps leads

tuburn Cemetery, Cambridge, Mass.

to a lower platorm at the lake’s edge.

The scheme has no prototype and Is
merely a screen of columns open to the
sky, lac-losing a flower-grown circle.

The material used for the memorial
is Bethel white granite, the Inscrip-
tion in the frieze and upon the top of

the pylons being of white bronze set
deep Into the stone work. The detail,

which on account of the size of the
reproduction Is only Indicated, is en-
tirely floral In form and free In treat-
ment, the wild rose and the morning-

glory being used as the main motives.
It is Interesting architecturally to note \

that, while It Is extremely free In treat-

ment and not at all conventional, It Is
generally very classic In feeling. The q
extreme width of the memorial Is about
fifty feet, and the colonnade Is eighteen B
feet in diameter. The columns them- -
selves are fifteen feet In height and are
similar in general character to those in

the Clepsydra of Andronicus of Cyr-
rhus. The large pylons were exhibit-
ed at the American Institute of Archi

tecture In New York a short time ago

and experts pronounced them the finest

pieces of carved granite ever executed.
