17 KILLED.

By >egro Soldiers at Houston, Tex.

Houston, Texas, August 24.—Blank-
et charges of murder were filed to-
night by District Attorney John Crock-
er against 34 negro soldiers of the
Twenty-fourth Infantry, held In the
county jail as a result of the rioting
last night, which ended with the death
of 17 persons, four of them city police

officers. This was the first move in-
dicative of an attempt by the state to
retain custody of the soldiers rather
than turn them over to the Army for
punishment.

The negro soldiers of the Twenty-
fourth Infantry were being entrained
tonight to be removed to Columbus,
N. M.

Capt. L. S. Snow, commanding the
battalion, said late tonight that the
action of the negroes was “practically
mutiny.”

Fear of further clashes between

¦ fcwhite men and negroes abated to-
ight, when it was learned that or-

*rs had been received for the imme-
ate removal from Houston of the

j' *gro soldiers. Besides the death of 17
iwersons, last night’s riot resulted in

wounding of more than a score

ity. Of the 125 negro soldiers involved
in the riot all but eight have been ac-
counted for, while scores of military

and civilian patrols tonight are search-
ing the district for the fugitives.
