Carroll County Eliglhles Will Receive

Copies of New Regulations, With

Beginning about December 15, the
Carroll county exemption board will
begin mailing the draft questionnaire

to all registrants in the county. They

will be mailed at the rate of five per
cent daily for 20 days.

I Registrants must answer on or be-
fore seven days after the receipt of
the questionnaire. By the time th?

the seventh day, replies should be
coming in from those who have al-
ready received them.

Every man who has been exempt-

ed heretofore and every man who
has been discharged by either the
exemption board or at the camp on
account of physical disability, will
receive a questionnaire and must

answer it. The entire purpose is to
place every man in a class of liability

to service, there being five classes,

which have been explained.
The board has received a long

classification list, on which must be
placed the name of every registrant.

' When every space on this sheet is

filled out, the board and the govern-

ment will have a complete record of
