Proposing an Amendment to|

, the Constitution of Ithe State,

Providing for Absent Voting
WHEREAS, AT THE JAM.VKY SESSION

OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OP
MARYLAND, HELD IN THE YEAR
1918, A BILL WAS PASSED. TO WIT: |
CHAPTER 20 OP SAID ACTS, PRO-
POSING AN ADDITIONAL SECTION
TO ARTICLE 1 OF THE CONSTITU-
TION OF MARYLAND, TO BE KNOWN
AS SECTION 1A AND RELATING TO
ABSENT VOTING. AND WHICH SAID
BILL IS IN THE WORDS AND
FIGURES FOLLOWING :

CHAPTER 20.
An Act to propose an amendment to Ar-

ticle 1. title, "Elective Franchise,” of the
Constitution of the State of Mary-
land, by adding a new section;
thereto, to be known as Section lA,!
the same relating to absent voting; and
to provide for the submission of said I
amendment to the qualified voters of
this State for adoption or rejection.

Section 1. Be It enacted by the General ¦Assembly of Maryland, three-fifths of all
the members of each of the two Houses!concurring, That the following new Sec- i
tion be and the same is hereby proposed
as an Amendment to Article 1, title, j
“Elective Franchise,” of the Constitution |
°r the State of Maryland, to be inserted iafter Section 1, and to be known as Sec-
tion lA*. the same, if adopted by the'
legally qualified voters of the State as i
herein provided, to become a part of i
Article 1 of the Constitntioa of Maryland.'

Section lA. The General Assembly ofMaryland shall have power to provide by
suitable enactment for voting by qualified
voters of the State of Maryland who are
absent and engaged in the Military or
Naval Service of the United States at the
time of any election frtm the ward or
election district in which they are en-
titled to vote, and fot the manner in
which and the time and place at which
such absent voters may vote, and for the
canvass and return of their votes.

Section 2. And be it further enacted by
the authority aforesaid, That said fore-
going Section hereby proposed as an
amendment to the Constitution, shall be
at the next General ejection for Members
of Congress held in this State submitted

; to the legal and qualified voters of the
State for adoption or rejection. In pur-
suance of the directions contained in
Article XIV of the •Constitution of this
State, and at the said General Election
the vote on the said proposed amendment
to the Constitution shall be by ballot,
and upon each billot there shall be
printed the words “For the Constltn-

, tional Amendment” and “Against the
Constitutional Ameadment,” as now pro-
vided by law, mid immediately after
said election due returns shall be made

' to the Governor of the vote for and
against said proposed amendment as
directed by said Fourteenth Article of
the Constitution, and further proceedings
had -In accordance with said Article
Fourteen.

Approved March 22, 1918.
Now, therefore, I, Emerson C. Harring-

ton, Governor of the State of Maryland,
in pursuance of the direction contained
In Section 1 of Article 14 of the Constitu-
tion of Maryland, do hereby order and
direct that this Proclamation, containing
a fail, true and correct copy of the text
of said Chapter 20 of the Acts of the
General Assembly of Maryland, Session
of 1918, be published In at least two
newspapers in each of the counties of the
State where so many may be published,
and where not more than one may be
published, then In that newspaper, and
In three newspapers published In the
City of Baltimore, one of which shall be
in the German language, once a week
for at least three mouths next preceding
the General Election to be held in the
State of Maryland on Tuesday, Novem-
ber 5, 1918, at which election the said
proposed amendment to the Constitution
Shall be submitted In form and manner
prescribed by the General Assembly, to
the legal and qualified voters of the
State for their adoption or rejection.
