! Maryland handed down its decision
! in the case of the Mayor and Common i
Council of Westminster against the .

, Consolidated Public Utilities Com- i
hpany in respect to the public and 1.
; private water rates of the Company
I and its water Rules and Regulations. '
| The case was contested at every
i point, and much testimony and many
exhibits were placed before the Com-
mission in the lengthy trial of the
issues. The Commission gave ihe
question careful consideration as is
evidence from its painstaking and
voluminous opinion in which every
question at issue is dealt with.

The results of this litigation be-
tween Westminster and the Company
are that the Commission has found
(1) that the fair value for rate-mak-
ing .purposes of the water property
of the Company on August 31st, 1918,
was $185,000.00; and that the maxi-
mum return which the Company
should be permitted to earn on this
valuation of its property used for
water purposes is 7 per cent; (2)
that the rates and charges for fire
protection are fair up to $25 a fire
plug, annually, for sixty plugs, but
over that number $lO annually is a
fair rate, so that all water used by
the City for other than fire protection
must be paid for by the City at the
schedule rates; and (3) that the
rates and charges for all other ser-
vice to the City and the private''con-
sumers are just and reasonable; and
(4) that the rules and regulations of
the Company are unjust and unrea-
sonable, and that the Company file l
new rules and regulations in con-
formity with the opinion of the Com-
mission. i

The opinion of the Commission is
too long for publication but it is of
such great importance to the citizens
of the City that steps should be taken
to put it in the hands of everyone in

Child’s Welfare Conference.
This is a conference otf physicians ,

and mothers to determine the develop-
ment and present condition of child-
ren brought by their mothers for ex- j
amination. The child will be weigh-
ed and measured and compared with '
the normal child in order that the
mother may know where she is suc-
ceeding. where failing and how she
may secure better results. It is not
a contest or a clinic, it is intended
neither for the child with exceptional !
ability or for the sick child, but
rather for the great mass of child-
ren who though apparently well are
rarely found free from the defect.
The discovery of such defects at. an
early age when they may be easily:
remedied by proper hygiene or medi-
cal care, is the chief aim of the con-
ference. It will be held In connec-
tion with the Child Welfare Exhibit
on the care of babies and young
children. Bring the children to the
tent -for examination, starting at 1 p,
m., on Tuesday. In connection with
this, Wednesday’s program which has
been devoted to woman’s interests,
are included two noted speakers of
national repute; Miss Julia Lathrop,
chief of the Children’s Bureau and
Department of Labor at Washington
and now on the Chautauqua plat-
form, will give a lecture of interest
to everyone, and Dr. J. M. Knox, one
of the most noted Child’s Specialists
who will also appear on the program
on Wednesday afternoon. Dr. Pulton,
secretary of the State Board of
Health, will also be present.

DRY CANDIDATES IN VIRGINIA
DEFEATED

Victory for Forces Favoring Aboli-
tion of the Prohibition Department.

Richmond, Va., August 6.—lncom-
plete returns from the primary of
Tuesday indicate an overwhelming
victory for the candidates who made
their campaign upon a platform for
abolition of the state prohibition de-
partment, some of the oldest and most
influential dry members of the House
and Senate going down to defeat.
In many sections of the state this
issue was sharply drawn, many can-
didates declaring openly for revision
of the prohibition laws and abolition :
of the prohibition department, which
has had the enforcement of the dry
statutes to deal with. / j

Representatives of J. Sidney
Peters, state prohibition commission- i
er, tonight admitted that the returns
showed their forces to have fallen
Tar behind, although they are hopeful '
of a majority in the legislature for j
retention of the department.

Defeat of the dry candidates, ac-
cording to wet adherents, w)as
brought about by the serious troubles
which have emanated from the re-,
strictions of the Virginia prohibition
law.
