Maryland -State Dairymen’s Associa-
tion held their ;annmal ‘election meet-
ing in the Firemen’s:H Saturday
afternoon. Robert Gist elected
ivice™ president and Mr. Smith relect-
ed secretary. The  election did not
take long, because of the splendid
‘and untiring -efforts of the former
,officers to secure for the' dairymen
jthe best raturns for their 'efforts to
iproduce a high quality ef milk under
the strenous times we have just pass-
ed through, they were reelected with-
out any competition.

D. G. Harry, president of the State
Association, gave a resume of the
past year’s work, and urged all dairy-
men to become members and see that
their neighbors were members of the
association. The dairymen ship into

Baltimore 35,000 gallon per day at
daily :

35 cents which represents a
business of over $12,000.

The dealers start to pay on a but-
terfat basis the first of August. ' This
system which is more just to the
farmer was explained by Professor
Gambol ,of the Maryland State Col-
lege. The basis is 4 per cent. of milk
at J4 per gallon, for every point abova
or below add or deduct one-half cent
per gallon.

PASSING OF “TENPLE OF TRAGEDY" RE-
GALLS"STORY OF “YEILED MURDERS”
44D OTHERNOTORIOCS MALEFACTORS

“Sing Sing women’s prison, - where

. Hens ‘Robinson, famed as
the beailti m " and
iot_he!- sotorioug female criminals. ex-
piated their ¢rimes, will. soem be
gone. Its pas Tecalls the adven-

tures of its ~-knowa prisoners and
the tragic occurrences within its
,marble walls, a sketch of which is
.reprinted from the New York Sumn.

| The old bastile,’ which for 79 years
has been pretentiously located on the
‘crest of the ridge overlooking the
,men’s prison and the Hudson river,
,is slowly being knocked to pieces.
Warden Edward V. Brophy has a
wrecking crew tearing it down. But
the memories of its crimimals and
isome of their daring escapes will
live after it.

The “temple of tragedy,” as it -was
often called, must make way for the
new Sing Sing prison which is to be
located on the hill. Built of marble
from quarries on the prison premises
in 1840, it remained as solid and in-
tact until the demolition squad
knocked out the first stone the other
day as it was when it received its
first prisoner 79 years ago. Erected
by convicts, it was patterned after
a Greek temple, with several large
Gothic pillars on the front, which
gave it a palatial appearance.

Mrs. Madeline Ferola, convicted of
murder in 1915 in the Bronx, and
sentenced to be executed, was the
last offender confined there. She
was removed to Auaburn prison after
six months in the old “temple,” when
the Governor commuted her sentenc:
to life imprisonment.

The other women doomed to the
electric chair were kept there, but
only temporarily, while a death house
was being prepared for them in the
hospital inside the walls of the men’'s
prison, Marie Barberi, who, it was
charged, killed Dominico Cataldo, her
sweetheart, in New York city, was
received there July 15, 1895, by Warden

Omar V. Sage and stayed three days.'

‘Eventyally she got a new trial and

was freed.

~“ A Mrs. Martha Place, who Killed her

stepdaughter, Ida in Brooklyn, ar-
rived July 12, 1898, and after two
days in the female prison was taken

to the men’s hospital. Eventually
ghe was executed.
“Save for ‘these three condemned

prisoners Sing Sing has had no
woman offenders since
prison Wyas abolished November 16,
1877, under a special law and 66

criminals, including 7 murderesses,
removed to Crow Hill Penitentiary,
Brooklyn.

State Detective James Jackson, who
has retired within a year after being
employed at Sing Sing more than 45
vears, for more than four years han-
dled female offenders there when the
women’s prison was running ful
swing. Detective Jackson, whose
marvelous memory for faces and
facts was his best asset for years in
identifying and recapturing escaped
convicts, vividly remembers some of
them. :

Jackson on August 28, 1873, took
the distinguished ‘“veiled murderess”
from Sing Sing to Auburn lunatic
asylum after she had been kept in
the “temple’” more than 16 years.
Mary Sharpey, another convict who
lost her reason, was transferred with
her.

