' Born on a farm, educated in the

public schools, a printer’s devil, a

school teacher, a newspaper reporter,

a private secretary to a Congress-

man, owner, manager and proprietor
of two newspapers, member of Con-
gress for three years and three times

Governor of his State is his record to

date.
Business h'&; po-

litical achievements and through his

own efforts Cox. has amassed a for-

tune. Mr,. Cox became the leaded of

the Democratic party in 6hio in 1912

But Ohio was evidently not pre-

pared to assimlate all the new laws
for Cox was defeated for re-election.
But his party renominated him in 1916
and he was re-elected for a third
term in 1918, being the only Democrat
to win in Ohio.

Mr. Cox was born in Butler county,

Ohio, in 1870. He attended district
school and held his first position as
a teacher of the school in which he
took his first; lesson. He spent even-

’:ng^ fafld holidays in a printing office.
In a ieyf years he received his first

assififlipenj on the .reportorial staff of
the fCiflcinflati, JEnqflirer.

Cox represented the Third Ohio diST
trictjfl-Congress, from 1909 to 1913.
In the latte® year he began his first

term afe Governor, his election as a
Democrat having been hailed by Re-

publicans , .-as' an “accident.” In 1915
he was defeated for re-eJe<dflfli by
Frank B. Willis, Republican. In 1917.
however, Cox came back strong and

won the election over Willis. Ih 1919
he was. again elected for a two-year

tertn. ,
Cox had barely assumed the duties

jf Governor in 1913 when the great

floods of that spring inundated Day-

ton and the valleys of the Miami and
Scioto.

During that series of disasters Cox

was “chief magistrate, commander-
in-chief, bead of the life-saving serv-

ice, provider of food and clothing,

principal health officer, severest dis-

ciplinarian, hardest worker, most

hopeful prophet, sanest counselor,

kindest philanthropist and most ac-
curate reporter." according to a con-
temporary editorial writer.

Indicative of Cox’s, management of
affairs in Ohio was -his action in re-
moving the Mayor of Canton, a Dem-
ocrat, and his substitution for him of

a Republican Mayor.
There was a strike of mill workers

at Canton. Operators , attempted to

resume work in the face of the strike
and considerable disorder followed.
The Governor issued a proclamation
calling on local officials in all th£
cities and counties to do their full
duty to preserve order and prevent
outbreaks. He told them •violations of
the law on the part of either the
strikers or mill owners would not be
tolerated, and announced he would
hold the local officials to strict ac-
countability.

Disorder continued at Canton, City
officials, citizens and mill owners,

asked the Governor to send in State
troops. Cox replied by removing the
Mayor and ordering the mobilization
of the National Guard to support the
new Mayor, but refusing to send the
troopers to Canton. Peace was re-
stored.

Governor Cox has been married
twice. His present wife was Miss
Margaret Blair, whom he married in
Chicago in 1917. They have a little
daughter, Ann. Another daughter,
Mrs. D. J. Mahoney, lives in Dayton.
The sons, John and James, Jr. are in
school.

In Columbus the Cox’s live at a
hotel. In Dayton they own their own
home, in adddition to the farm where
Cox was born.

He
had noe achieved much more than a
local reputation and was not well
known throughout the country When
his name was first mentioned as a
presidential possibility, but in the
office which he occupies he had shown
himself to he a man of high charac-
ter and of much more than ordinary
ability.

mission of Maryland permission again
and more largely to increase its rates;

• At a meeting of a large number of
said subscribers, held at the Court
House in the city of Westminster, on
July Bth, 1920 said subscribers, pe-
lievingg that the judgment hereby ex-
ressed is in harmony with the views
of almost all if not all, t£e sub-
scribers connected with said ex-
changes, hereby reaffirm the request
filed by them by petition through
the Board of County Commissioners of
Carroll county, asking the public
Service Commission to refuse to the
sad telephone company permission to
increase _ its said rates, and urging
said commission to pass an. order re-
quiring sai& company to abolish the
present toll rates between said ex-
changes.; arid said subscribers do
hereby respectfully request the Board
of County Commissioners, through its
counsel, and hy every honorable
means, to bring before thf (Puhlic
Service Commission all the facts' re-
lative ,tb the telephone service in
Carroll county, to the one that said
telepone company he had not per-
tained to make the increased rates
proposed, and be required to afford
to the subscribers connected with safd
exchanges more satisfactory and more
efficient service.

AUTO WRECK.

TKILLED WHEN MACHINE OVERTURNS

"While en route with his wife, child
and father-in-law from Baltimore to
Hancock, Friday afternoon to spend
the Fourth of July holiday John. L.

1 Cornell, assistant city solicitor, was
killed instantly when his auto skidded
and overturned on the rain-soaked
road near Mrs. Cornell
and the child were uninjured and the

! father-in-law, Christian Reamer, was
¦ only slightly cut. Mr. Cornell’s life
| was crushed out by the steering wheel

of his car, which wedged his body¦ against the stump of a telegraph pole.
The others were trapped the

wreckage and were rescued sometime
after the accident by passing motor-
ists. Mr. Cornell’s home is at 2708
Guilford aveutie,

Mrs. Cornell, with her five-year-
old son, Harold occupied .the front
seat of the auto with Mr. Cornell and 1
her father sat in the tonneau. When
the car began to skid Mr. Cornell
applied the emergency brakes and
thus brought the car to such an
abrupt stop that it careened to one
side and finally overturned.

Mr. Cornell tried to leap from Iris
cramped position under the large
wheel, but was unsubessful. As his
body landed on the stump of the pole
the rim of the wheel crushed his ab-
domen and caused internal hemorr-
hages.

It was fully five minutes afterward
when a party of motorists sighted
the overturned car and went to the
rescue. Mrs. Cornell, Harold and Mr.
Reamer were taken to Lisbon, where
Dr. Lacy, of that town; was sum-
moned and rendered first aid to Mr.
Reamer. He afterward examined Mr.
Cornell’s body and said that death
had been instantaneous.

Mr. Cornell was regarded as one of
the ablest of the younger lawyers in
Baltimore city. He graduated from
New Windsor College and the Univer-
sity of( Maryland in 1911, and soon
afterward became the attorney for the
Society for the SupressUm of Vice, ¦*