Mrs. Robinson came of a wealthy
arld prominent Rensselaer county
family and in a fit of jealousy com-
mitted murder there. So as to con-
ceal her identity from curiosity
.seekers she kept her features screen-
ed behind a heavy veil during her trial
and always afterward. Whenever
she left her cell in. Sing Sing to eat,
work or for any other cause she wore
her heavy veil. Persons visiting the
female prison who tried to geta look
at her were consequently frustrated.
Long confinement overtaxed her
nerves and her patience, and finally
her reason gave out. But she wore
the veil on her way to the insane
asylum.

I Jane Brooks, who had served five
years of a life sentence for murder in
i Allegheny coumty, got away during
"the might of September 20, 1858. She

false key, took a matron’s hat and
jacket and started homeward afoot.
Warden Beardsley sent out guards on
horseback in pursuit. They over-
took her at Matteawan and returned
her to Her old guartefs after she had
enjoyed 48 hours’ freedom.

Some veteram prison
still remember,-the exploits of Kate
Connolly, shoplifter and chronic jail-
breaker. When only 16 she learned
the latter art:by getting on to a
floating gate and paddling her way
from Blackwell’s island across the
East river. She fashioned a “dum-
my” to fool the Sing Sing guards, left
it in her cell, got up on the roof and
slid down a lightning rod on the
night of November 27, 1869. Warden
Henry C.-Nelson- had . posses search
for her in vain.. She got into trouble
again four years later and went back
to her old quarters. She saw a‘good
opening to escape again on May 8,
1875. The prison was short of
guards. Warden Alfred Walker  had
dispatched every available attendant
to try to catch five desperate con-
victs, led by Steve Boyle, who had
escaped the day before. They had
held up a train, forced Engineer Den-
nis Cassin off the locomotive, un-
coupled and run away with it.

She had no trouble getting away
in the confusion. She pried up the
cell door sufficient to unhinge it and
gained the roof. This time she went
down a rope. Jackson was detailed
to search for her and she was- re-
turned in due time.

‘Sophie Lyons, serving five years
for stealing a woman’'s pocketbook
in MecCreery’s store, also gave the
'keepers. and matrons the slip. Her
,husband, Robert {.yons, alias Hap-
'good, fled the men’s prison -at Sing
Sing on December 4, 1872. He had
a fake telegram, summoning Warden
. Nelsen to New¥grk, «sent to the
prison as a ruse. When the warden
had gone the convict went too.

A carriage-~carried him off. Fif-
teen days later the same carriage,
it developed afterward, drew up to
the female prison after . nightfall.

Mrs. Lyons, following her husband’s:

example, made her getaway in it.

The female escape records, obtain-
ed by research as far back as 1857,
show but one “double-header.” Two
went the evening of September 19,
1870, when -Ward®n Russell ruled the
institution. Mary Smith and Sarah
Christian, tiring of the monotony of
prison life, donned clothes they stole
from the matrons’ lockers and walk-
ed to Sing Sing village depot. There
they left unnoticed on "a train for
New York.

During Warden Walker's regime
Mrs. Mary Jackson was fatally in-
jured October 19, 1874. She plunged
from a corridor on to the floor below,
fracturing her skull. She died two

days later.
Mrs. Emma Hickey, one of the
prison’s eccentric characters, died

August 6, 1874, while a- prisoner.

She had received a life sentence 12|

years before for poisoning her two
daughters at Ithaca.

Most of the mothers imprisoned in
Sing Sing prison were allowed to re-
tain small children, some of whom
were born there. Miss M. E. Johnson,
principal matron, terrified a half
dozen mothers by issuing an. order
March 12, 1874, requiring all children

over 1 year to go to the poorhouse.|

While the deputy sheriff was wrang-
‘ling with the passerby another woman
similarly dressed and . veiled and
ahout, the same statue of the prison-
er exchanged places with-her and
Mrs. Brown \walked away. Finally
the deputy sheriff returned to the
veiled woman an ordered her to
'come along. When they had walked
ia few yards, long enough to enable
the real prisoner to get away, the
bogus prisoner started across the
street. The deputy cautiously grabb-
ed her and sta pulling her back.
Expressing indignation the woman he
was escorting lifted her veil and the

He called attention to our first ex-
perience, since the Civil War of the
Republican party managing the finan-
